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Santa Cbdz, May 24th.— Thia morning
the son of Herman Hipon, of 137 Tehatua
street, San Francisco, died, making the
killed IS in all. Physicians have been ou
duty all uiyht attending to the wants and
sufferings of the wounded.

The Ocean House, Satita Cruz House,
Wilkins House and Cierrnania Hotel have
thrown open their doors to the wounded,
who have been attentively and carefully
waited upon by an efficient corps of nurses
and watchers. Flays are displayed at half-
mast on a number of buildings today.

Of the fifteen killedonly twelve have been
identified, the three unknown bearing no
marks by which they might lie identified.

One man liea chuijjeiously hurt at the
Ocean House in an insensible condition, be
iruj badly hurt in the head. No papers or
letters were found upon hii person, but a
handkerchief bearing the initials "H. A."
was found inhis pocket.

THEORY ADVANCED.
Santa Cnrz, May 24th.— The ill-fated

train was a regular passenger train between
Santa Cruz and the Felton iiig Trees. It
comprised an engine and thrcet flat cars, the
latter being boarded up on the tide and scats
stretched across.

There is a theory among some railroad em-
ployes that a number of the passengers
climbing on the racks at one side lifted the
wheels on the opposite side from the track,
and the wheels dropped down on tho ties.

INCIDENTS OF THE AFFAIR.

Santa Cruz, May 24th. -*\u25a0 The engineer
took the locomotive after the accident and
left for Santa Cruz for assistance. He re-
turned in about 30 minutes, and then 20 min-
utes were occupied in clearing the wreck and
putting the curs on the track. The killed
and wounded were laid on the cars and
brought here.

Those who were killed or wounded seri-
ously were riding in the two first cars. The
racks on the cars were smashed in pieces by
the passengers.

Aboy has just come in from the scene of
disaster, having tha leather inner band of a
hat, which he had found. On it was written
in ink, "C. Cleet, C-13 Broadway." This
may furnish a clue to the unidentified dead,
and again it may belong to any of the un-
injured.
. The Coroner has impaneled a jury, which
is at present endeavoring to identify the un-
known man.

The conductor of the train, "William D.
Bones, is not ina serious condition.

The desire for filthy lucre overcome pain
and even fear of death in one case. While
two of the wounded wcie lying on the ground
immediately after the accident, the one whose
wounds were not co serious as the other
reached out and put his hand in the other's
pocket. The victim, though too weak to
move, had command of his voice, and spoke
to some one near, who pulled away the
wretch's hand, iv which a purse was found.

STATEMENTS OK THE ENGINEER AND FWXXAB.

Santa Cuiz, May '24th.—It. J. ElHott,
the engineer of the ill-fated train, makes the
followingstatement^ My train consisted of a
locomotive and three flat care. We left the
Big Trees on time, and were runuing at the
rate of about twenty miles per hour when
the accident occurred. On reaching the
grade, which is I_'(> feet to the mile, the speed
of the train was slightly increased. Ishut
off the Bteam at the su;nmit, and after pass-
ing itthe speed oi the train continued to mi-

i ciease at an alarming rate. After passing
tunnel No. 7 Iwhistled for brakes ; ran
oa about 500 feet farther, and the
brakes not seemi:ig to be applied,
Irepeated the signal, but with the same un-
satisfactory result. Afterpassing the wagon-
road crossing at the powder-mill, Ifelt the
engine liftherself, and Iimmediately re-
versed the lever and gave her steam. She
righted, and ran about 100 feet before the
cars left the track. Istopped the train 240
feet from where the cars ran off the track.
Xone of the cars were <ff the ties. The peo-
ple seemed to have !>eea injured by jumping
or falling from the cars. One car next the
bank jumped the track, a:.d the others
ifollowed. The wheels were all off the rails,

and the rack3were broken. The conductor
and brakeown were missing. Ileft Frank
Thompson, my fireman, in charge of the
train, and with H.D. Antrim, a brakeman,
came on the engine to Santa Cruz for assist-
ance ;wa3 cote half an hour, and returned
with tjhysifcians, a coach and baggage car.
In twenty minutes we had cleared the wreck.
The passengers had become so infuriated
while [ w.i» away that they were talking of
throwing the fireman into the San Lorenzo
river, thinking he ann myself were to blame
for the accident. The track i- a three decree
curve, compounding to 10, where the cars
wera_ wrecked. The rUt cars on the train had
no air-brakes. Ido not know the cause of
the wreck. Itmight have resulted froman
obstruction on the track or from the flat cars
being top heavy inconsequence of the passen-
gers hanging over the racks. Ihave been in
the employ of the South Pacific Coast Kail-
road four years as engineer. In clearing the
wreck we placed the cars on the track and used
them to bring the passenger* to Santa Cruz.
Ishould think there were 150 to 200 persons
altogether en the train.

Frank It.Thompson, the fireman, was also
interrogated, but said he did not see or sus-
pect anything wrong until the train stopped,
when he looked back and saw the wreck.

coroner's inquest.
Acting Coroner Davenport commenced

holding an inqaettt at 2:30 P. M. to-day in the
Court House. District Attorney Storey ap-
peared for the people, and Joseph H.Skirm
and F. Adams for the railroad company.

The first witness examined was Duncan
McPherson, publisher of the Santa Cruz
Sentinel, whotestified as follows: Ireside at
Santa Cruz :was on the train when the acci-
dent occurred ; there were three car 3ii
the train ; don't know how many
passengers W"re on the train, but
the car I was in was not -crowded ;
The can were open flit*,or freight cars. We
left liig Tree Grove three minutes behind
time ;Iobserved nothing in the way of fast
time worthy of comment ;when near the tun-
nel by the uowder mill, bring aw.ire itwas a
down grade, 1got down from a sitting posi-
tion on the railing of the rear car ;the ve-
locity of the train seemed to be increasing,
and Igot down to avoid being hit by any
timber which might be projecting from the
tunnel ;Iwas then in a standing position,
and leaning against the railing:in a moment
after the engineer blew the whistle of alarm.
Ithought there was a stone on the track

Iand cars were churning up and down as if
running over the tits; the car seemed to
strike something solid, and the jar almost
threw me over the railing; after going a
short distance the cars stopped :Inext
alighted, observing that all the passengers in
my CM appeared to be unhurt; after doing
all Icould for the wounded and dying, I
went back on the track, where Idiscovered
that both rails and ties had been moved two I
and three inches to the li^ht ;the rails were
unchanged with reference to their place on
the ties, but the ties had moved,
forming a sharp angle joint; the ties
were a!s<> cut inside and outside the right
rail, as if by the wheels passing over them,
and the Solid rock on the right bank was
marked as though struck by the end of the
car ;Iwent ahead to where the cars were
standing

—
a distance of 300 to 500 feet from

where they left the track ;the car next to
the engine was off on the side next to the
bank ; the wheels of the second and third
cars were between the rails ;the entire rail-
ing on the right side of the first car was car-
ried away, and about one-halt the railing of
the second c»i ; looked for defects in the
broken timber, but saw none ;saw two pieces
of iron, one apparently a shoe used in
breaking ; among the wounded were two
men who represented themselves to me as
conductor and brakesman, respectively, of
the train ;the conductor said the brakeman
had tried his best to stop the train ;the track
was on a curve, and the rails seemed to form
an acute angle ;itlooked as if the eDgine had
forced the rail off and the front car had
jumped the track to the riaht and the two
rear cars to the left; the killed were lying
next the bank, and looked as ifthey had been
shot out of the car like wheat out of a shovel ;
saw two men take SCB3 from the pocket of
one of the dead, said to be named John
Staub ;the men claimed to be authorized to
take the money, and turned it over subse-
quently to a "woman said to be the wife of de-
ceased.

The inquest was then continued until 0
o'clock to-morrow morning.

MISCELLANEOUS.
The shocking disaster still forms tho lead-

ing topic of conversation among the people of
this town.
Itis stated on good authority that engineer

Elliott had never before run a train down
that section of the road where the accident
occurred, he having been employed oil a con-

Istruction train running between San Fran-
!Cisco and Feiton, a.id that ou the afternoon
|of the calamity he said he was totally unfa-
| miliar with the grade.

Much excitement has been manifested here
against both the engineer and fireman, and in
the heat of the moment threats were made
of hanging the former and throwing the lat-
ter into the river. Now,however, the excite-
ment relative to these two employes, who ap-
pear to have been unjustly blamed for the
accident, has abated, and they have lost all
the fears which they entertained yesterday of

Ipersonal violence ; but the adverse public
sentiment against the railroad company is

Iincreasing as the circumstances, of the catas-
| trophe are being made known and compre-
!hended.

Irrespective of the non-acquaintance of the
engineer with that section of the road, the
company i* severely censured for having
made use of the flat cars. Had the regular
passenger car.- been on the train, itis said the'
accident could not by any possibility have
happened. The platform cars are objection-
able, for the reason mainly that they are not

Iprovided withair brakes, like the passenger
!cars ;also that owing to their construction

they are, when crowded with passengers,
liable by their weight to raise the engine
from the track when rounding a curve and to
become top-heavy, and thus lose their balance.

There does not appear to have been but
one brakeman on the train, and when it got
on the down grade near the tunnel the in-crease of the speed was so great that he w\a
wholly unable to check itwhen the engiueen
whistled fordown brakes. Had the cars been
provided with air-brakes the speed of the
train could have been much better controlled.

The wounded and dead passengers on ar-
rivinghere were met at the depot by citizens
and town officials, who conveyed them on
stretchers and in carriages to their homes or
to the hotels, where they were given the ben-
efit of every possible attention.

E. J. Swift, proprietor of the Pacific
Ocean House, promptly signified his willing-
ness to let his house be turned into a tempo-
rary asylum for the use of the suffering and
wounded excursionists. Accordingly some
fifteen of the injured passengers were taken
there, and the remainder were conveyed to
other places. .'.

The present condition of the injured pas-
sengers is as favorable as could reasonably be
expected.

THE SCENE AT THE WRECK

la described by eye-witnesses as one most
pathetic and horrifying. The racks of*the
cars were shattered and broken, and the car
wheels went off the track, throwing the cars
in a zig-zag position between the tails. The
locality was a rugged, mountainous pass, the
railroad curving sharply around between the
base of a rocky and precipitous bank on the
south and the water of the San Lorenzo river
on the north. Underneath and by the bide
of the wrecked cars and near the bank were
lying in a confused mass the bloody forms of
wounded and dead men and women. Shrieks

Iand groans tilled the air, while those who had
escaped injury themselves rushed frantically
to and fro seeking to alleviate the sufferings
of their unfortunate companions. Here
could be seen a leg anil there an arm
lying upon the track where it had been sev-

Iered from a body by the merciless car wheels.
Wonien were weeping and men were moan-
ingin the midst of their feebleness and their
anguish. Itwas a sight well calculated to
\u25a0loose compassion in the heart of the oh-

\ server, as he looked upon the sorrow, pain,
grief and despair, as depicted in the counta-
nances of the wrecked and wretched excursion-
ists. Some were calling piteoosly for water,
iSome were supplicating childishly in their; agony for relief which could not be given
Ithem, and others were praying that death
might come and release them from theiruain-

When approached to-day by your
reporter, Bones persistently declined to make
any statement relative to the accident, saying;
that he was afraid by so doing: he would incur
the displeasure of President Davis. IfDavis
would sanction it, then he would willingly
give hia version of the disaster. Subsequently
Davis flatly refused^o sanction such state-
ment by Bones, or to make any himself,
declaring that while the company was not
afraid of the truth the publicity would, for
an unexplained cause, operate to the injury
of the company lie represented. The railroad
officers who have been consulted each and all
refuse to make any satisfactory explanation
of the accident orits cause, and the affair is
beginning to assume a very mysterious and
suspicious aspect.

A PROFESSIONAL EKGIXEEII's STORY.
Howard Antrim, a professional civil en-

gineer and a regular brakeman of the road,
was on the engine at the time the accident
occurred, lie states that Mr.Walker, the
train dispatcher, telegraphed from Oakland
tosend on the local train from here to Felton
a lan?.; engine with Elliott incharge of it,
with Bones as conductor and McLean as
brakeman. The idea in this was that there
would be an excursion train of 15 cars to re-
turn from thi.v city to San Francisco in the.
afternoon, for which three large engines were
needed to push up the grade. The regular
engine for tho lo<*al train being buta small
twelve- ton engine, he deemed itnecessary to
use the large thirty-ton one which Elliott
runs. Neither the engineer, conductor nor
brakeznen had ever been over the road be-
fore, and when they reached the Big Trees
the engineer asked Antrim to go with him to
Santa Cruz, to show him the road. Antrim,
with the permission of his conductor, did so.

A MIRACULOUS ESCAPE.
Mrs.E. J. I-Swift, Miss Lulu Wilson and

Mrs. Skinner, the wife and relatives of EL J.
Swift, of the Pacific Ocean House, and Clerk
Skinner's wife, were on the wrecked train,
sitting in the same seat with Mrs. Hussey
when the cars jumped the track. Mrs. Hus-
sey was killed, but Mrs. Swift and her com-

!panion?, strange to say, escaped without the
slightest injury. The faces and clothes of the
latter ladies were, however, bespattered with
the blood and brains of the unfortunate Mrs.
Hussey.

Many of the passengers who were injured
did not come to Saut.% Cruz, but returned at
once to San Francisco, and tneir names have
not been learned.

The man sprang
upon his horse and rode to his home.
The boya were arrested the sain? evening.

Shortly
after two men arrived with red wreaths, but
were immediately arrested. The fact of their
arrest caused a crowd of 500 or COO people,
and an unsuccessful attempt was made to
re-cue the prisoners. Blows were freely ex-
changed, and several would-be rescuers were
arrested. Three of the prisoners arrested
proved to be reporters, and were immediately
released. At 3 o'clock a procession of 000
people, many carrying red bouquets and
wreaths, defiled in front of the wall where
the Communists were shot in 1871, placing
Mowers against the wall as they passed. At
4:30 there were three more arrests, but this
was the last incident of the day's proceed-
ings.

Assault on Emigrants.

CoKK,May 24th.— On the arrival at Mal-
low, Sunday, of the train containing emi-
grants from Kerry, on their way to America,
the train w:m stormed by 600 men of the
South Cork militia, who beat the emigrants
unmercifully and ousted them from the car-
riages. Some emigrants were seriously in-
jured.
