BOARD OF CITY TRUSTEES.

The following business was transacted at

the meeting of City Board of Trustees yes-

terday.
John A. Cunningham, Chief Engineer of

the Water Works, reported that during the
past week the works had been running lty

hours, the total numl er of gallons of water
pumped was 12 COS, OOO, and the amount of
fuel consumed inpumping the same was 1,100
cubic feet of gas coke.

Thomas Hanson was granted an. extension
of time for grading O street, from Fourth to
Sixth, on condition that he sprinkle said
blocks on the same terms as other graded
streets.

The Clerk of the Board was instructed to
procure two copies of the amendments to
Codes and Statutes, as passed by the last Leg-
islature—one for the use of the Police Court
and one for the City Trustees.

F. F. Gallardo presented a bill for 825,
which sum he alleges was put up by hi. as a
deposit to procure hi* release from the city
prison in January, 1873, he having been ar-
rested and subsequently discharged. The
matter was referred to the City Attorney.

Boekhoff's Sentence.
—

At the hour ap-
pointed for sentence to be pronounced against

Boekhoff for throwing vitriolupon his wife, a
large crowd was present in the Court-room.
Judge Clark had the prisoner brought before
him, and when asked the usual question
whether he had anything to say why sentence
should not be pronounced upon him, re-
plied that he did not desire to make any
remarks. The Judge then referred to the hein-
o'.isness and inhumanity ol the crime com-
mitted, and that lie at first intended to make
the sentence of the Court the fullextent of
the law

—
fourteen years in the Penitentiary,

but inasmuch as his wife, against whom the
crime was committed, and his son and daugh-
ter-in-law, inreference to whom he also is
under indictment for committing the same
crime upon them, bad made most earnest ap-
peals to him tor leniency, he would make the
sentence eight years confinement in the State
Prison. The son, who is now about eighteen
years of age and badly scarred and disfigured
tor Jiff about the head and neck from the
brutality of his father, was present in the
Court-room and showed deep sympathy, for-
getful of the wrong that bad been done him,
and Bobbed aloud when sentence was on-
nounci il. From the fact that tlie prisoner is
now fifty-ii_ht years of age and not of rugged
health,' the term willprobably be equivalent
to imprisonment for life. The other indict-
ments will therefore probably be dismissed.
