Funeral of Some of the Victims
of the Disaster.

CONDITION OF THE WOUNDcD.

Remains of the Unknown Unfortunate
Identified.

CORONER'S INVESTIGATION RESUMED.

Testimony of tlie Engineer of the 111-fated
Train.

[SPECIAL BY TELKGRAPH TO THE BBOOBD-tntlOif.]

Santa Cruz, May 25th.— The flags on mu-
nicipal and private buildings still Hy at half-
mast inmournful commemoration of Sunday's

horrible accident.
The funeral of some of the victims took

place this morning at 10 o'clock, and as the
hour approached the stores were closed, blinds
were drawn and tho town assumed an air of
sadness. Funeral services were held over the
bodies of Win. Castello, Jeremiah Darcy,

Frank Butler and Mrs. C. S. Honey. Clay

F. Merrillwas buried at Soquel.
The wounded are generally getting on re-

markably well. A cool and pleasant breeze
blows up from the seaside, keeping the air in
the rooms of the sick pure and agreeable.

An inspection made this morning of all the
wounded found them cheery, and happy that
their wounds were not more severe. There
are only two men who are very seriously
hurt. One is Anson Rohde, a young German

Ifrom San Francisco. He has severe internal
Iinjuries, and his lower limbs are partially
paralyzed. An occasional expectoration of
blood shows that the lungs are involved. It
cannot now be told whether he willlive or
not. George Post, of Santa Cruz, sustained
frightful injuries, but he is better this
morning than he has been, and strong hopes
are entertained of his recovery. Henry
Hose, of San Francisco, may possibly not >e-

cover. Herman lteipon, the San Francisco
Ibrewer, and A.Camellaje have severe but
cot necessarily fatal injuries.

The deaths now number in all sixteen.
The totalnumber of wounded willprobably
never be ascertained with certainty. Itis
known that there were thirty-eight wounded
besides those who went on the train to San
Francisco the afternoon of the accident.

The Coi-oner's jury met this morning, but
adjourned to 3 P. M. to attend the funerals of
the dead. The testimony of conductor Bones
and brakeman McLean will be taken this
afternoon by their bedsides. The jury will
probably complete their work to night. At
the ic(iue?t two attorneys of the railroad
company and the District Attorney attend
and question witnesses

at an imiucst.
At the funeral of Frank Butler, a young

man of this city aged about IS, the hearse
was preceded by thirty of his comrades,
marching in procession, and forty-four
vehicles followed the remains to their last
resting place.

Brakeman McLean told your correspond-
ent this morning that lie was on the forward
part of the train attending to his duties at
the time of the accident.

The scene was examined and surveyed by
officers of the road thismorning. They give,
a-s the result of their examination, that the
curvature of the track where the car jumped
was 14° 30. Itwas originally al3 curve,
but the heat from the sun by expansion in-
creased it. The railroad people promulgate
an idea that the expansion may have moved
one of the rails from its place, and while the
engine, from its enormous weight, stuck to the
track the lighter and top-heavy cars swung
from the rails.

The body which was supposed to be all that
remair.eel of Frank Herrinsjer has been
claimed as that of a man named Salinger.
His body anel that of Henry Stahl were sent
to San Francisco this morning.

l.o.vis Falk's remains were taken to San
Jose.

An autopsy was held on the body of the
unknown man Ibis morning. The name of
Hawkins was found written on his shirt.
Two initials were before the name, the first
of which is illegible. The second is

Santa CbcZ, May 25th: "lie Coroner's
inquest was resumed at 3 o'clock this after-
noon.

A PAS3ENOKB'S ETIDESCE.
R. S. Hunt, one of the pamengera on the

first car, testified to the particulars of the
disaster, as have already been completely re-
ported. He said : 1 saw no brakeman on
the cars, or any .me hold of the brakes; I
saw the conductor ;the train seemed to be
going pretty fast; some of the soldiers were
standing at the corner of the car that struck

| the b?u!: ;the car struck a few seconds after
;the whistle blew :the engine was going with

the tender in frr.iit;a number of the mem-
bers of the militia company were sitting on.
the railing and standing on the tide of the
car toward the bank.

TESTIMONY OF THE EJJGISEEB.
Th engineer of the train,It..1. Elliott,next

testified. His testimony agrees with the
statements made to yourreporter. He said :
Inever ran an engine over that section be-
fore, but have probably walked over it fifty
times ;Iam not the regular engineer of the
train on which thii accident took place; I
only ran it for the day ;Ihave acted in the
engineer's department of the railroad nearly
two years ;Iwas given engine No. 3 on ths
13th of last month ;the Cars were as heavily
loaded as they could stand ; the schedule
time between BigTrees aud Santa Cruz was
twenty minutes, making the speed at fifteen
miles an hour; Iblew a prolonged whistle
before we arrived at the tunnel, about
seventy-five yards from the mouth ; after
emerging the train seemed to give a
quick start, and Iimmediately called for

jbrakes ;the fireman set the tank brake ;Ido
not know ifany more brakes were set on the
train; Icould not see a brakeman on the
train from the engine ;after passing the road
crossing a short distance Ifeltmy engine rise
up on the side toward the river:Iimmedi-

Iately reversed my engine, thinking it had
jumped from the track ;Ithen looked back
to see how the cars were riding over whatI
thought was a rough place ;we ran a very
short distance when Isaw the first and second
cars careen over toward the bank the engine
was fronting north and backing down ;we
came to a stop in about twenty-five

jfeet ; the conductor has entire control
of the train, and the engineer acts under his
instructions ;in regard to speed, at the time
of the accident the speed did not exceed, in
my judgment, twenty miles an hour ;the
conductor gave no signal to decrease the
speed ;Ihave no control of the train except
whenIthink itis going too fast ;Iwhistled
down brakes ;Igave the signal for brakes
without » word from the conductor ; had
there been coaches instead of platforms, it is
my opinion that the cars would have gone off
the track just the same ;Ihave been running
this engine since April13th, principallyon a
construction train ;Iconsidered that we had
the train under full control at the
time of the accident ; after Icalled for
breaks I noticed that the train ran
steadier and the speed did not increase ;the
car being fastened to the engine over the pilot
by a bar willallow a greater swing to itthan
ifitwas coupled to the tender ;itis not con-
sidered as afe to run cars behind a reversed
engine as it is

'
in the ordinary way, becausethere is no pilot on the tender to throw ob-

structions from the track an engineer is
usually more cautious in running a reversed
engine than with the pilot ahead; itis not
customary to run the engine backward, but
having no turn-table at Felton itwaa neces-
sary in this case ;the rocks are as near to
the track inseveral places along the road as
at the site of the accident ;reversing the en-
gine and throwing the throttle wideopen on the
reverse would not throw a train from the
track ;Ithink the engine must have struck
the angle of which Mr.McPherson testified,
with such force as to liftitfrom the rails ;it
came down square on the track again though ;

ino man was put on my engine to show me
the road ;Idid not ask Antrim to go with
me for any especial purpose ; Ihad not
touched a drop of intoxicating liquor that
day ;Idid not see any signs of liquor on ei-
ther the conductor or brakeman ;the passen-
gers didnot seem to be excited by liqcor;I
judge from the effect that the brakes were not
put on the cars ;after the call for brakes the
care seemed to run more steadily ;Ihave

been an engineer for two years altogether; I
came to this eo&St in1875 ;Ihad run a freight
engine and a yard locomotive on the Dun-
kirk,Allegbany and Kttsburg road ;1have
a paper from J. C. Hockett, of that road,
stating my time of service ;Iwas not em-
ployed on this road on the strength of my
recommendations, but was compelled to ac-
cept a menial position ami show that Iwas
competent before Iwas given an engine ;a
man named Withers, Samuel Davis, Howard
Antrim and the fireman, Frank Thompson,
were en the engine withme.

MISCELLANEOUS.
W. F. Hunter, a passenger on the middle

car, gave his story of the accident, of which
nothing new was elicited.

After the funeral procession had made their
sad journey the stores about town were re-
opened, and the streets somewhat recovered
from the appearance of melancholy.

EVEXINQ SESSION.
The Coroner's jury reassembled at 7:30

o'clock this evening, and Thomas Wright, a
member of the jury, testified : lama sur-
veyorby profession ;1was at the scene of the
train accident yesterday, and examined the
track with a view to ascertain the curvature ;
Imeasured the sharpest part of the curve,
which is just a littlebehind or further toward
the tunnel than the place where the cars left
the track ;the middle ordiaate ofa fiftyfoot
cord was one foot and twenty-five hu.idredths,
whichis 23 degrees ofcurvature ;to-day Mr.
Heaiy, Mr.Mix and myself went over the
place again, and run the curve with ar. in-
strument, and measured ii50-foot cord ;Mr.
1Italy took the onlinate iv about the worst
part of the curve ; he made it one foot and
twenty-eight hnmlredths, which would make
the curvature about 22 degrees and a half ;
the cars went off on the right-hand side as
you come out of the tunnel and approach the
curve ;there is a length ot easy curve, the
tangent of which Ididnot measure :Ishould
say itwas about 150 feet, butIam not sure ;
itis a compound curve and difficult to meas-
ure ;the curve is short for 100 feet, then
there are 100 feet of tangent ;after that U a
curve in the other direction ;then comes the
straight road ; the rail:-', ties, spikiug and
surfacing were good ;the ties slipped about
three inches at the point where the curve be-
gins at the time of the accident ;t!,!- eases
the curve at this point and increases it at the
apex ;the curve

AN INTERRUPTION.
At this moment the cry of fire was raised

on the streets and the Coroner, jury and at-
torneys hurried out to see what was the mat-
ter.

An unsigned map and diagram of the curve
in the railroad track where Sunday's accident
occurred has been filed with the Coroner. By
it the curve is made out to be about 13 de-
grees.

j The San .lose Salelde Supposed Reasons
for Hie Act.

San Jose, May 25th.— Further particu-
lars have now been, obtained in the case of
l; bert Kri.-i;::, the Secretary of the San Jose |
Savings Bank, who committed suich'A at the
residence of hi3parents, on Locust street,
Sunday ni=;ht. It appears that about 10
o'clock on Sunday night a call was made at
the residence forBob, and his mother, upon

igoing to his room, discovered him hidden
under the bed, partly disrobed, weltering in
blood, ami with just strength enough to
speak. The frightened woman alarmed the
household, when it was discovered thai lie
had attempted his own life by severing the
artery inhis left arm witha razor, together
with having swallowed an ounce and a half of
laudanum. He had mangled his arm fright-
fully, almost severing the hand at the wrist,
ami again at the elbow and in the upper
muscles. He died about half-past 2 yester-
day morning. The only words he spoke after i
his discovery were to his mother, whom
he asked to kiss and forgive him,
and sail that he wanted to die. An
inquest was held this afternoon, when
it was stated that he had abstracted
816,000 from the bank vault, which was dis-
covered about a week ago. Detectives were
working up the case, and a day or two ego
the Cashier informed him that he was su3-
I>ected, and asked him if ha was guilty. He i
made no reply, 1nt since that time has acted
strangely. The fact that the money was g'>ne,
and that he was suspected, caused him to
commit the rash deed. Among several brief
letters left behind is one addressed toMr.ICutter, the Cashier, which, though not made

jpublic, is said to have been a confession of the
crime. Itwas evident at the inquest that his
good name was to be shielded as much as pos-
sible from ceii.iure, and none the letters left
by him were read. They have, according to
the statement of one witness, been taken
away by Kreig's brother-in-law. The de-

iceased was one of the most competent mathe-
\u25a0 maticians in the State, and stood very high in
!the estimation of the community. It is
iknown that he has been dealing instock?,
and itissupposed met withreverses. One of
the letters is said to have referred to where

I$5,000 of the stolen money is buried. The
Ideceased was 2(5 years of age.
