Wuere 18 Corp Waves Cone Froar.
Meteorological observations have now be-
come so extended that evidence is rapidly

accumulating to enable us to determine |

positively the source of the cold wrial
waves which sweep across our country dur-
ing the winter season. The indicationsare
that we owe them to the great area of high
barometer in northeastern Siberia, where
the pressurc sometimes exceeds 31.80
inches, and the temperature falls as low as
76 degrees below zero. The pole of great-
est cold is in the neighborhood of Yokutsk,
on the Lena, where the average thermome-
trie reading in January is 41 degrees below
zero, and where the severest cold exceeds
by 10 degrees that experienced by explo-
rers in high Arctic regions. This is also
the region of the highest barometric press-
ure known in winter ; and from it, doubt-
less, proceed the waves of intense cold
which play so large a part in our winter
experience.—[Scientific Canadian,
