EVIDENCE OF THE URAKEMAN. I\u25a0

M. L). McLeon, the brakeman, testified
that he had the brake on the first car set
tiirht when the accident took place ;when
the whistle blew for down brakes he had the
brake on the first car tight ;he attempted to
give itanother turn, but it was ti^ht down;
the wheels on the side toward the river raised
from the track, and when they came down
struck on the ties outside of the rail;the
train was running about fifteen or twenty
miles an hour ;Ihave never been over the
road us brakeman before when the cars
jumped from the track the passengers were
thrown against me;Ihad still hold of the
brake wheel, and was thrown against the
bank witha number of passengers on top of
me.

THE conductor's story.

W.D.Bones, the conductor, testified that
the trip of Sunday was the first time he had
been over this part of the road. Witness
thought it was two or three minutes after the
whistle blew that the accident happened.
He had started for the brake on the forward
end of the third car from where he was col-
lecting fares in the second car, before the
whistle blew. His reason for this was that
he had a large number of fares to collect, and
wanted to slow down so that he could finish
before the arrival at the terminus. He
should judge that the spead was 17 to 20
miles an hour. He did not know that the
train was approaching a curve.

Both Bones and McLean testified that they
had not been drinking at all.

OTHER TESTIMONY.
Michael Leonard, who went up and ex-

amined the track after the accident, testified
that there were no marks of the wheels for
some distance on the outer or river side of
the track after the train left tho rail, so that
the cars must have run on the right-hand set
of wheels with the others raised in the air.
He also said that the space between the rails
was only about half filled withearth, instead
of flush with the ties, as customary.

Alfred Withers, a fireman on the South
Pacific Coast Kailroad, and who was on the
engine onSunday, testified that he felt the en-
gine give a lurch immediately before the cars
left the rail, and it felt as though it had
struck a joint which was out of order. A
Hat car is usually weighted with about ten
tons of freight. Fifteen miles an hour is the
average speed for freight trains.

The fireman, Frank R. Thompson, testified
to the circumstances of the disaster. He did
not hear the engineer put on steam on the re-
verse after the lurch of the engine. When
the locomotive had left for Santa Cruz,, leav-
ing him behind, several who were not injured
attempted personal violence on him. They
seemed insane for vengeance on somebody.
He started down the track and met a section
foreman, who he thought was named
Sweeney, with a gang of men. Ht» reported
the accident to him. The foreman said he
knew where it was ;that the iron was too
lis;ht there, and he would have cut itif he
had had the tools with which to do it. The
foreman also said he had expected an acci-
dent at that place.

The iu(iuest was then adjourned till this
afternoon.

At half past 7 o'clock to-night the case of
M.H.l)e Young, upon a charge of hiving
published a libel of and concerning Mayor
Kalloch, was called in the Police Court. J.
W. Shimmies, who was on tha stand at tho
time of the previous session, was recalled and
the question previously propounded, as to his
knowledge of Isaac S. Kalloch while
he resided in Kaunas, was repeated
to him, when counsel for the Mayor
interposed a further objection on the
ground of the form of the question. He held
that the question was too comprehensive, and
under itthe witness would be permitted to
testify to matters entirely immaterial to the
issue. The Court overruled the objection,
and the witness said he frequently met Dr.
Kalloch in Ottawa, in gatherings. In ISO.

witness met him more frequently ;was with
him frequently at meetings, and in political
gatherings ;during two or three years saw a
great deal of him and heard a great deal of
him.
