THE COMMUNISTS IN PATHS.

Tho late attempt to get up a popular de-
monstration on the anniversary of the col-
lapse of the Paris Commune, did not
prove very successful. Trie popularity of
the Commune in Paris wouldseem to have

'. lined during the past ten years, for on

thisoccasion the procession appears to have
been a grotesque failure. The Government,
taught by experience to apprehend serious
trouble on allsuch occasions, made formid-
able preparations for suppressing the law-
leu elements if need should arise, but the
arrests mad,6 were very few, and curiously
enough a considerable percentage of them
proved to be foreigners. This fact seems
to have irritated the Government, and per-

haps encouraged by the diminution in the
supply of French Communists, it has de-

termined to banish all foreign disturbers
forthwith. This resort to banishment is
the expedient of indolent Governments,
which at the same time incline toward
despotism. As a rule it never produces
any satisfactory results. The men who

are banished always employ their exile
in conspiracy, and they arc enabled to
extend the sphere of their usclcssness by
making itbelieved that they are regarded
as particularly dangerous by principalities
and powers. The French Government baa
not got far enough inits democratic edu-
cation to perceive that the .surest way to
suppress conspirators is to remove allob-
structions from them. Such people would
die uut if they were not kept alive by the
stimulus of police persecution. If the
French would adopt the English and
American methods in this regard they
would soon cease to be troubled with dan-
gerous conspirators. Nobody tliir.ks of
conspiring in countries where nobody cares
about conspiracies. In a really free atmos-
phere all the secret, dark, and midnight
limits of your true European revolutionist
become out of place and ridiculous, and
ridicule destroys them utterly. France
\u25a0would do more wisely if she let her Social-
ists alone, and permitted them to hold
their absurd parades without taking any

notice of them. Indifference would soon
deprive the business of all attraction for

nine-tenths of those who follow itnow.

THE STRENGTH OF THE ANTI-GEANT
SENTIMENT.

Ifthe machine managers were not blind
to everything but the possibility of pack-
ing conventions and defeating public sen-

timent, they would have perceived before
thia that the cause to which they have
committed themselves is condemned by
the" Republican masses . throughout the

region upon which the main dependence
for the success of the ticket must be placed.

iItis now possible to estimate the real ex-

tent and significance of that publicopinion
which ia opposed to the nomination of
Grant, and an examination of tbe facts
and figures ought to convince the most
stalwart third-termer that the recent ma-
chine victory in Illinois affords no crite-
rion of the ultimate success of the Grant
"boom." The sentiment of the Great
West idshown unmistakably in the follow-
ing list, which exhibits the proportion
of delegates sent foj and against Grant,
thus far :

This is the result of a test of public opin-
ionin regard to the alleged "spontaneous"
demand for the nomination of Grant.
Every Western State, with the exception
of Illinois and Colorado, both of which
have been captured by the machine inno-
torious opposition to the sentiment of the
majority of the Republicans, has declared
against Grant and a third term. Nor is
the showing in the Eastern States any
more encouraging to the

"
stalwarts."

For example, New Jersey, Maine, Con-
necticut, Uhode Island, Vermont, New
Hampshire and Massachusetts have elected
92 anti-Grant delegates, as against 4 Grant
delegates, to the National Convention. We

thus have in these Western and Eastern
States a totalof 286 anti-Grant votes to 17
Grant votes ; and yet some of the Grant
managers continue to pretend that the
party is pining for his nomination, and
that he is, as the ridiculous New York
Herald puts it, "the only fitcandidate."tldputs it,

"
the only fit candidate."

It is not possible, in the face of these
figures, seriously to contend that General
Grant is the choice of the party. Itis
only too apparent that he has been rejected
wherever public opinionhas had a fair op-
portunity to manifest itself. The West
may be regarded as almost unanimous in
its opposition to his nomination. The re-
sistance to the third term at the East is
almost equally pronounced. The claim
that he would have a solid South has been
shown to be untenable by the frets. The
reliance of his managers upon New York

tace
of his managers upon York

Pennsylvania has been shown to be
laced. Notwithstanding the unscru-

pulous employment of machine tactics in

both those States, it has been found im-
possible to control the delegations. The
latest report from Pennsylvania is that
twenty-nine delegates, or just half the

"delegation, willvote against Grant, while
itis confidently asserted that he willlose
fourteen votes in New York. The abil-
ity of the Grant managers to force
the admission of the machine delegates'
from Illinois is by no means proved ;
in fact all the indications point to
a failure in that maneuver. There
cm be no doubt that all the anti-Grant
delegates in the Convention will'unite to
defeat the machine programme. The
Committee on Credentials will therefore
certainly not be a Grant committee.
Therei3no method by which the Grant
men can overcome the preponderance
against them on organization, unless they
should resort to open fraud, and though
it is quite possible that they would not

shrink from this recourse, it is highly im-
probable that they would be allowed to
cuiyout any arrangement of that char-
acter. Mr. Logan's offer to guarantee the
admission of the Louisiana machine bolt-
ers is one of those propositions which are
far easier to make than to perform, and
his Illinoiscontract is likelyto prove no
less difficult of fulfillment. In fact,
while the bluster and noise of the
machine men increases constantly, it is
only necessary to analyze the situation
coolly to see that their course has been
marked by failures at every step, and that
the further they have proceeded the more
emphatic has been the expression of pub-
licresentment at their policy. Anditis

proper to point out that there lias never
before in the history of the party been any

such general and determined condemnation
of a candidate as is here displayed, Even
supposing that through the free use of ilagi-
tious methods the machine should succeed
inprocuring the nomination of Grant at
Chicago, itis evident that no general sup-
port for the ticket could be expected. The
Great West takes no stock in Grant
as a candidate, nor would it enter into
a campaign on his behalf with
any enthusiasm, even supposing that
it accepted the nomination. But
it is already certain that if he is nomi-
nated there willbe a third candidate, and
no one can examine the list of States given

in this article without perceiving that in
such an event a great part of the West

would be apt to prefer this third candidate
to the Chicago nominee. The time for the
servile submission of parties to the dicta-
tion of a few managers, is past. It is no
longer possible to crack the party whip as
of old. Men willnot surrender their con-
victions as to what is just and expedient,
but they willstep out of the ranks of any
party which docs not suit them. Viewing
the prospect dispassionately and carefully,
it therefore appears probable, first, that
the machine managers cannot secure the
nomination of Grant at Chicago; and,
second, that even ifthey should secure his
nomination, they

ifthey should secure
minatiou, they cannot induce the party

to acquiesce in this programme. ,

THE SCHOOL EXAMINATIONS.

Naturally a good deal of comment has
been caused by the singular breakdown of
the first grade of the Sacramento Gram-
mar School in the late annual examina-
tions. The chief deficiency of the clas?,
and apparently the only serious deficiency,
is in practical arithmetic ;and this is the
more remarkable because the first grade of
the Capital. Grammar School, working
upon the same examination papers, have ex-

hibited no such backwardness. We must
at once dismiss as untenable tha idea that
there is any natural difference of capacity
between thesa two classes. The only ad-
missible presumption is that they are com-
posed of equally good material. It must
therefore be in the conditions surrounding
them that the difference in results his

originated, and it would follow from this
inferenc? either that the teaching in one
school wa3 Buperior to that in the other, or

that one school had possessed some peculiar
advantage in preparation, not enjoyed by
the other. The second of these hypothe-
ses has been formulated by Humor into the
assertion that the pupils of the Capital
Grammar School were trained in the very
questions .used in the examination. This
would imply that a member of the Board
of Education hart betrayed his trust. It
would also involve an amount of publicity
incompatible with the performance of a
discreditable act. Had it been so, more-
over, the fact must have been easily dem-
onstrated, ami so far as we can ascertain
there is nothing but vague report in sup- j
port of this assertion. We must therefore
dismiss it as incredible, and thus we are

brought back to the other hypothesis,
which is that of inefficient teaching in
arithmetic at the Sacramento Grammar !
School. Of course this theory bears hard j
upon Professor McDonald. This, how-
ever, cannot be helped. It lias become
necessary to get at the truth in this con-
nection, and Professor McDonald must 1
perceive that there is no other wayof deal- I
ing with the case than to siftout all the
possible causes of the failure until the real
cause is reached. The first requirement 13

that the pupils of the public schools should
be well and thoroughly taught. If they
are not well taught their time is wasted, I
and they are exposed to humiliation such
as cannot but exercise an injurious in- i

fluence upon their characters. In the j
present case the failure of so large a I
class, and in so remarkable a manner, j
demands, and must have, a serious ;

investigation. We hope that the methods ;

of .the teachers may be vindicated, but I
whether they are or not, justice must be
done to the children, for they are the chief <

sufferers from this collapse. While speaking
of this matter, however, we feel it right to
express the opinion that the .Board of Edu-
cation is highly culpable for what we can
onlycharacterize a3 a most flagrant breach j
of faith with the pupils of the Grammar
School. The latter were given to under- i
stand that their term standing would be !
considered at the close of the year. They i
acted upon this belief throughout the !
term, and then at the close of- the year I
they were told that the monthly reports .
were not to count at all. As to the j
representations made by the teachers, upon \
which the Board acted, we must put them I
aside as irrelevant. No matter what the

'
defects of the method might be, the fact ;
that the Board had made an agreement j
with the ohildren was binding upon it, I
and it had no moral right to abrogate its
original understanding. The effect of its j
capricious and unjust change of purpose
has been extremely demoralizing to the |
pupils, and the action of the Board de- ]
serves severe reprehension. Itis evident j
that several reforms are required inschool !
matters, infact, and more attention willI
have to be paid to this subject until it is
put in a satisfactory condition.

Washington*. May 26th.—Itisknown here
that the Grant leaders have arranged the fol-
lowing plan for the control of the Chicago
Convention :Of course Senator Cameron,
when he calls the Convention together, will
be obliged to nominate for temporary Chair-
man whomsoever the National Convention
selects ;but itwill-b» arranged to have some
leading Grant man for the place. On that I
there willhave to be ivote by the Conven-
tion, and an attempt willbe made to enforce
the unit rule. When the vote k
taken, of eoune some delegates from
Pennsylvania, New VTork and other
States will insist on voting differently from
the majority of their delegation from those
States, but Cameron, who will be in the
chair, willdecide that the unit rule is bind-
ing upon alldelegates representing the States
in which itwas adopted. If the anti-Grant
men appeal from this decision, and a vote is
taken upon the appeal, Cameron willdecide
again that the rale must be enforced in this
vote also. The Grant men are talking about
this programme very freely to-day, and assert
with the greatest apparent confidence that by
the help of Cameron and the unit ride they I
willnot only get a temporary Chairman, but
also when itcomes to a choice of a permanent
Chairman they willelect him likewise by the
same kind of tactics. Of course Blame's
nearest friends, and those who will manage
his case in Chicago, know all about this
scheme, and are making preparations to !
checkmate Cameron and his followers.

Placer Claims mid Town \u25a0••<<
Washington, May 26th.

—
The Secretary

of the Interior to-day transmitted to the
Senate i* report from the Commissioner of
the General Land Office on the subject of j
entries of town sites on mineral lands. Com- j
missioner Williamson, in his report, first j
gives briefly the outlines of the practice of j
the General Land Office under the laws re-
lating to the subject, citing a number of
cases which have already been decided, one j
of which is mentioned for"the purpose of il- !
lustrating the difficulties involved in cases i
where town sites are made upon lands locat-
ed, purchased and valuable for placer mines.
He then says :"In view of the fact that it
has for many years been the law that no ti-
tle to a valid mining claim orpossession could |
be acquired through a town site entry, and j
that when a surface placer claimexisted, the |
town site claimant necessarily had personal i
knowledge of the incompatibility of the ex-
istence of both claims upon the same
ground?, Iam, in the absence of accurate
knowledge of the equitable claims, if any,
existing in individual cases heretofore em-
bodied in general adjudication, unable to
advisably conclude what, if any, equitable
relief is due, or what legislation could be di-
rected to relieve such occupants of town
sites which would not at the same time de-
stroy essential rights long since allowed by I
lav/ to mineral claimants."

stale eggs often soutaiu certain peculiar

Icells of a fungoid character. These seem
to be developed from the yolk of the egg,
that portion which should furnish the ma-

:teri.-xl to form the ifesh and bones of theIchick which the egg would have prodaeed
Iby development under favorable conditions.' Kggs containing these cells produced a
poisoaous effect upon dogs to which they
were fed. We know a case in which a
whole family were seised with violent
purging in consequnce of the use of stale
eggs ;at least the difficulty could be as-
signed to noother cause. Eggs grow lighter

1 as they grow older, by the evaporation of
their flrtid contents, causing the internal
portion to shrink. This leaves a small air
space at one end, which becomes larger as
the egg is older, and if it is very stale it
willlloat when placed in water. Such egea
should be discarded as unfit for food.
