
LOCAL INTELLIGENCE.
BOARD OF EDUCATION.

The Board of Education met yesterday at

10 A. M. The examiners of the Grammar
schools reported, showing that out of the 53
pupils in the first grade, Sacramento Gram-

mar School, 41 were below GO per cent, in
arithmetic, and but 10 were passed t.i promo-

tion absolutely, while15 are conditioned, and >

11are graduated byreason of being two yean !
in the class. Allthe failure* but two wereinI
arithmetic. Inthe Capital Grammar School, j
first grade, 21 passed out ofa class of 27, and
2 are promoted as two-year scholar?.

Mr.McDonald of the Sacramento Gram-
mar School referred to his request for a re-
examination of some of his first-grade schol-
ars. He believed his pupils qualified to enter
the High School, anPthat they had not done
themselves justice. The pupils had success-
fully worked out the hardest examples and
missed the easiest.- He thought the class
could do itself justice ifitwas afforded an op-
portunity, and hoped that the Board would
prepare a new set of questions for another ex-
amination

—
at least in arithmetic

—
in which

study the records of the scholars during the
year showed that they were above the re-
quired standing. He thought that if another
opportunity was afforded the class would
show that they could come up to the required
average.

Director Tracy objected to the strain of a
second examination. He thought the scholars
had not done themselves justice ;also that
they had been led to look forward to the ex-
amination with great dread and terror, and,
so far as he could learn, the teachers were to
blame for this condition of affairs and were
at fault in the matter. He then moved that
the report of the examination of the grade
be referred to Professor McDonald and
Misses Watson and Weeks— the teachers of
the class

—
with instructions to report to the

Board to-morrow evening as to which pupils
were competent to pass— said report to be
based on the yearly averages of the scholars
in conjunction with their averages at the
recent examination. The- resolution was
adopted.

President Gnffitts referred to a rumor that
copies of the questions had been in posses-
sion of Grammar School scholars prior to the
examination. Several Directors stated they
had heard a like rumor, but could trace it to
ii'> definite source. The expression was that
such a thing could not be, as the questions
were not printed until the day before the ex-
amination:).

Itwas ordered that the closing exercises of
the Sacramento Grammar School be post-
poned untilfurther orders.

The Eoard then adjourned until this even-
ing at 8 o'clock. *
