Such an examination
of course results in the discovery that
Protection to home industry is a terribly
one-sided policy ; that it is' an ingenious
system whereby the purchasers are com-
pelled to pay three and four prices for
almost everything they use, to the manu-
facturers ; that it results in increasing the
cost of living and of working to every
person in the country ; and that the en-
tire advantage of the arrangement is en-
joyed by a few men at the East, who are

thus Dbolstered into wealth for no
deserts of their own, and in return
for no consideration are given the
privilege of levying blackmail upon

the general public. Now Human Nature
is so constituted that if it were possible t6
protect everybody in this way there would
be no difficulty in perpetuating the system,
since all would be willing to let the rest
contiibute to their support. It is true
that universal protection would be equiva-
lent to no protection at all, but this the
masses would probably fail to realize. As
it is, however, Protection benefits only one
narrow section of the country, and as the
sections which are not benefited are rap-
idly acquiring the control of politics
through their preponderance of population,
it cannot be expected that they will much
longer remain content to pay tribute to the
Eastern States as they have hitherto done.
Thus far the Western politicians have
been cautious and conservative in this
matter, but there are signs that they are
beginning to recognize the change of opin-
ion, and no doubt they will respond to it
promptly before long.

THE HARBOR OF REFUGE,

Professor Davidson's report to Congress
on the question of a harbor of refuge for
this coast is a somewhat curious document,
Without expressly saying anything of the
kind, he contrives to make it quite ap-
parent that in kis opinion no such harbor
is needed. The boldness of the coast-line,
he says, and the regularity of the winds
during the greater part of the year, render
it very improbable that any extensive de-
mand for a harbor of refuge should arise.
He proceeds then to consider the various
places which have been named as available
for sucha purpose, and expresses the
opinion that only three of them, namely,
Trinidad, Port Orford, and Cape Gregory,
deserve any mention, while heis led to
reject Port Orford for several reasons.
The question thus lic between Trinidad
and Cape Gregory. The claims of these he
thinks very evenly balanced. But after
going over the whole question he concludes
with the opinion that *‘ the whole problem
‘“is not yet in a condition to warrant
““final judgment.” He thinks it ‘‘neces-
““sary and imperative to have made a
““therough and exhaustive examination
‘‘and study at each locality, of all the
“ physical conditions involved, extending
““through a period of perhaps two winters
‘““and one summer.” This report will
doubtless be regarded as exceedingly un-
satisfactory by the advocates of Port
Oriord, and by such as clamor for prompt
decision. But considering that a harbor
of refuge is certain to be a very costly
undertaking, it will perhaps oceur to con-
servative people that it would be as well to
ascertain clearly whether such a thing is

really wanted at all, before going any
further. Professor Davidson appears to

doubt very much whether it is needed.

New Yorx, May 27th.—The Zribune pre-

to secure his election. Republican counties
in the Statss and Republican States in the

Union are shiown to be agaiust his candidacy

by overwhelming majorities.  First,

three great States—New York, Pennsylvania
and Illinois—counstituting his sole Northern
strength, are taken up. New York shows

that the counties which voted against
Grant instructions cast, last year a
Republican plurality of 45741, or

2,564 greater than Governor Cornell’s total
plorality, In Pennsylvania the same course is
pursued with an equally emphatic result, The
twenty-two Republican counties which were
against Graut at Harrisburg, cast in 1876,
over the nineteen Democratic counties which
voted with them, 14,154 of the 17,980 plural-
ity by which President Hayes carried the
State. The vote for Grant came from nine
Republican and sixteen Democratic counties,
and represented a Republican plurality over
the Democratic counties of only 3,841. In
Illinois, again, a similar demonstration is
reached. The vote against Grant came from
seventeen Republican and fifteen Democratic
counties, which in 1876 gave 13,864 of the 19,-
620 plurality which the State gave to Presi-
dent Hayes. The vote for Grant came from
twenty-nine Republican and thirty-four Dem-
ocratic counties, which gave in 1876 a clear
Republican plurality of only 2,652, In each
of the three States it will be noticed that
Grant's support is largely drawn from Dem-
ocratic connties.
are 8 Democrats to 19 Republicans, and in
Illinois 34 Democrats to 27 Republicans.
Passing next to the country at large, the fact
becomes even clearer yet that the third-term
support comes from States which can
only mnominate, while the opposition
comes from the States which can alone
elect. This is an unanswerable demonstra-
tion that if, as suggested by a New England
State Repnblican Convention, the representa-
tion in the National Republican Convention
were based on the ratio of Republican votes,
Grant would have no standing in the Chi-
cago Convention—hardly enough to have his
name appear among the ‘‘scattaring” on the
roll-call.

Thurlow Weed Thinks Gramt’'s Nomina-
tion Would be the Ruin of the Repub-
lican Party.

New Yorg, May 27th.—The veteran
Thurlow Weed writes to to-morrow’s Tribune,
declaring that Grant must not be nominated.
He appeals to the Convention to respect a
precedent as old as the country, and declares
that Grant’s nomination would be the ruin of
the Republican party. He concludes his let-
ter as follows : *‘Deeply as I should deplore
the nomination of a third-term candidate, 1
cannot afford to mar the consistency of a life-
long political record. I have voted for Mon-
roe, Quincy Adams, Harrison, Clay, Taylor,
Scott, Fremont, Lincoln, Grant and Hayes,
and if spared until November I shall vote for
the candidate of my party, although instead
of Grant I earnestly hope it may be either
Sherman, Blaine, Fish, Washburne, Windom
or Edmunds,”
