DECORATION DAY.

;HOW IT WAS OBSERVED ;IN SACKA-
MEHTO-A PLEASING CELEBRATION.

Decoration Day being now a legal holiday,
yesterday inSacramento witnessed the cessa-

tion ofmuch business, the closing of aliCo'irts
and official offices, and a .general turnout of
the people in holiday attire. Flags floated
on allprominent and many private buildings
at half-mast, in honor of.the dead soldiers of
the Cnion. About noon it was announced
that General B. F. Butler of Massachusetts,

a member of the Grand Army of the Eepub-
lic, would stop over here on his trip to the
Pacific and take part in the exercises of the
day. This announcement drew upon the
streets great numbers of people, who had a
natural and pardonable, curiosity to see the

much-talked-about man, who wa3 one of the
Major-Generals of the Army of the United
States during the late war of the rebellion,

Sumner lost, Xo. 3, G. A. X., assembled
at its hall on Sixth street at 2 o'clock, under
command of

In
addition, large quantities of choice flowers,
sentin bycitizens, were conveyed to theceme-
tery in baskets. In the early >>*rtof the day j
delegations from Sumner Post, visited aU
the other cemeteries, and placed flags and
Howers on soldiers' graves.

AT THE CEMETERY.

Arrived at the City Cemetery, arms were
reversed, and to the music of funeral marches,
the procession entered the Rates and proceeded
to the G. A.R. plot. Animmense concourse |
of people, to be numbered only by the thou- I
sand, wers assembled on the cemetery j
grounds, the large majority being women and
children.

When the troops had taken position and j
the Post was drawn up inorder at the ap-
pointed plsce, J. D. Kent, Grand Mar.-hil,
called to order, and iv a few pertinent word*
stated the purpose of the gathering. Post
Adjutant Burnett then read the general
nrders commanding the observance of the
day.

Chaplain Fro3t invoked the blering of
Ciod upon the ceremonies, the people and the
country.

Inthis i
duty the soldiers were assisted by many
ladies and gentlemen who came prepared
Iwithwreaths and bouquets forjthe purpose.
Soon after, the precession was again formed
ar.d marched to the hall of the Grand Army,
where itwas dismissed.

Aftersupper a committee of the Post, con-
sisting of the President of the D.\y and the
Grand Marshal, invited the special guests,
General Butler and p.irty, to diive about the ;
city. The invitation was accepted, ana the j
party wns conducted to several points of in-
terest and through several of the residence
streets, and along some of our pleasantest
drives. %£*h -

During the drive, the gentlemen of the
party, and especially General Butler, were
cry earnest ininquiries concerning the con-
ition of the public pulse on the Chinese

question, and the sentiment of the people
relative to the various methods proposed to
check Mongolian immigration. The inquiry
relative to prices "f land, labor, building,
general development, earth production, etc.,
here wa3 equally as frequent. The expression
of tlic visitors concerning Sacramento as a
city of b^euutiful homes was very compli-
mentary.
