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Keerine Wer Pootocraroic Prates
FrOM Dryine.—As dry plates are not
always obtainable, and ordinary wet plates
dry se quickly as not to allow transhort-
ing, it often become® necessary, in order
to make a single picture, to carry as mnch
apparatus as would de required to make a
dozen or more. A very good method of
preparing a web plate so as to last for sev-
eral hours consists in flowing the plate
(after taking ont of the bath) with a mix-
ture of one part of strong solution of sil-
ver (30 grains to an ounce) and two parts
chemically pure glycerine. Flow and
drain the plate until all streaks disappear
and the plate remains smooth.
