THE RACES- A LIVELY CONTEST AMD

EXCELLENT SPORT.

There was a very much improved attend-
ance at the Turf Club races, yesterday. It
was a splendid day. The contest was one of

tho most exciting, and at times carried the

spectators up to cheers and huzzas, and on

the quarter-stretch made a divisionof opinion
that kept things just boiling. The race was
a trot for the 2:50 class for 5250. William
Nickals named b. h.Jimmy, Daniel McCarty
named b. m. Cassie Mack, Ben. ;Timmons
named b.. g. Captain Jinks, Wilbur F.

ISmith named blk. s. Berlin. At the
pool-stand Berlin was a warm favorite
at $10, with Mack at §7 50 and the field
at S3, §4 and ?o. It was known
that the horses were allof good stock, young,
in. fine condition and in ambitious hands.
The belief prevailed justly, too—that the
race was for blood, and that itwas meant
the best horse should win. dinks won the
pole, Jimmy second, Mack third, ami Berlin
outside. Ivthe first heat Jinks led around
the firsteighth mile, Mack and Berlin next,

side by side. At the quarter Mack went a
\u25a0good second, but ran at the half-milepole,
Berlin closed up finely on the homestretch,
but broke as he entered it. Mack came up on
the last turn, soon took the lead and
kept it. The animals came to the wire-
Mack first, Jinks second, Berlin thinl and
Jimmy outside. Time. -JroO;. The field now
took a rise at the pool box, but Berlin's |

friends did not desert him." Much criticism
was made of Jink's style of going, as he often
skipped so badly as to amount to a break.
His supporters claimed itto be only

in his gait, and no breaking at

all. Throughout the race this action of the
horse created warm feeling. The judges uni-
formly held itto be running, and punished it
as such. In one heat Jinks made over |
thirty of these skips, and in another j
fourteen between the half-mile post
and the score

—
both by actual count.

This skipping business was so pronounced in
the lasi heat, and so clearly to the horse's
gain, that even those who were blowing the
judges sky-high inanything but gentle words
and tones, had to confess that it was "rather
queer trotting," but held that the horse
should have been ruled out at first. The
judges were firm, and there is no question
but that their judgment was correct.

In the second heat Mack led, Jinks second.
Mack broke and ran on the second quarter.
Jeiiks led at the quarter and all the way
round. Berlin broke and ran 70 yards or
more on the last upper turn. Jinks took this
heat, Mack second, Berlin being placed third
for running, Jimmy last. Time, 2:30^.

The pools varied now, and jinks in the
field was a brief favorite. Arecognized good
and fast animal, he had many friends, and
but for his breaking would have made the
race very uncomfortable for Berlin.

The third heat opened with Jinks leading,
Mack breaking, and Berlin, too. At the
half-mile post Berlin came up finely, but
Mack ran again. Jinks kept up his breaking
or skipping, times without number. They
reached the wire Berlin and Jinks neck and
neck ;the latter, perhaps, a shade ahead, but
he was set back to thirdplace, the heat given
to Berlin, Jimmy second, Mack fourth.

The fourth heat was given toBerlin, though
he came second, Jinks being taken from first
and placed fourth for running. Mack had
second and Jimmy third place. Time, '2.34.
In the fifthheat Jinks led again, Berlin sec-
onel. Before the half-mile post Berlinbroke,
ran and lost.
