Iwould
rather deal directly with God than with
any of his agents Ihave ever seen." On
the subject of the Press, it is here as it is
elsewhere. The working journalists, they
who arc the body and brain of the papers,
are almost invariably rationalists, while
the proprietory interests are in the hands
of those inclined to orthodoxy, if not on
principle, because it is regarded as re-
munerative. Money usually makes people
conservative, and one of the generally un-
recognized strengths of ecclesiasticism is
purely financial.

There is reason
for the opinion that priests, of whatever de-
nomination, can not refrain from looking
upon theological questions from the vulgar
bread-and-butter point of view. Idonot
blame them ;at least, Ishould not, if they
did not make such loftypretense ;if they
did not prate so flippantlyof their "sacred
office." When they shall admit that their
calling is like any other calling, they will
be more logical than they now are, and
willescape much of their present criticism.
While they often admit privatelythat they
are like other men, their common giving-
out is that they are of the*elect ;that they
are removed from the common herd. They
never seem to me as ether men, and not as
women. Perhaps they are neither. They
may be as the French say of the third sex.

FELIX API.r.H A3 BENEDICK.

Professor Felix Adler, the bead and
front of the Society for Ethical Culture,
has, as you have probably seen, just mar-

ried NellieGoldmark, described as a slen-
der, pretty brunette, daughter of a
physician, a scholarly ex-Hebrew of
Brooklyn, and the brother of the noted
i' man coi poser. Ihave been told that
there was a disposition on the part of some
of Adk-r's friends to have him take a wife
from otic of the young women of wealth
who belong to his Society. But he chose
through his affections a girl who has, I
learn, no other dowry that her personal
and mental attractions. Adler is an un-
compromising idealist in everything, and
yet was devoid of practicality in matters
practical. One of the grave defects of
the mass of Jews is, inhis judgment, their
excessive commercial spirit and passion for
money. He would not be very likely,
therefore, to allow property to influence
his connubial conduct. Adler was married
by the Mayor of Brooklyn, showing that
he considers marriage merely a civilcon-
tract, 'having no reference to religion.
Even if he had regarded it otherwise he
could not have been united hy any priest
with any sort of consistency. Not by a
rabbi, because he has separated himself
from both the orthodox and the reformed
Jews, indeed from all kinds of Jews, dis-
tinctively such. Not by a Roman Catho-
licpriest, because he has no sort of faith in
the Roman Church, to him the stronghold
of superstition. Not by a Protestant cler-
gyman, because he disbelieves inProtest-
antism totally. ..His own Society has no
rabbis, priests or pastors. -He is its
lecturer, and in giich capacity might, bya
strain, have performed the ceremony for
himself. Under all the circumstances, the
Mayor of Brooklyn was the best person to
convert himinto a Benedick.

AD-KRs AXTECFDNT3.
Adler is the son of a German rabbi,

remarkable tor his learning and intellect,
and now retired on account of his years.
lie was born in this city barely SO years
ago; studied in Germany, and received
the degree of Doctor of Philosophy from
the University oi Berlin

—
probably the

first seat of learning in the world. Al-
though reared in the old Hebraic faith, he !
very early began to doubt all creed and
dogma, and after returning home from Ber-
lin, some of his friends, rich Jews, offered
to endow a Chair of Hebrew and the Ori-
ental Languages at Cornell University,
provided they conld name the incumbent.
The offer was gratefully accepted. Felix
Adler became a Professor at Ithaca. He
had been at Cornell only a brief while,
when an organization, which afterward de-
veloped into. the Ethical Society, was
formed hero, and Adler invited to lecture
before it every Sunday for eight months
in the year. He would leave Ithaca
Saturday, arrive here in the afternoon,
lecture Sunday morning, take the evening
train and be back in abundant time for his
collegiate duties. He naturally expressed
his individual opinions in his discourses,
and as. they were heretical and striking
they got into the newspapers, provoked
much comment, excited evangelical

'
cen-

sure and disturbed the equanimity of Cor-
nell's Trustees, who were and are rigidly-
orthodox. They made no protest, how-
ever. j They merely waited until the year
had expired, and then informed the rich

lowers that they could not consent to
the continuation of the chair unless they
were allowed to select the man to fillit.
This was, of course, a direct blow at Ad-
ler, but they lacked the moral courage to
be wholly candid. The Professor's friends
declined to have anything more to do with
the matter, Cornell ceased to have the par-
ticular chair, and Adler was regularly

Iappointed lecturer of the Society at $3,000,
and is likely to continue there as long as he
is so minded. Adler has been to Califor-
nia ; he was delighted with it and the
warm friends he met there, allcarrying, as
he said, their hearts intheir hands. He is

\ in every sense, generous and noble; as well
as giftM;but his eager hopes and burning
desire to aid humanity make him too san-
guine as respects reform. He is vecy young
yet. When he has lived longer and had
ampler experience he willsee that far. less
can be done for the

'
laboring classes than

he imagines. \u0084It is melancholy, though
true, that, as we grow older, we find that
the mass of humanity is an unmanageable
force,* and that most permanent • reforms,
must come from within, and can seldom be

I* cannot understand
how competent critics can like him; and
yet Iknow that they do. Booth's Hamlet
certainly cannot please the same people
who are capable of c*ojoyingIrving's Ham-
let. lamcurious to see how Booth will
be received over there. The English have
such different modes of judging from ours ;
have such different"tastes, that it is impos-
sible to tell what will or willnot be ap-
proved by them. They are slow-witted,
compared with us, and do not like to make
up their minds except after ample deliber-
ation.

A Simple Minnow Net.—As I*hear so
many fishermen complaining that they can-
not get a net suitable to catch minnows,
that is easily carried, Ithought it might

be of service to the fishing fraternity in
general ifIwere to describe a net of my
own invention that is easily carried in the
pocket, can be adjusted in a minute, and
has never failed to provide me withplenty
of minnows. Itake a bung or round block
of wood of two'and one-half tothree inches
in diameter and bore four holes opposite to
each other inthe edge of it. Ithen insert
apiece of umbrella rib, about twelve to
fourteen inches long, in each hole. The
holes must be made deep and small enough
for the wire to fit tight. The paragon wire
is the best. Ileave the end 'of the rib that
has the littleeye init outside. Ithen lay
the bung and wires on a square piece of
mosquito netting, and stretch itand sew it
firmly at the four corners to the eyes in
the ribs. In the center of the bung Iput
a screw-eye, and in the center of the moe- i—_—

quito net sew a piece of string, leavingends I
about eight inches long. Any straight, stiff
stick picked up on the shore serves as a
handle, being made fast to the net by a
strong piece of twine through the screw- I
eye, and with a piece of bread tied in the
net with the string, and perhaps a small,
flatstone to make it sink, it is ready to I
catch minnows. They willcome over the \u25a0

net for the bread, and when itis raised up
quickly the resistance of the water causes

it to belly, and the minnows willnot get ;
out. When bait enough has been taken I
pull the wires out of the holes, drop the
bung into the net and roll it up on the
wires.

The President of the Michigan State
Board of Health has taken occasion to call
attention to the bad practice, common in
the household, of adding large quantities
of sugar to acid fruits, and then cooking
the same. As the fruit-acids, by this pro-
cess, convert much of the cane-sugar jinto
grape-svgar

—glucose the consequence is'
that the mass becomes soured instead of
sweetened.

The proper plan, he points

out, is to reduce the fruit which is treated
to the proper consistency by cooking, and
| then add the sugar, when much less will

\u25a0 suffice to sweeten it.

Professor Metschnikoff proposes the in-'
genious idea of destroying insect pests by

|cultivating systematically the growth of
icertain disease-producing baotria, which'
are known to be fatal to them, and apply-

t ing the cultivated fungus in quantity to
Iplaces infested by the insects. The fail-
iure to check the ravages of the Colorado
