ROTTEN WOOD AS A PEST BREEDER

Commenting on the i-.lthy condition of
the rotten wood pavements of Memphis,
md their alleged influence in causing jthe
outbreak of yellow fever there, the Balti-
more Sun says that jthey jhave been con-
tinually denounced as foci of pestilence
ever since 1573. The joints between the
blocks and the tuts are so deep ami so en-
larged ;that they are

'

soon tilled in:v.itb
filth, which inWarm, damp weather, offers
a wide surface for;putrefactive action and
for the generation of noxious effluvia. The
blocks Ithemselves become water-soaked
and rotten below the surface, so that ben
anyone is taken out it is found to be no'

more than a black, pulpy mass of decay,
upon which the sun is acting all the" time
to eliminating malarious J gases from it.
The cause of the yellow fever which devas-
tated Norfolk in,ISoti aas very largely •

attributed to the decay of wood shavings,
which had been used to' fill-in a wood
wharf.' - The Memphis pavements must
supply a much larger proportion of poison-
ous malaria tos the air. than was given by
these decaying shavings at Norfolk. It la
a peculiar property of half decayed wood
in masses to retain moisture, to continue
long in a state of< slow fermentation, and
to give off malarious effluvia. . In country
neighborhoods many a case of typhoid fe-
ver has been caused by a neglected wood
pile near the house, where, upon a gradu-
ally accumulating mass of chips and saw-
dust that is fair enough on tho outside, but
rotted down to mould

'
at " the bottom, all

the kitchen slops have been poured. It is
a well-known fact ia sanitary works that:
hospital gangrene often results from wash-
ing the woodin floors of wards with water, .
and on ship-board new or moist timber is
injurious to the health of the sailors. The
damp timbers of the United States steamer
Plymouth retained and were able to revive
and propagate the yellow fever germs re- •

cently, inspite of the most 'careful fumiga- \u25a0

tion, disinfection,' and refrigeration during
a whole winter. The decayed wood of the -,"
berth deck of this steamer could not be .
disinfected, :so resolutely did it \u25a0 retain
withinitself the fever germs." 2Memphis is

'

paved with mile after mile of tith; sort 'of
decayed wood, and * every;block, exposed
to a sweltering sun, may nurse a fatal fever
germ. These pavements were laid:down
from ten to twelve years ago, and are re-
ported by NilesMeriwether, acivilengineer,
as being." almost entirely gone fromdecay
and;hard usage, so that their rotten and
honeycombed condition makes them so
many cesspools and receptacles for tbe
retention of all manner of street filthand
noxious gases, and they should therefore .
be removed as rapidly as possible." .

Such a course willprevent many sick a hour,
many ,a cramp, colic, many a fatal di-
