THE BALLOTING.

The Chicago Convention spent the
\u25a0whole day yesterday in balloting, and
adjourned shortly before 10 o'clock last
night without having effected much change
in the situation. The result of twenty-
eight ballots was to give Grant again of 5
votes over the first ballot;Washburne a

pain of 5, and Garfield a gain of 2. On
the other hand, Blame, at the twenty-
eighth ballot, had lust 5votes, Sherman 1,
and Edmunds 3. The highest vote for
Grant was 309, and the lowest 303. The
highest vote for Blame was -2.53, and
the lowest was 27-1. Tho strength of
Sherman, Edmunds and Washburne
varied slightly through the day, but
there occurred nothing like a serious
break inany of the columns, and the hard-
fought fight leaves them all practically
where they started. It has, however,
been shown that < .rant's strength is limited
to that with which-lie went in, and while
no symptom of a combination between the

anti-Grant factious has. yct'appeared, it
is obvious that the probabilities of such an

alliance arc greater as regards any of them,
thari as regards any of them and Grant.
The contest i* a remarkably stubborn
one, and if it can be said that
Grant's column is a staying one,
the same remark applies with coital
force to all his opponents. It is
of course as idle as nt any pre-
vious time to speculate upon tha ulti-
mate outcome, but certainly the ('rant

managers have not as yet gained anything,
nor are the prospects of Blame inany re-
spect less hopeful than they appeared
when the fintballot was taken, The Con-
vention willassemble again at lOo'clock this
morning, and no doubt at once resume bal-
loting, when it willbe seen whether the
night has brought fresh conn els, and espe-
cially whether the much-anticipated "daik
"horse" is likelyto put ia an appearance.

THE CHINESE QUESTION IN FRANCE.

A French society has been discussing I
ths Chinese question recently, and, judging
from tin meager report, they reached far I
sounder and more philosophical conclu- I
lior.s than our Eastern contemporaries have I
yet approached. The lively Gauls were
not longinperceiving that the unrestricted
immigration of Chinese was calculated to
injure the country that permitted it,and
that therefore itwas bad policyto allow it.
Some indeed were of opinion that the exo-
dus of the Chinese from China was inev-
itable, and that it would be found impos-
sible to erect barriers sufficiently strong
to prevent it. This view has been taken
by the most thoughtful American student
of the subject, bnt it is obviously conjee- j
tural. The prevalent conclusion of our
French friends was that the exclusion of
the Chi '\u25a0 \u25a0 by legislation was demanded
inthe interest of the white races, and thai
this recourse would have to bo adopt I.

THE DEBRIS QUESTION.

CIVIL-SERVICE REFORM IN THE CON-
VENTION.————

The amendment to the Chicago platfcrrc

proposed by Barker of Massachusetts would

have committed the Republican party

squarely t«a thorough reform of the civil

-service. The amendment was as follows:
"

The Republican- party, adhering to the"
principles affirmed by its last National

"Convention in respect to constitutional
"rules governing the appointment of offi-"

cers, adopts the declaration of President
"

Hayes that reform in the civil service
"

shall be thorough, radical and complete.
"

To that end isdemanded the co-operation
"

of the Legislative with the Executive"Departments of tho Government, and
"

that Congress shall so legislate that fit-
"ness, ascertained- by proper practical
"tests, shall admit to the public service ;
"

that the tenure of administrative officers
"

(except those through whom the distinc-
"

tivc policy cf the party in power shall
"

be carried out) shall be made permanent"
during good behavior, and that the power"
of removal for cause, with due responsi-"
biiityfor the good conduct of subordin-

ates, shall accompany the power of ap-
"

poiutment." This resolution embodies
a clear-cut and thorough policy of civil-
service reform. The method proposed,

if carried faithfully into practice, would
ina short timeg raise the civil service to

a standard *as high as that of Great
Britain, which is now the best in the
world. It would destroy the machine
completely, and relegate tomore legitimate
and honest industries the thousands who
now seek a precarious livelihood by lending

themselves to the degradation of politics,
and the defeat of the popular willthrough
adroit manipulation. It is the strongest

"they are entitled to offices, and those"
who labor in the cause willget them, if

"justice is done." We sec here the
plainest expression of the politician's creed.

He looks upon politics as merely and
simply a mode of getting office. He re-
gards the public service, which is neither
more nor less than the machinery through
the work of government is accomplished,
as something to be fought for, and then to

|be divided, like any other plunder, among
those who win it. The idea that the
American people have any rights in the
premises, outside of party, has not oc-
curred to the politician. He docs not want

any reform in the civil service, which is
to say that he dees not want to secure
efficiency, honesty, economy, in the peo-

Iple's work. He proposes that the old
Icorrupt and demoralizing scramble for

office should continue, no matter what it
costs the country, and he refuses to do any-

thing that will curtail the power of
patronage, or prevent Congressmen from
putting unfit men in office.

__-

The Convention, however, evidently fcl>-
that it could not afford to vote down the
Barker resolution, and so it did the next

best thing, and emasculated itby striking
out the clause demanding permanent
tenure of office during good behavior. In

refusing to adopt this proposition of course
the significance of the whole plank was

eliminated, for it is of the essence of civil
service reform that the tenure of office
shall be ma dependent upon good behav-
ior. There can be no reform so long as
removal from office for political reasons is
permitted, since there can be no re-
form until the service is elevated into a
career, and BO made capable of attracting a

better class of mdidatcs. To say we are

infavor of reforming the civilservice, but
are not in favor of abolishing patronage,
is absurd and contradictory. The question
of tenure of office cannot be separated from
any practical scheme of reform, nor can

any scheme be regarded as sincere which
sets oat by rejecting that fundamental
requirement It.is impossible to achieve
bettor things while there is any un er-

tainty about the tenure of office. The
way to reform lies through destruction of
the hold of ths politicians upon the civil
service, and there is no other way. It
iitrue that the Republican Party has
not lived up to tho declarations of
IS7G, bnt it is evident that its leaders do
not believe the country idindifferent to re-
form, or they would not have thought it
necessary to make a showing of respect

for that issue. Itis unfortunate that the
brave professions with which President
Hayes commenced his administration
should have been so belied by the actual
outcome, but that failure has in no way

convinced the people that reform is not

di led, and theywouldassuredly have been

pleased to futd that the Republican Na-
tional Convention was iii harmony with
the spirit of the age. No doubt it is very
difficult for professional politicians to pre-
tend a liking for principles which strike at

the very foundations of their practice, but
unless it is to be admitted that the politi-
cians are so completely incontrol <>f the
country as to be able to defy the papular
demands, itwould seem necessary fcr them
to defer somewhat mure humbly to the
will of those whom they profess to repre-
sent. Aiit ir?, the Barker amendment has
cnly served to bring into stronger relic!
the hostility which i3 still nourished
against any reform of the civil service,
and probably the best that can be said of
the situation is that the Demi..rats may be
reliedup to do no Letter.

KALLOCH TELLS HIS OWN STORY.

Inhis Sunday lecture Kalloch gave his
congregation an outline of the story of his
life fromhis own standpoint. Itpossesses
some interest, if only because of its lack of
resemblance t. the other stories of his life.
According to him, he has had a most j.c-
culiar experience. Always in the right,
always doing his duty, always securing
fame and influence and position, ho has
nevertheless bean continually pursued and
assailed by wicked people, who persisted
in representing' him a., a monster of iniqui-
ty, untilhe ha,, become so hardened to thij

kind of thing that he only feels thoroughly
comfortable when under tire. We aro
afraid that Mr. Kalloch willnot find many
sober-minded people to believe bis version
of the matter. Itis.not at all inaccord-
ance withexperience that such a conditioa
of tilings as he represents should have
existed. The world does not malignantly
bound truly good men. Such nicn do not
have to endure . constant martyrdom
through BO faults of their own. On the j
contrary, when men suffer, it is as antic

because they deserve to staffer. ..The laws ;
of society, like the laws 'af nature, are apt
to vindicate themselves* 'Whoever chooses
to break conventions, must expect the hos-
tilityof those who"keep conventions. Per-
secution, fur any other motive than: reli-
gious belief, la well-nigh outgrown: Men of j
pure lives and beneficent impulses and
lofty aims may be a3 energetic as they

please without incurring condemnation in
these days. Calumny rarely fastens upon
pound reputations. She is like the vulture,
preferring carrion. Nor is there any in-

stance within our observation of a truly
good man who could not live anywhere
without attaching to himself an unsavory

reputation. Miracles of that kind some-
times occur in works of fiction, butinreal j

life there is usually a rough sort of justice \u25a0

inpublic opinion which measures out to
most people their deserts. The ugly cir-
cumstance in Kalloeh's career is that the
same kind of stories have been told con-
cerning himin many places, and at many
different times. And it is further to be
remarked that tho public career he has
l.ad in this State is not of a character to

|disarm suspicion. For itis not to be con-

itroverted that he has played the dema-
gogue openly and notoriously ;that he lias
undertaken to lifthimself into prominence
by working upon the prejudices of the
most ignorant and least intelligent elements
of the community ;that he has carried his
demagogism into his pulpit, and has thus
made a mockery of his religious profes-
sions; and that he has sho*\vn a want of
principle and an unscrupulousness by no
means in accord with the character he

now seeks to give himself. In fact
it may be asseited that what the
public have known of him is not of a na-
ture to render the worse things charged

against him incredible, and that is cer-
tainly not what should be expected in the

case of a truly good man. If, however,
Kalloch really. thinks himself what he

represents himself to be, it is easy to un-
derstand his confidence and determina-

Ition, for inthat case he cherishes the de-
I

- •
lusion that he is a persecuted saint, against

whose spotless breast all the shafts of the
wicked are destined to be blunted. It is,
indeed, a curious psychological study, aud
it calls to mind that wise disquisition of
the Autocrat of the Breakfast-Table, upon

the three individualities embraced inevery

human being. Dr. Holmes points out
that, in the case of any young man named
John, for example, there are, first, the
John he himself sees ; second, the John
the worldsees ;and third, the John whom
God sees. It would be interesting, were
it possible, to obtain the last mentioned
view of Dr. Kalloeh's character and career.

Sonora is to the effect that the revolution is
over. Marques outflanked the forces which
opposed him at Altar, 400 to his 150. From
the Arizona line, about 30 leagues northwest
of Altar, he marched his firces around to
within light leagues to the east of it,
to a place called Atil. For four days
he maintained himself there without being
discovered by the Government forces, lie
even sent the latter word that he would
await them three days later if they desired
to attack him. The Government forces un-
dor the Vice-Governor, Don Tiburcio Otero,
were composed if about 400 State troops,
badly armed and disciplined, and a few Fed-
eral companies. A battalion more of the
latter, under Colonel Garcia, were expected,
in order to make an attack. Marquee did not
wait to take these odds, lie continued his
inarch to Magdalen*. The regular cavalry,
about 150 volunteers from Altar,under Teo-
doro __.lui.cca_, were pressing him a little
closer than was convenient, so at a ranch
called the Port.rt.ro, about five leagues from
Magdalena, he wheeled about and routed it
completely, lojing three hilled and several
wounded, among the number being an officer.
The army of reform, a. Marquez calls his
littleband, on the 31st of last month occupied
Magdalena. Then he proclaimed a plan, or
pronunciamento. He told the people that
whereas Don Porfirio Diaz had sold Sonora
to the American.?, that his (ifarquez") mission
was to save it. fie levied a forced loan of
$1,000. On the evening of the same day on
which he entered Magdalena he left it,
marching towards Arispe. The Federal
forces, under the command of Colonel Gar-
cia, who entered the morning following, are
in pursuit His objective point is probably
Sinoloa.
