JAMES A. GARFIELD

A Sketch of the Republican Nominee for

James Abram Gatfield of Obhio, and nom-
inee of the Republican parly for President
of the United States, is a man of remarkably
tine presence, is about the average hight, of
well-molded figure, and his manner and bear-
ing one that always commands respect. His |
head is of fine intellectual mold, and of
large brain capacity, with a broad high fore-
head overshadowing a pair of sharp grey eyes,
which bespeak the power of thought and
language which has given him pesition as
leader of the Republican party in the lower
House of Congress, and from which he has
been elected to a seat in the United, States

Senate from the 4th of March next. He
wears his whiskers full and rather shortly
trimmed, and his brown hair is thrown back
from Lis high forehead with the freedom and
careless grace peculiar to a man of thought
and refined ideas. He is a highly educated,
finished scholar, quick, incisive and powerful
in debate, but never utters a word in most
heated discussion which does not comport
with a true, refined gcntleman. He has a
large farm, to which, when le is not employed
in public service cr campaign work, he gives
his personal attention, and enters as heartily .
into its details as he does effectiv ely into the
work of the forum.

He was born November 19, 1831, in Orange, |
Cuyahoga county, Ohio. His father, Abram |
Garfield, belonged to an old Massachusetts
family, and his mother, Eliza Ballou, a rela-
t.\e uf the celebrated Hosea Ballou, was from
the State of New Hampshire. Abram Gar- |
h»ld who was one of the first settlers in the |
town;lnp of Orange, died in 1833, leaving a
yourg tamily of four children, Of these,
the subject of this sketch was the youngest,
being at the time of his father'’s death mxl} a |
year “and a half old. The family were poor, |
and thc children were l\ept together ouly by
the industry, energy and courage of the
widowed mother,
