Senators, following the example set them
yesterday by the Republican members of the
House, uniformly declare themselves satisfied
with the ticket nominated at Chicago, and
predict that all the elements of that party
willsuccessfully harmonize upon it.

The Democratic Senators are "somewhat
divided in opinion inregard to the Garfield
and Arthur ticket, but the great majority do
not consider ita strong one. Senator McPher-
son, however, said : "Iesteem Garfield a
grand nomination forhis party, and ifelected
he willmake a good President!"

The Democratic Senators and Representa-
tives from the Pacific coast are all confident
that Garfield's record against the Chinese
bill in the last Congress willinsure his defeat
in California, Oregon and Nevada, but the
Republicans reply that Garfield was not op-
posed to the body of the bill,but only to the
clause upon which the Presidential veto wag
based, namely, the one that explicitly abro-
gated two articles of the Burlingame treaty.
| The nomination of Garfield seems to have
greatly strengthened the feeling among ap-
parently a majority of the Democrats inCon-
gress that the nominee at Cincinnati should
be selected with reference tomaking the fight
inNew York, New Jersey and Connecticut.
Itis agreed that Garfield's nomination will
