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New Railroad Arrangements.

[Correspondence of the 8. F. Builetin.]

MoxTeREY, June G6th.—The daily and
weekly journals of San Francisco and else-
where on the Pacific coast having kept their
readers remarkably well posted touching
the building of the Hotel del Monte (hotel
of the wood, or grove), and the construc-
tion of a standard gauge railway branch
from Castroville to Monterey, and the
running of two trains a day between San
Francisco and the old Capital, I will not
tax your valuable space by an attempted
{ recapitulation. Skipping, then, all apos-
{ trophes to the incomparable climate, the
magnificent beach, and drives and groves
and wonders and ruins and reminiscences
innumerable, I will proceed at once to a
brief description of the mew hotel, its
formal opening, and the initial hop last

{ evening,

I arrived here by the fast train a little
before sunset last evening, and while I was
prepared, from all I had read in the papers,
to gaze upon a structure of splendid pro-
portions, I was sarprised and delighted be-
yond description when my vision took in
| the breezy, beautiful, cheerful Hotel del

Monte. It firstappeared to me to resem-
i ble the Mrs. Mark Hopkins mansion, ex-
| cept that the latter has at least twenty
) times less acreage.

The building is situated in the centre of
a pine and oak grove of 106 acres, and is
352 feet in length, by an average width of
from 75 to 80 feet. There are three tow-
ers, the one in the centre being nearly 90
feet from the masonry. The shape of the
building is like a T turned sidewise (5),
the centre depth, which includes the din-
ing-room and kitchen, being 232 feet. Its
seneral appearance is modern gothic with

Jastlake finish outside and inside. Tts ex-
terior presents an architectural medley of
veranda, balcony, awning and stoop, coat-
ed with paint of an ashes of rose color or
tint, with licorice-colored trimmings. It
is checkered with window lights, so thick-
ly scattered that every room, and hall, and
corridor and crevice gets floods of sunlight
the greater portions of those days during
which clouds or fogs are not impediments.
Its exterior, indeed, is bright and breezy,
with nothing aristocratic-looking about it
except its British chimneys, which stand
| up like grim sentinels on mountain tops, or

like Pinafore marines at present arms in
| the presence of their superficial Admiral.
The interior work is what is known as the
subdued Eastlake, painted in china white
i{ throughout, except here and there where
{ the balustrades interpose their Hastlake
| patterns and architectural innovations.

For meteorological and other reasons the
hotel faces the east and rear upon the bay.
| The visitor is delighted the moment he
| steps his foot into the main entrance, or
office, which is 40x58 feet, and 16 feet in
| hight. This office is very airy and cheer-
| ful, and presents an attractiveness alike to
{ ladies and gentlemen. On the right is the
clerk’s desk and other paraphernalia, in-
cluding telephone to stable, telegraph, and
safe for valuables. The ceiling is supported
by eight columns. There are two large
mirrors in this room, a splendid open fire-
place, and lots of easy chairs. A grand
stairway leads up the center to all parts of
the upper floors of the house, and two side
staircases of six steps each to the dining-
room. The office connects with the main
hall, or promenade, which i3 308 feet in
length, 12 feet in width, and 16 in hight.
An elegant body Brussels carpet extends
the wholé length of this hall, and likewise
through the upper hall, which is of the
same dimensions. To the left of the office
is the gentlemen's reading-room, 25x28,
handsomely furnished and provided with
fire-place, writing tables, large center table,
chandeliers, drop and sidelights, large easy
chairs, cuspadors, scrap baskets, etc. This
room is carpeted with a body Brussels of
Eastlake pattern, with bright but not loud
colors. A stairway from the office leads
down to a barber shop, boot-blacking es-
tablishment and gcntlemeu’s toilet. Next
to the gentlemen’s reading-room, with an
entrance from the main hall, is the ladies’
billiard-room, 25x63 feet. This is a beauty,
and contains two three-quarter tables of
the most improved pattern, large fireplace
and mirrors, chandeliers and side lights.
| The furniture is what is known as the
| Bentwood style, and is very unique and
nobby ; the carpeting is hall tapestry of
subdued colors ; the walls are hung with
| handsome engravings, and withal, this

apartment is exceedingly attractive. Ad-
{ joining is the ladies’ parlor, 38x48, This
is an elegant room, and has few or no
{ rivals in San Francisco. The carpet is a
body Brussels, and is matchless in its taste-
| fulness of pattern and brilliancy of colors,
The walls are hung with engravings, and
the windows with lace curtains. There is
| a fine large mirror over the fireplace and
mantel, and two full-length mirrors else-
where. The furniture in this room is
ebony, richly upholstered in silk rep. The
tables are also of ebony, topped with varie-
;gatcd marble from Tennessee. A Stein-
way patent grand completes the appoint-
! ments of this magunificent drawing-room.
A little ways off from across the main hall
[ is the ball-room, to be used exclusively for
{ dancing, 36x72 feet.
{ On this floor are 14 single rooms, 13
| suites of two rooms each, and two suites
of three rooms each, all handsomely fur-
nished, like the sleepingapartments of the
{ Palace Hotel, carpeted with different
selections of FEastlake patterns; besides
the bath-rooms in the suites on this floor
there are bath-rooms for gentlemen and
bath-rooms and toilet walks for ladies, and
e same may be s3id of all the floors.
The dining-room is a model as regards
tv, light, freshness, proportions and
ssibility. 1t is 58x75 feef, and 22 feet
| from floor to ceiling, and can seat 240 per-
sons at one time. The service, including

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THE GROUNDS,

THE HOP LAST EVENING.

After the arrival of the express train
last evening, and an ample discussion of a
substantial repast in readiness for the pas-
sengers on their arrival, some hundred odd
ladies and gentlemen repaired to the ball-
room, and to the music of Ballenberg’s
band tripped the light fantastic until nearly
midnight.

All but nine rooms were occupied
last night, although four-fifths of the guests
were transients. The day is as lovely as
we could wish.

METEOROLOGICAL INFORMATION.

During the month just passed the pre-
vailing winds have been from the west,
with a micimum velocity of three miles ;

which descended during the first ten days
of May ; the latter part was warm, dry
and beautiful. The weather here it seems
is a delightful medium, very seldom too
warm or too cold. The grain fields here-
abouts most all look splendidly, and suc-
cessful crops are assured.

NEW LOCOMOTIVES AND MORE SPEED.

The Southern Pacific Railroad Company
has just received two new passenger loco-
motives from Schenectady, N. Y., intended
for the express train between Monterey
and San Francisco. These locomotives
have four driving wheels each, and they
are perfect models in every respect. They
will run from San Francisco to San Jose
in one hour and thirty minutes, and from
the former place to Monterey—125 miles—
in three hours and forty minutes, There
will be two trains daily each way between
San Francisco and Monterey, one leaving
San Francisco at 10:40 A. M. and one at
3:30 p. a. There will also bean excursion
train each Sunday. Kxcellent speed will
be made on the train that leaves San Fran-
cisco for Monterey Saturday evenings
(3:30) and returns Monday mornings, ar-
riving at San Francisco at 10 o’clock.
