The National Greemback-Labor Conven-
tien.

Cnr¢aco, June 10th.—Upon reassembling
this morning the Committee on Credentials
reported 617 of the regular delegates entitle:l
to seats, and 224 others, including the Far-
well Hall delegates.

A minority report was made excluding the
latter delegates, and a debate of some length
was entered upon on a motion to adopt the
minority report.

A recess was then taken.

In the afternoon the confusion was so great
that several Sergeants-at-Arms were appoint.-
ed, with Denis Kearney at their head, to
help preserve order, which they managed to
do at the risk of breaking up the Conven-
tion,

Finally a permauvent organization was ef-
fected by the selection of R. S. Trevillich of
Michigan as permanent Chairman.

In the late afterncon session the (‘onven-
tion adopted the report of the Committee on
Rules, after voting down by a large majority
a proposition to make a two-thirds vote of
the Convention necessary to the selection of a
Presidential candidate.

A delegate from Massachusetts moved to
allow an incomplete delegation to cast the
full votes of their State.

In the confusion which followed there was
a bewildering entanglement of points of or-
der, personal explanations, amendments, sub-
stitutes and demands from half a dozen mem-
bers at a time for recognition by the Chair,
in the midst of which the Chair called on the
delegates to take their seats, and announced
that he would declare them out and obtain
order if it tock till Christmas, and that they
could not now secure recognition by standing
up, even if they stood on their heads.

Finally the proposition was adopted, and a
memorial of the Socialistic Labor party was
read. It expressed a desire for representa-
tion in this body, for the purpose of making
common warfare against the money power,
and claimed to have 100,000 votes in the So-
cialistic ranks.

On motion of Stubbs of Towa, the part of
the Committee of Credentials’s report which
had not yet been adopted, was taken up and
the section favoring the admission of forty-
four Sccialistic delegates, and also the admis-
sion of representatives of the Union Green-
back party as delegates, was adopted, under
a call for the previous question by De La
Martyr.

After Van Patten, the Socialistic leader,
had explained the purpose of the Socialists
in applying for admission, a committee of
five was appointed to invite the Socialist and
TLabor Greenback delegates to seats in the
Convention.

The Committee on Platform reported res-
olutions a column long. They start cut with
long preamble, which disconrses on objects
of monopolies, the money question and the
uncertainty of markets, ete., and dechare :

First—The sovereign power to make and
issue money rests in the Government, which

should control the volume and make it a full
! legai tender.

Second—Ior the speedy payment of the
Government bonds, abolition of national
{ banks, sabstitution of legal tenders for their
circulation, and the unlimited coinage of gold
and silver.

Third—’rotection
labor statistics,

Fourth—Slavery being simply slavery, the
importation and presence of Chinese serfs
necessarily tends to brutalize and degrade
American labor ; therefore immediate steps
! should be taken to abrogate the Burlingame
| treaty.

Fifth—Forfeiture of non-fulfilled railroad
grants ; the public domain to be for homes of
actual settlers,

Sixth—Regulation by Congress of inter-
state commerce ; denunciation of the old
parties fostering corrupt monopolies.

Seventh— Legislative control of transporta-
tion,

Eighth—The Republican party has unjust-

Ninth—Gradnated income tax and just

Tenth—Denonnces as most dangerous the
i efforts everywhere manifest to restrict the
i right of suffrage.

THE FARWELL HALL MEETING.

| The Farwell Hall Greenbackers held a
i lively session this morning, the question
under discussion being whether they should
maintain a distinctive organization as sgainst
the Conventicn at the Exposition building,
and whether the club organizations in the
various States should be preserved. The
former proposition was vnte(‘ down, but the
latter was decided in the affirmative.

Illinois Democratie State Conventlon.

SPRINGFIELD, June 10th.,—The Democratic
State Convention met at 10:45, with a full
attendance of delegates, and was called to or-
der by T. W. McNelley, Chairman of the
State Ceniral Committee, who nominated
Hon, Samuel S, Marshall for temporary
Chairman. Marshall was unanimously elected
and made a brief speech, arraigning the Re-
publican party and the ticket, and predicting
the success of the Democracy in the comin
campaign, Hon, Lyman Trumbull, who hnﬁ
just entered the hall, was loudly called for,
and finally responded. Committees were
then appointed and a recess taken.

Upon reaszembling the Committee on Cre-
dentials reported no contests, and all the
delegations full,

The temporary organization was made per-
manent, and the following were appointed
delegates at large to Cincinnati : Melville W,
Fuller, Sam. S, Marshall, John A. McCler-
mont and W. T. Dowdall. District dele-
gates, Presidential electors and the State
Central Committee were appointed,

A resolution was offered by Goudy of Chi-
cago, very laudatory of Seymour as the nom-
inee for I'resident, and while not instructing
for him, earnestly requesting delegates to the
National Convention to take such action as
they may deem advisable to present the name
of Horatio Seymour before the National
Democratic Convention for the office of Presi-
dent of the United States.

The mention of Seymour’s name was greet-
ed with great applanse and three cheers,

Cenfusion ersued.

A representative of the Morrison and one
of the Palmer wing succeeded in making a
speech agaiost instructing for any one, and
thus ruling out Ilineis’ own candidates.

Finally the roil was calied on the question
of referring the resolution to the Committee
on Resoluntions, which prevailed by a vote of
373 t@273.

Liyman Trumbull was nominated for Gov-
ernor. Lieutenant-Governor, Lewis B, Par-
sons; Secretary of State, John H. Oberly ;
‘Auditor, Louis Startal; Treasurer, Thomas
Butterworth ; Attorney-General, Lawrence
Harmon.

The resoiutions oppose a protective tariff
and third term ; demand ecivil-service reform ;
equal rights; no 1ilitary interference ; gold,
silver and paper interconvertible; no land
grabs; no eighi-to-seven frauds, and laws
protecting labor.

The Convention at 8 p. M. adjourned,

1t is understood that nearly all the candi-
dates for the Presidency that has been named

have {riends in the delegation to Cincinnati,
but the Seymour men claim to have 24 of the
42 delegat-s, and expect, under the unit rule,
to secure the vote of Illinois at Cincinnati
for Seymour. Palmer and Davis carried
their own district, and Morrison secured
about a dozen delegates ; but friends. of each
ciaim much more strength for them, and say
that no one has a majority of the delegation.

NEw Yoeng, June 10th.—The World's
Philadelphia special says : Colonel MeClure
telegraphs to the Pimes from Chicago: ¢ Gen-
eral Grant quistly slipped iuto the Palmer
House this morning, and I never saw him
look more gentle or composed. He came un-
heralded, at least to the multitude. He
talked pleasantly in passing his acquaint-
ances, walked leisurely to the ladies’ parlor,
and the outer doors were closed against all
when Le entered. Inm half an hour he stepped
ont in the same unostentatious manner. and
the faces of Cameron, Liogan and Storrs
were visible as the lieutenants with whom
he had been in conference. What trans-
pired in that brief council of war will prob-
ably never be known to the public, but after
Grant had hunied off to the Milwaukee
trein both Cameron and Logan said pub-
licly that Grant would be nominated without
opposition in 1884.”

Pac fic Coast Items in the River
Harbor Appropriation Bill
[Special to the Recoro-UNiox. ]

WasHINGTON, June 10th. —The Pacific
coast items in the river and harbor appro-
priation bill, as finally agreed upon by the
committee on conference and passed by both
honses te-day, are as follows: For improving
Oakland Harbor, California, $60,000, to-
gether with a reappropriation of the sum of
morey heretofore appropriated but not yet
expended—something over $80,000—or that
no money shall be expended until the
right of the United States to the belt of the
estnary and training walls of this work is
secured free of expense to the Government
in 2 manner satisfactory to the Secretary of
War; for ¢ontinuing the improvement of tha
Sscramento river, $45,000 ; for the San Joa-
quin tiver, $20,000; Petaloma creck, $8,000 ;
Wilmington harbor, $35,000 ; canal around
the Cascades of the Columbia river, $100,000;
lowér Wiilamette and Columbia rivers, from
Portland to the sea, including the bar at the
month of the Colambia river, $45,000 ; upper
Willamette and Yamhiil rivers, $12,000;
upper Columbia and Snake rivers, $15,000 ;
lower Clear Water river, Idaho, £5,000;
Cowlitz river, Washington Territory, 32,000 ;
month of the Ciqaille river, Oregon, $10,000 ;
Yagnima bay, Oregon, $49,000.

The bi'l continues the clauses inserted at
the instance of Senator Farley, directing the
Secretary of War to cause to be made such
exawmination and surveys as may be neces-
sary to devise a system of works to prevent

House of Commons,

LoxpoyN, June 10th.—In the House of
Commens to-day, Sir Charles Dilke declared
the statement unfounded tha% the English
fleet would shortly proceed to Besika Bay.

CONGRESSIONAL.

Senute.

WasaiNgToN, June 10th.—McDonald, from the
Committee on Judiciary, reported adversely the
Senate bill directinug the Court of Claims to investi-
gate the claims of the Ben.J. Weil and La Abra
Mining Company. Indefinitely postponed.

Kernan, from the Commmittee on Finance, reported
favorably the House bill putting a specific duty of
25 cents per bushel on barley and malt, ic place of
an ad valorem duty. Calendar,

The report of the conference committee on the
river and harbor bill was adopted.

The House bill adinitting classical antiquities duty
free, was passed, with Kirkwood's amendment re-
mitting the duties paid on salt used in curing meat
for exportation. Consideration of the sundry civil
bill was then resumed.

Harris moved to increase from £100,000 to §164,-
000 the appropriation to aid local quarantine sta-
tions and local and State Doards of Health, to be
used in case of an epidemie.

Eaton, Bayard and Allison, criticised the Board of
Heaith for its extravagance,

Harris, Chairman of the Committee on Epidemic
Diseases, deiended them.

Allison objected to tbe large clerical force em-
ployed by the Board.

Kernan and Morgan spoke against the National
Board, saying they had always been opposed to its
establishment.

Harris’ amendment was rejected—yeas 20, nays 26.

Allison moved to strike the words *‘ general ” and
‘“except for services of the latter rendered at elec-
tions ” out of the following clause : “ For the pay-
ment of Marshals and their general deputies except
for theservices of the latter rendered at elections,
£650,000.”

Kirkwood asked Beck if it was ths intention of
the majority not to pay the Deputy Marshals.

Jeck said there was a bill pending in the House.
He did not know what disposition would be made of
it. He hoped there would be no political discussion
on thisbill. The matter was well understood and
had been often debated.

Kirkwood thought it was due to the minority and
the country for the majority to say what their in-
tention was.

McDonald said that for one he would never vote a
dollar 8o lonz as the election laws were used for
political purposes.

Kirkwood said he would regard the rejection of
his colleague's a 1 t 23 an expression of the
intention of the majority not to pay Deputy Mar-
shals for services at elections at all.

WasnixaToy, June 10th.—Reagan submitted a re-

THE REPUBLICAN PLATFORM.

Principles Proclaimed at the Chi-
cago Convention.

WHAT HAS BEEN ACCOMPLISHED.

Iniquities of the Democratic Party
Plainly Set Forth.

[SPECIAL BY TELEGRArS TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

The following is a verbatim report of the
platform adopted by the National Republi-
can Convention at Chicago, its transmission
haviog been ordered by the Recorp-Usron
under the belief that the document hereto-
fore published by other journals was not a
complete and correct report. That our
judgment was not at fault will at once be
seen by a comparison of the two reports :

The Platform.

CHicAGo, June 10th. —The Republican
party, in National Convention assembled, at
the end of twenty years since the Federal
Government was first committed to its
charge, submit to the people ot the Urited
States this brief report of its administration :

* WHAT THE PARTY HAS ACCOMPLISHED.

It suppressed a rebellion which had armed
nearly a million of men to subvert the na-
tional authority. [Applause.] It recon-
structed the Union of States with freedom
instead of slavery as its corner-stone.
[Applause.] It transformed 4,000,000 human
beings from the likeness of things to the
rank of citizens. [Applause.] It relieved
Congress from the infamous work of hunting
fugitive slaves, and charged it to see that
slavery does not exist. [Applause.] It has
raised the value of our paper currency from
38 per cent. to the par of gold. [Applause.]
It has restored upon a solid basis the payment
in coin of all national obligations, and has
given us a currency absolutely good and equal
in every part of our extended country. [Ap-
plause.] It has lifted the credit of the nation
from the point where six per cent. bonds sold
at 86 to that where four per cent. bonds are
largely sought at a premium. [Applaase.]
Under its administration railways have in-
creased from 31,000 miles in 1860 to more
than 82,000 miles in 1879. [Applause.]
Our foreign trade has increased from
875,000,000 to $1,150,00Q000 in the same
time, and our exports, whi¥h were 520,000,000
less than our imports in 1860, were $2614,-
000,000 more than our imports in 1879,
[Applause and cries of *‘Good! Good!”]
Withoutresorting toloans, it has, since the war
closed, defrayed the ordinary expenses of the
Government, besides the acerning interest on
the public debt, and has disbursed annually
more than $£30,000,000 for soldiers’ and sail-
ors’ pensiens. It has paid $880,000,000 of
the public debt by refunding the balance at
lower rates, has reduced the annual interest
charge from nearly $150,000,C00 to less than
$89,000,000. A!l the industries of the coun-
try have revived ; labor is in demand ; wages
have increased, and throughout the entire
country there is evidence of a coming pros-
perity gereater than we have ever enjoyed.
Upon this record the Republican party asks
for the continwed confidence and support of
the people, and this Convention submits for
their approval the following statement of the
principles and purposes which will continue
to guide and inspire its efforts:

ENUMERATION OF PRINCIPLES.

First—Woe affirm that the work of the Re-
publican party for the last 20 years has been
such as o commend it to the favor of the
nation ; that the fruits of the costly victories
which we have achieved throngh immense
difficulties should be preserved; that the

ace rezained should be cherished ; that the

Jnion should be perpetuated, and that the
liberties secured to this generation should be
transmitted undiminished to future genera-
tions; that the order established and the
credit acquired should never be impaired ;
that the pensions promised soldiers ghould be
paid ; that the debt, so much reduced, should
be extinguished by the full paymeut of every
dollar thereof ; that the reviving industries
should be further promoted, and that the
commerce, already so great, should be steadily
encouraged,
Second—The Constitution of the United
States is & supreme law, and not a mere con-
tract. [Applause.} Out-of - confederated
States it made a sovereign nation. Some
powers are denied to the nation, while others
are denied to the States; but the boundary
between the powers delegated and those re-
served is to be determined by the national,
and not by the State tribunai. [Cheers.]

Third—The work of popular education is
one left to the care of the several States ; but
it is the duty of the National Government to
aid that work to thoe extent of its constitu-
tional ability. The intelligence of the nation
is but the aggregate of the intelligence in the
several States, and the destiny of the nation
must be guided, not by the genius of any one
State, but by the average genius of all, [Ap-
plause. ]

NON-SECTARIAN SCHOOLS.

Fourth—The Coustitution wisely forbids
Congress to make any law respecting an
establishment of religion; but it is idle to
hope that the nation can be protected against
the influence of sectarianiam while each State
is exposed to its domination. We there-
fore recommend that the Constitution be so
amended as to lay the same prohibition upon
the Legislature of each State, aud to forbid
the appropriation of public funds to the sup-
port of sectarian schools. [Cheers.]

DUTIES OF THE DAY.

Fifth—We affirm the belief avowed in 1876
that the duties levied for the purpose of reve-
nues should so discriminate as to favor Amer-
ican labor; that po further grants of the
public domain should be made to any railway
or other corporation; that slavery having

serished in the States, its twin barbarity, po-
}ygamy, must die in the Territories; that
everywhere the protection accorded to a citi
zen of American birth must be secured to
citizens of American adoption ; that we deem
it the duty of Congress to develop and im-
prove the water-courses and harbors, but in-
sist that further subsidies to private persons
or corporations must cease ; that the obliga-
tions of the Republic to the men who pre-
served its integrity in the hour of battle are
undiminished by the lapse of fifteen years
since their final victory. To do them honor
is and shall forever be the grateful privilege
and sacred duty of the American people,

THE CHINESE QUESTION.

Sixth—Since the authority to regulate im-
migration and intercourse between the United
States and foreign nations rest with the Con-
gress of the United States and the treaty-
making power, the Republican party, regard-
ing the unrestricted immigration of Chinese
a matter of grave concernment under the ex-
ercise of both these powers, would limit and
restrict that immigration by the enactment of
such just, humane and reasonable laws and
treaties as will product that result.

COMMENDATION OF PRESIDENT HAYES.

Seventh—That the purity and patriotism
which characterizes the earlier career of
Rutherford B. Hayes in peace and war, and
pointed to him for a Presidential candidate,
have continued to inspire him in his career
as Chief Executive, and that history will
accord to his administration the honors which
are due to an efficient, just and courteous dis-
charge of the public business, and will honor
his vetoes interposed between the people and
attempted partisan laws. [Cheers.]

INIQUITIES OF THE DEMOCRACY.

Eighth—We charge upon the Democratic
party the habitual sacrifice of patriotism and
injustice to a supreme and insatiable lust for
oftice and patronage ; that to obtain posses-
sion of the National and State Governments
and the control of place snd position, they
have obstructed all efforts to promote the
purity and to conserve the freedom
of suffrage; and have devised fraud-
ulent ballots and invented frandulent
certificates of returns ; have labored to un-
seat lawfully elected members of Congress to
secure at all hazards the vote of a majority
of States in the House of Representatives ;
have endeavored to occupy by force and fraud
the places of trust given to others by the
people of Maine. rescued by the courage and
action of Maine’s patriotic sons ; have by
methods vicious in principle and tyrannical in
practice attached parkisan legislation to ap-
propriation bills, upon whose passage the
very movement of the Government de-
pended ; have crushed the rights of the indi-
vidual ; have advoecated the principles and
sought the favor of the rebellion against the
nation, and have endeavored to obliterate the
sacred mamories of the war, and to overcome
its inestimably valunable results—nationality,
personal freedom and individual equality.
The equal and steady and complete enforce-
ment of the laws and the protection of all
our citizens in the enjoyment of the privi-
leges and immunity guaranteed by the €Con-
stitution, are the first duties of the nation.
