THE CAMPAIGN IN THESOUTH.

We think there is danger in the present
itendency to assume, in all political esti-
mates of tho approaching campaign, that the
Democratic party will inevitably secure
every electoral vote inthe Southern States.
A:late dispatch from Washington shows
that the Democrats have ;already learned
to look upon the solid South as their ex-

clusive property, and that they are arrang-
ing their plans on the assumption that the

Republicans will attempt no campaign in
those States. Such a conclusion could
never have been reached but for the prac-
ticalsurrender of the South by tho Repub-
licans ; a surrender whichnaturally tends
to bring "about the very state of things
most dangerous to Republican prospects.
Itmay be that the Democrats are making

no idle boast in claiming a solid South,
but the Republican party cannot be justi-
fied in accepting the declaration of its op-
ponents upon so vital a matter, and if the
claim is well founded it is all the more
necessary to make a Southern campaign,
and by so doing to demonstrate to the
country the nature of the, methods
relied upon to secure the solidity of
that region. For there is no
doubt whatever in the minds of intelligent
observers that the Democracy contemplate
a forcible suppression of .the Republican
vote at the South, and that this is the
onlymeans by which it can "come out of
"the South with 13S electoral votes."
And if indeed there 13 left to the Repub-
licans no resource by which tho perpetra-
tion of this outrage can be prevented, it is
the more necessary that the truth of the
situation should be made known through-
out the Union, to the end that American

citizens who venerate free institutions
may be enabled to appreciate the true
character of the opposition to the Repub-
lican party. Tho Democrats appear to

believe at present that the South willbe
abandoned to them, and that all they will
have to do is to carry New York and In-

diana, or New York, New Jersey, Cali-
fornia or Oregon, in order to seat their
candidate. But in truth this Southern
question is the burning issue of
the time. As the case stands there is
offered no opportunity for a fair and free
contest between the great parties. The
Democracy boasts at the outset that it has
already, by undisguised force and fraud,

obtained control of enough State 3to give
it 138 votes out of a necessary ISS, and
that all its work consists in securing 47
more votes iii the North and West. It
may he that no Republican efforts in the
South can wrest a siDgle vote frcm the
Democrats inthat region. Itmay be that
the enfranchisement of the Southern He-
publicans, even in a single State, is out of
the question. But accepting the very

worst interpretation that can be put upon
the Southern situation, we maintain that
it is none tho less a plain duty, and as
plainly an act of expediency, for the Re-
publicans to make the moat vigorous
Southern campaign of which they are ca-
pable.

If, indeed, the Republicans of the South
arc to be crushed into silence ;if bull i,
ing ami violence are to be the Democratic
weapons couth of Mason and Dixon's line ;
it is the duty of the Republican party to
se3 to it that this infamy is not perpe-
trated without protest or exposure, but
that it shall be committed in the face of
the nation. It is notorious that if fair
elections were possible in the South, the
Democratic candidate would not receive
the soliel vote of that section. Itis no-
torious that that solid vote can only be
obtained by force and fraud ;by trampling
under foot the freedom of suffrage, and
by denying the exercise of their political
rights to hundreds of thousands of colored
voters. But the Republican party cannot

afford to recognize this Mexicanization of
American politics as a normal factor in
the situation, nor can there be any

better way to prevent the Democrats
from securing votes at the North than
by showing all the country how they
obtain theirvotes at the South. Assuredly
the iniquities which the Democratic man-
agers contemplate ought not to be made
easy for them by the withdrawal of the
Republicans from the field. If nothing

else can be effected at the South, the Dem-
ocratic methods can be exposed. Bat it is
by no means certain that nothing else can
be effected. It is not a foregone conclu-
sion that no Republican votes can be ob-
tained at the South. Avigorous campaign
in that region may develop changes of
sentiment and tendency which willwork
for the Republican cause. A reaction
against the brutal and lawless meth-
ods of the past may arise. Many influ-
ences may affect the situation which have
not beer, foreseen. Should Tiltlenbe nor- .
mated at Cincinnati, it is quite probable
that the soli of the South would vanish.
Even Democrats are forced to admit this
contingency. lv fact it is a mistake
to take for -anted the impenetrable
Democracy of the South, and no such
assumption ought to be permitted in
arranging the campaign. Every S:.ite in
the Union must be contested to the last
day and hour. No Stale must be surren-
dered without a sharp struggle. If the
Democrats conquer in the South by lawless
methods, that fact must be made plain to
the narrowest capacity. By such a deter-
mined plan of action itmay be possible to
oppose a solid North to the solid South, if
the worst comes to the worst, and in any
event the Republican parly willthen have
done its full duty, and the responsibility
for tbe outcome willrest with the people
themselves. But itwillnever do to begin
the campaign by conceding to the Demo-
c:nts so much as to render their defeat
almost hopeless.

THE SCHOOL INVESTIGATION.

We publish a letter on the school inves-
tigation which no doubt very fairlyrepre-
sents the views of tho majority of those
who are observing the matter dispassion-
ately. We have before given reasons for
believing that no good can possibly come
of the kind of investigation now bring
held,, and as it proceeds all the objections
we have urged to its method and character
apply with increasing force. Itism fact
a desultory, confused, undignified, inequi-
table, and mischievous inquest. The testi-
mony being taken before it is largely irrel-
evant, and all irresponsible and informal.
As we pointed out at the beginning,' the
tendency has been more and more towards
the growth of factious feeling, the. devel-
opment of personal jealousies and enmities,
and the erection of hearsay and tittle-tattle
into the semblance of evidence. Our cor-
respondent is perfectly lightin saying that
no conclusions retched upon the strength
of snob an investigation ran have- tbe least
value. The accused teachers can neither
be convicted nor acquitted in such a way.
Their competency cannot be established,
neither can their incompetency be proved.
We have proposed a method by whichthe
charges against Mr. McDonald, inregard
to arithmetic, could be determined quite
fairly,and to the satisfaction of ail where
augment is deserving of \u25a0_ respect. '; The .

are most earnestly desirous of raising the
standard of education, and clearing the
schools fromunfit teachers withoutrespect
of persons. But we are at the same time
firmly convinced that nothing can be
gained for the cause of education from an

investigation which dots not investigate,
and which from its nature and conditions
is incapable of affording any data upon
which to base an intelligent judgment.
The Board of .Education has in our opinion
made a serious mistake in this matter, and
ifit cannot bring itself to adopt the sug-
gestion for a genuine inquiry which wo
offered it, its best course would be to wind
up tho present debating-ciub business, and
take the whole inquiryinto its own hands
in a practical way.

ONE MORE CONGRATULATION NEEDED.
Itis customary when a Presidential can-

didate is nominated, forhis lato rivals to
congratulate liimupon his success, and to
give him and the party prompt assurances
that thoy willsupport him. No one has
ever accepted this obligationmore frankly
or gracefully than Senator Blame. His
quick and hearty indorsement lias twice
followed upon a defeat which might well
have shaken the self-possession of a weaker
man. Inthe late contest in Chicago there
was very much bitterness, but though the
Grant managers stood firmly together to
the last, Senator Conkling never hesitated
to assume the responsibility which de-
volved on him by custom, of moving that
the nomination of General Garfield be
made unanimous ; and General Logan
promptly indorsed tlic motion, in proof of
his acquiescence in the situation. Secre-
tary Sherman was almost as quick as
Blame to congratulate the nominee, and
Washburne'a voice was not wanting either.
But one candidate has thus far failed to
comply with the traditional practice, and
that is General Grant. It cannot be sup-
posed that his silence is due to resentment
or unfriendly feeling, but it is being com-
mented upon, and since it is liable to sug-
gest unfavorable conclusions, it would be a
timely and judicious step for him to unite
withallthe other defeated candidates in
congratulating the fortunate winner of the
race.

THE SCHOOL EXAMINATION
—

A COM-
MON SENSE VIEW.

Isan mind the new play of "The School of
jScandal

now being;performed .in \u25a0 the audi-

ience-room of the High \u25a0 School is provocative
|of criticism. • The ludicrous side of this petty
!farce surpasses that of anything that has ap-
peared upon the

"
boards for a century,

and furnishes abundant scope for the carica-
turist. Atthe same time the malignant ele-
ment of fanaticism is so prominent that the
comic element is forthe time being obscured.
In a few days, however, the ludicrous side
of this farce willbecome uppermost, and then
healthy people willlaugh and grow fat at the
expense of the partisan bigots. Inthe mean-
time the writer proposes to call attention to
some ofthe absurdities of the so-called "pro-
ceedings."

1. Pupils of the High School have been
allowed to present "testimonials" on behalf
of one of the contestants in this

"
celebrated

case." This testimonial on behalf of one of
the parties, is, under the circumstances, an
indictment of the defendant. :Are the pupils
to be judges of the qualifications of teachers ?
Ifso, what is the use of a Board of Educa-
tion ? ; Ifthe Board is not prepared to abdi-
cate, why do the members permit this inter-
ference of pupils? If the Board authorizes
such approbation, does it not also in effect
justify a revolt against tha authority of
teachers ? IThe next step in the line ofevolu-
tion will be to submit the qualifications of
parents to the judgment of their children. In
permitting this action of the pupils of the
High School, the Board submitted to volun-
tary humiliation, and invited humorous criti-
cism frcm all inn-loving mortals.

2. The Board jieruiits the pupils of allthe
schools to be present during the examination
of _" witnesses." They listen to the . bad
grammar of teachers, who criticise the bad
grammar of other teachers, and they are en-
couraged to take part in this

''

"
scrimmage. Those who are sensitive to the
ludicrous willleara to look upon the said
teachers as mere practical jokes tolielaughed
at. Others willsee that there is a feud
among the teachers and willtake sides. The
Board ought to be able to see that they are
sowing whirlwinds. They are demoralizing
the children and converting the school-rooms
into mere cockpits. Hereafter the children
of Sacramento willfeel that they havo a
right to discipline teachers. The Board will
do wellto remember that weakness is often
more dangerous than wickedness.

3. Applause and hisses have been indulged
infreely during the progress of the "exam-
ination," and this fact authorizes the irrever-
ent to call tho whole thing a farce. These
hisses and the applause not only followed the
giving of

"
testimony," but the decisions of

the Board. Are we therefore to infer that
the members of the Board of Education are
no better than mere actors in a farce ?

4. The aniuiti3 of some of the teachers who
have testified is plainly inimical to one of the
parties new on trial, and they act as if they
had been drilled. This fact raises several
questions that ought to be considered by the
Board. Has- some one organized a formal
attack on somebody? Is it a part of the
jduty of teachers in the public schools to su-
persede the Board of Education in the de-
!termination of the qualifications of teachers?
jIs itright to encourage school teachers in this
spirit of antagonism? .Non-partisan minds
hold to the view that teachers should pro-
mote harmony among themselves, inasmuch
as the efficiency of the schools depends upon
unity of feeling among the teachers. They
cannot justly engage in a squabble of this
kind. In the end the Board may finditnec-
essary to dismiss both of the contestants, and
the necessities of the situation may also in-
clude the duty of removing all teachers who
have assisted inpromoting the strife.

5. Itis evident to an observer that there
exists an outside organization, whose object is
not the discovery of facts, but the accomplish-
ment of a specific purpose. Ladies who have
no children in the Grammar School, and who
confess that they know nothing of the facts
involved, have been extremely busy ami very
warm in this contest. They seem to be
making an effort to create an Adams or a
McDonald "boom." Thus far the whole
contest has been a "boom,"and ifcredit is
to be given to rumors, v.iiihe conducted to a
final issue on the

"
boom

"
principle. Our

people need no stimulus inthis direction, and
the managers of our educational institutions
should not apply this principle to the prac-
tical business of school management. Non-
partisan people feel a sense of mortification
as they witness the indecorous, undignified
operations of some of tho leading spirits in
this conflict. They cannot feel that justice
willbe conserved by such unseeming discords
and animosities. Neither is the active pres-
ence of the anxious and feverish teach rs of
private schools, who live on the failure
of the public schools, at all edifying to
one who is desirous of fair investigation. It
looks a.-, if the birds of prey wr,. too willing
to hasten the demise of the creature upon
which they expect to feed. = .""•».'

C. The methods adopted in this investiga-
tion are wholly un-American. Two able
educators, both men whom we have delighted
to honor, are on trial. Charges me made
against both, which, if sustained, willruin
them. A sense of justice, supposed to be a
characteristic lof our people, requires that
these charges be carefully sifted. Nohonest,
just-n.iaded person is willingto see these two
men condemned -'.to! ruined by a mere furore—

a manufactured "boom." And the people
of Sacramento are not willing to see injus-
tice done to anybody. But the methods
now pursued cannot secure justice to any one
concerned. Trialby newspaper is bad enough,
bnt this is infinitelyworse. Up to this time
no witness has been put upon his or her oath.
No appeal has been made to the solemnities
of the occasion. There is no penalty for false
statements. Witnesses have been encouraged
to take sides by hisses and applause. There
is no official record of evidence. No effort is
being made to secure the evidence of the un-
prejudiced. Shall we consent 'to ruin two
estimable men by each methods?. Thus far
the affair has been simply a guerrilla attack
on two men by mere partisans. Ifthe Board
of Education cannot command the situation,
and secure justice by well-tried methods, it
should adjourn sine die.

7. There can be no rational outcome to this
investigation. The impartial public cat.not
respect the investigation as now conducted.
In the mind of a just man no fact can ba es-
tablished by such procedure.

The Board cannot upon evidence so ob-
tained justly condemn either Mr.Adams or
Mr.McDonald. Inview of all the facts, the
Board cannot reject one without rejecting
the other. Ifthey dismiss one and not the
other, they willact only upon a "general
average" and not upon fact*. An.lin that
event the Board willperpetrate a feud in the
schools and among th» people. Ifthey dis-
miss both they will do it only as a beggarly
compromise. The method of procedure, and
disgusting parti heat, vitiate the whole
examination. Our educational system will
utterly fail if it teaches the cl.it-
dren that men may be unjustly sacri-
ficed. Justice between man.and man is
the ultimate object of our whole system of
government, and this fact must be borne in
mil .1. The hue-and-cry method of procedure
has been practiced long enough in Sacra-
mento, and the time has arrived when our
![maple must assert their dignity and stand by
jtruth and right. The Principals of our
jschool?, subordinate teachers, the Board of
Education, the civilization of Sacramento,
nnd our f chool system— all are now on trial.
L.i view of these facts, the witter oi this note
calls upon all just-minded men to use their
influence to stop ormodify the so-called trial.
Ifit cannot be conducted with more dignity,
aud in accordance with the principles of our
system of government, it should cease at
once. Nox-I'aetisax.
