Last Hours of the Forty-Sixth Congress—
Uncompleted Measures.
[Special to the RECORD-UNION.]

WasHINGTON, June 16th.—The second
session of the Forty-sixth Congrgss ended to-
day very tamely, the only thing especially
noticeable during the closing hours being the
manner in which a faction of the House,
aided by Speaker Randall, continued to suc-
ceed in preventing the transaction of any
business whatever. The feeling of indigna-
tion caused by this exercise of the tactics of
obstiuction, which has for several days made
it practically impossible to pass scores of
meritorious bills that otherwise would have |
becowe laws, is widespread, and undoubtedly |
well founded. Awmong the more than 8,000
measures introduced sinece the commencement
of the present Congress, which at the ad-
journment to-day went over in varioas stages
of uncomplete action, to take their chances
at the next session, are the following bills:

Introduced by Secnator Booth—To restore for-
feited railroad gr o the public domain; to re-
duce the price of public lands within railroad lim-
its—reported favorably from the Senate committee ;
to prevent obstructions to pre-emption and home- |
stead scttlements; to define the Acts granting
lands to the Southern Pacific Railroad Conpany of
California ; to authorize the investment of the pro-
ceeds of the California Agricultural College lands in
United States bonds, ete., netting less than 5 per
cent. interest—passed by the Senate, but together
with Page’s duplicate, although reported favorably,
were not reached in the House ; the bill conc rning
Registers’ and Receivers’ ices ; the bill to pay San
Francisco for street improvements in front of Gov-
ernment buildings; the bill to provide a public
building at Sacramento; the bill to confirin the
Stratton survey; the biil torestore the Fort Redding
militar, reservation to the public domain ; the bill
for the adjudieation of title to the Ranchero La
Virzines ; the bill for the relief of Frank
Sou'e and his bondsmen —passed the Senate but left
penling in the House, together with Davis’ dupli-
cate bill ; to authorize the appointment of sten-
ographers for United States Courts, and the bill for
the relief of J. M. Dorsey and W. F. Shephard.

Ex-Senator Gwin on the Presidency.

New Yorg, June 16th. —The Heruld
prints an interview with William M, Gwin
at the New York Hotel, where he and ex-
Governor Irwin are stopping. Gwin said:
““The delegates of California, though I am
not one of them, will, I know, go to the Cin-
cinnati Convention as a unit to support the
nomination of the man whom the Convention
deems most suitable. We are steady sup-
porters of the unit rule, and we intend to ad-
here to it all through. But our preference is
for Field, and we are supported in that pref-
erence by Oregon and Nevada, with every
probability of Colorado also. On Sunday
next we shall have a meeting at Cincinnati,
and we shall then decide upon what our
course shall be. My own impression is that
we shall be able to say that those four States
are decidedly for Field. My own conviction
is that he is a political necessity. If we
are to win—and 1 think the Democracy
never had a better chance of winning—we
must unite upon a man who will allay all
the discordant elements of the party. Field
answers that requirement. He will carry all
the Southern States unquestionably and sev-
eral of the Western, so that I do not see that
there is anything to prevent his nomination.
His Chinese decisions occasion some little
trouble—more, perhaps, in our own State
than anywhere else. Judge Field was com-
pelled to decide in accordance with the
treaty. If Hayes had not vetoed the legisla-
tion which was designed to cure this Chinese
immigration, we should have had no trouble
about it. Therefore, as u party question, that
will not stand in the way of Field's nomina-
tion.

““1 saw Mr. Tilden and had a long talk
with him. He says that as far as he is con-
cerned, personally, nis relations with Field's
brother wounld not stand in the way with him
if Field is likely to be nominated. What
T#lden wants is for the Democratic party to
win, and [ think he will sink 2li personal
for that purpose.

Tilden is pretty well convinced that he him-
self cannot get the nomination. If he does,
1 do not think we could win with him, and 1
believe he thinks so, Hendricks is out of the
question., He has been running for twelve
vears, and has never run into anything but
defeat. T don’t think he will be thought of.
As to Bayard and Thurman, I konow that
Tilden will not consent to the nomination of
either of them. He has never forgiven them
for their action in the Electoral Commission.
Ha believes but that for them he would have
been President.

* Bayard’s secession record is fatal to his
success in the North. Thurman could got
carry the hard money States, because of his
financial heresies.. Neither of these men in
other respects is very elegible, and therefore
not to be thought of. Sam Randall has al-
ready opened house at Cincinnati, and thinks
he can command the Tilden vote. In thathe
is mistaken. I do not think the Tilden vote
will go to him, There remain Seymour and
Tlield, and I think the selection will be nar-
rowed down to the two. Seymour, no
doubt, would be a very powerful candidate,
but up to the very hour of balloting it will
be uncertain whether he will accept or not,
and that will have a very great influence.
The delegates will not like to run the risk of
declination, and therefore I think tbey will
vote for a man whom they know will accept.
That man is Field, and in my judgment he is
the only availeble man in the present exi-
gency.”

An Appeal in Behalf of Tilden.

Crrcaco, June 16th.—A 7ribune New
York special says: *‘There has been much
speculation about Tilden’s course at Cincin-
nati, but the appeal which will be presented
to delegates, and which can have only one au-
thor, effectually settles the question of his
candidacy. The appeal has been carefully
guarded, but a copy is in hand and is given in
full. It contains twelve questions, as follows :
Whether Tilden was elected in 1876 ; whether
he is not de jure President now ; whether he
was not defrauded out of the office by a con-
spiracy ; whether the House had s declared ;
whether in this view a Democratic Conven-
tion can justly and consistently nominate an-
other man ; whether any other Democrat can
consistently accept the nomination ; must not
the Democratic Convertion vindicate Tilden
and their own rights by nominating him ; will
the Democratic Convention nominate another
man than the one their platform must declare
was cheated out of the Presidency ? will not
the Republican press justly ridicule the illogi-
cal position of the Democratic Convention?
What a grand.opportunity is presented to
Democrats whose names have been published
in connection with the candidacy to unite in
a note to the Convention withdrawing their
names and presenting that of the man whom
the people elected.

| General Garfield and the Credit Mohilier

Affair—Vindication by Jere Biack.
CH1caGo, June 16th. —The Jowrnal's
Washington special says: A letter has been
produced from Jere Black, dated in 1873, in
which he%um}nlctely vindicates General Gar-
field from any wrong in connection with the

Garfield was evidently deceived by Oakes
Ames, and says his (Garfield’s) integrity de-
pended upon the question whether he acted
with his eyes open. If he had known the
true character of the proposition made to him
he would not have endured it, much less em-
braced it.

WASHINGTON, June 16th.—Most of the
California delegation will leave Washington
within the next few days.

He will re-
turn here next week, and then go to New
York to participate in the meeting of the
National Republican Committee of the 1st
of July. Mrs. Davis will accompany her
husband as far as Pitlsburg, and thence pro-
ceed direct to San Fraucisco.

Pacheco goes to New York to-morrow, af-
ter taking his family to Cape May, and will
start for California next Saturday.

Page will remain here for four or five days
before fixing a date for his return to Califor-
nia.

Booth leaves town next Friday to spend
several weeks in Indiana. He expects to ar-
rive iz California about the 1st of August. -

Farley startg on Friday for Cincinnati, to
attend the Democratic Convention. He then
joins his wife, who is visiting friends in Bos-
ton, and shortly afterward will proceed to
California.

George C. Gorham announces his intention
to take the stump for Garfield in California,
but will remain here until after the State
Convention nominates its ticket.

The Mining Enterests.

WasHINGTON, June 16th.—The California

NEw YoRrg, June 1oth.—At the Booth
breakfast yesterday, Rev. F. C. Ewer re-
sponded to the toast of *“ Old Times in Cali-
fornia.” He was introduced by Judge Brady
as one of the earliest San Francisco editors,
and as one of Booth’s earliest critics, Ewer
said the sentiment called up very sweet
reminiscences. He them related incidents
connected with Booth's first appearance at
the Jenny Lind Theater in San Francisco
27 years ago. He remembered especiaily
the Cassio which he played to his father’s
Tago, and the Richmond he played to his
father’s Richard. Turning to Booth, he asked
if he remembered it. Booth replied, ** T hard-
ly remember anything about it.” “Well, I
do, very well,” responded Ewer, He then
related the first criticism written by himself
for the old Z'tmes and Transcript, and subse-
quently Booth’s first appearance as Richard,
and then in ‘ Hamlet.” He dépicted with
graphic power the actor’s first triumph in
those parts in San Francisco, concealing his
own individuality as the critic who wrote the
first prophecy of Booth’s future greatness.
Ewer related how he was attacked by other
critics for his high praise, one of his oppo-
neuts declaring that it was an insult to the
intelligence of the public. Ewer's remarks
were received with lively enthusiasm.

The Negro Exodus—Minority Report.

WasHINGTON, June 16th.—Windom pre-
sented in the Senate to-day the views of the
minorityof the Exodus Committee, appointed
to investigate the causes which led to the
emigration of the negroes from Southern to
NorthBern States. The minority asserted that
they found no evidence whatever tending to
sustain the charge that the Republican party,
or any of its leaders, had been instrumental
in encouraging the exodus of the blacks from
the South to the North. With reference to
aid societies encouraging and aiding this emi-
gration, the minority found that their pur-
poses were purely charitable, and had no con-
nection whatever with any political move-
ments. The minority then proceed to a very
exhaustive view of the evidence of some of
the principal colired witnesses examined by
the committee, neariy all of which witnesses,

the minority say, attributed the caunse
of the exodus to a feeling of in-
security for life and property; a

denial of their political righis as citizens ;
long-continued: persecution fur pwliticil rea-
sons ; a system of cheativg by landlords and

storekeepers, which rendered it impossible for
them to make a living, no matter how hard
they might work ; the inadequacy of school
advantagzes, and a fear that they would be
eventually reduced to a system of peonage
even worse than slavery itself. As to the fu-
ture of the exodns, the minority refer to the
testimony of many witnesses, who declared
that it has only Legun, and that what we
have seen in part is nothing compared to
what has to come unless there shall be a radi-
cal change on the part of the Democrats in
the South. ** There is but one remedy for the
exodus, and that is fair treatment for the ne-
groes. If Northern Demoerats would check
the threatened inundation of black labor into
their States, they must recognize the facts
which have produced the exodus, and uunite
with us in removing its causes.”

The report is signed by Senators Windom
and Blair, the two Republican members of
the committee.

Wholesale Forgeries of a Yermont Eank
President.

BRATTLEBORO, June 16th.—The rumors
upon which yesterday’s dispatches were based
concerning the insolvency of the First Na-
tional Bank of Brattleboro are more than
realized. Although a thorough investigation
has not begun at 2 o'clock, encugh is already
known to warrant the statement that the loss
will reach upward of a guarter of a million
dollars through the forgeries of President S.
M. Waite, who has undoubtedly left the
country, and, as the Directors believe, taken
alarge sum of money with him—how much can
onlybe determined by asearchinginvestization,
which will be begun on the arrival of Rank
Examiner Heundree to-day, and who will act
as Receiver for the present. 'T'he forged pa-
per includes the Connecticut River Railroad
for about $50,000; Frederick Billings, $20,-
000; Trenor W. Park, $20,000; Lyon &
Haly of Chicago, $20,000 ; the Taunton Lo-
chmotive Works, about $12,000; C.J. Am-
idon of Hinsdale, $15,000 ; Vermilye & Co. of
New York, some $75,000; and other names
will be made public as the investigation pro-
ceeds.

Waite has insisted on having no cashier, as
being an unnecessary expense, and has
officiated himself as that officer of the bank.
It is believed the frauds have been going on
for over ten years, and began when 870,000
was loaned Waite’s brother in Chicago to
help him out of difficulty in a bank. He took
frandulent notes as collateral for this debt,
and these he passed oufthe Directors as assets,
Examiner Hendree first discovered the de-
linquencies, and notified Waite ot his dis-
covery, and it is supposed that he granted
Waite’s request, and allowed him a week to
make up the deficiency, but Waite improved
the time by bidding his wife good-by on a
pretense of going to New York on business,
and he next wrote from Portland, * Shall
quit the country.” The detectives believe
that he has committed suicide. 5

Certificates of stock have been issued, for
which as yet there has been no record found,
and a double issue will undoubtedly be un-
earthed.

The Miners’ Union Executive Com-
mittee have drawn up resolutions that they
claim the mine-owners have accepted, and
this meeting is called for the purpose of sub-
mitting the resolutions to the Union.

Governor Pitkin has advices from Lead-
ville that 2 compromise has been agreed on
between the strikers, mine-owners and manp-
agers, and that the militia will be disbanded
Friday. The basis of compromise is not yet
announced.

A Terribiec Scourge In
Town.

NorTH Apaums, June 16th.— A terrible
scourge resembling dysentery is prevailing in
Adame, which has so far bafiled the skill of
physicians.

Condition of the Wheat Crop of the
Counutry.

WasHiNgToN, June 16th.—The following
statement showing the condition ¢f the wheat
crop was issued by the Department of Agri-
culture to-day : Spring wheat shows a very
slizht increase over last year. There is a de-
cline in the area sown in the States of Wis-
consin and Jowa of nearly 12 per cent., in
the New England States the area is the same.
In Minnesota there is an increase of 1 per
cent. ; in Nebraska an increase of 9 per cent.,
and in California 12 per cent. The condition
of winter wheast is remarkably good, and is
91, which is 4 per cent. abeve the average ot
last year. Penusylvania, Ohio, Indiana and
Illinois all report above 100. Kansas is only
72, on account, of a protracted drought.

The King of Greece in London.

Lo~Npoxn, June 16th.—After the presenta-
tion of an address at Guildhall to the King
of Greece the corporation entertained the
distingnished guests at luncheon. The Lord
Mayor proposed the health of the King, who
responded briefly. Referring to the progress
Creece has made in recent years, he said that
as soon as the frontier question was settled
he felt sure the constructior of railways and
other internal improvements would begin.

The Prince of Wales, responding to *‘The
Health of the Royal Family,” suid he felt
sure he expressed the sentiments of all
Englishmen when he sincerely hoped his
Majesty the King of Greece might shortly
have the advantage which until now " had
been withheld from him.

Gladstone, in proposing the health of the
Lord Mayor and Corporation, said he antici
pated that the report of this celebration
would go forth to the world as a demonstra-
tion to all whom it cuoncerned that the inter-
est of England in favor of Greece is real and
universal. ‘““The Corporation,” he said,
**have chosen the day for this ceremony with
singular felicity. On this day the represent-
atives of the great powers of Europe are
met together in the capital of the great
German Empire for the purpose of con-
sidering in what way they may promptly
give effect to the stipulations of the Treaty of

*

Berlin, and prove that the aseeited wisdom
and might of Europe speaks to the world in
accents that denote reality, and are destined
to have practical cffect. enterlain the
fervent wish, united with a rational sonfie
dence that it will be fulfilled, that the repre-
sentatives of the Powers who are thus as-
sembled may take in bhand the important
task committed to them in a spirit of equality
and justice, without respeet to persons, and
without leoking to the nght or left, They
then will fix their minds and attention on the
object that is proposed to them, of giving a
fair and eguitable interpretation of these im-
portant provisions of the treaty on which the
future hopes of ireece, in no small degree,
are suspended.”

People §equently find fanlt at reeeiving
curt replies from conductors, and, in fact,
all other railway officers, but if they were
to take the place of one for a week they
would no longer wonder.

What
wonder, then, that the conductor occasion-
ally loses patience and answers rather
curtly?
