Storrs of Illinois came to the assistance of
Messrs. Payue, Pixley and the members
from Nevada and Oregon, making an elo-
quent appeal that carried success with it.
The committee by a large majority referred
the question to a sub-committee with in-
structions to report an anti-Chinese
plank. The sub-committee labored with
the matter for several hours, and
numerous drafts were made, most of which
either were unsatisfactory to the Californi-
ans as being too weak, or to the New York
and Massachumsetts people as too radical.
The latter said that all the representations
which the Pacific delegates made might be
true, but the people of the Kast did not
believe them, and the enunciation of such
adical expressions as advanced by Payne
and Pixley would lose the States of New
York, Massachusetts and Connecticut to
the Republican party.
