1 thank you
for this great and glorious demonstration. [ am not
for one moment misled in believing that it refers to
so poor a thing as any one of our number. 1 know
it means your reverence to your government, your
reverence for its laws, your reverence for its insti-
tutions and your compliment to one who is placed
for a moment in relations to you of peculiar impor-
tance. For all these reasons I thank you. Icannot
at this time utter a word on the subject of general
polities. I would not mar the cordiality of this wel.
come, to which, to some extent, all are gathered, by
any reference except to the present moment and its
significance. But I wish to say that a large propor-
tion of this assemblaze to-night were my comrades
in the late war for the Union.

The platform reaffirms and indorses the
resolutions of the Chicago Convention ; rec-
ognizes in the Chicago nominees representa-
tive Republicans and statesmen, who may be
well intrusted with the administration of our
National Government, and commends them
to the support of the people ; recognizes the
right of foreigners to emigrate hither and the
right of native-born citizens to migrate from
one State to another without vexatious inves-
tigation as to their motives; congratulates
the people of Indiana on the recent constitu-
tional amendments as tending to economy,
! free ballots, reduced taxes and as proviog the
unfitness of the Democracy to administer the
State Government ; reaffirms devotion to free
schools ; expresses gratitude to the soldiers,
which should be embodied in the national
laws enacted from time to time.

The Convention then proceeded with the
nowmination of candidates for the State ticket.
For Governor the following were presented :
General A. D. Streight, Hon. W. R. Mec-
Keen, Dr. A. O. Burgess, Hon, A. G. Porter,
Hon. Thos. Stansford, Hon. John M. But-
ler, General W, Q. Gresham, and Hon. Wm.
Cumback.

The first ballot resulted: Streizht 4674,
Porter 216}, Burgess 1003, Stansford 34,
McKeen 149, Butler 513, Gresham 14, Cum-
back 11.

On the second ballot there was no choice.

On the third ballot Hon. A. G. Porter was
nominated, receiving 637} votes. For Lieu-

New York, June 17th,—The Zimes says :

He thinks that Seymour
will accept the nomination if it is tendered,
in spite of all that has been said, and that
either Seymour or Tilden will be nominated.

Congressman Carlizle, who left the city last
e\'enin[iz for his home in Covington, Ky., said
before leaving that he believed both Tilden
and Seymour well out of the way. The Con-
vention, he thought, will be a free-for-all. and
the chances about nearly divided between
the several candidates. Speaker Randall
will, he thinks, make some headway, but
will probably be unacceptable to the men of
the West.

Sergeant-at-Arms Thompson leaves for
Cincinnati to-night. He says that Seymour
will not accept, but that Tilden has not given
up the fight by a good deal. So long as
there is a ghost of a chauce he will work
every infleence to its fullest eapacity to se-
cure the nomination. Mr. Thompson, how-
ever, thinks the choice will probably be one
of these three men—Bayard, Thurman or
McDonald. :

Affairs at Leadville — Confidence Gener-
ally Restored.

Dexver (Col.), June 17th.—The News
Leadville special gives the result of the
meeting of the Miners’ Union to-day. The
meeting was largely attended by members of
the Union. Generals Cook and James and
their staffs and a number of prominent mine-
owners were also present. After a full and
free discussion the Miners’ Union adopted a
series of resolutions agreeing to resume work
at the terms on which they were emploved
previous to the strike, certain mine-owners to
recognize the eight-hour system in future as
heretofore, and giving pledges to use their
influence to have that system generally
adopted thronghout. The camp understood,
however, that the men were to go to work at
the old prices whenever they counld get it, and
that no strike would be ordered or permitted
against the managers who insisted upon work-
ing hour shifts. Such leaders of the strike
as were known to have counseled and resorted
to violence and intiinidation would not be
employed. A committes appointed by the
meeting waited upon Genaral Cook, and they

As the matter
now stands, they are to go to work at the old
prices, the Union not to be disbanded, how-
ever, The mine owners and managers make

no concession except that they will use their
influence in favor of a general adoption of
the eight hour system. Moouey and other
leaders are guaranteed immunity from arrest
if they return. If the miners go to work to-
morrow, all the mines will resume with a fuil
force. A large number of mines are already
working a full force, and confidence is gen-
erally restored.

The Porte and the Powers.

There is, however, a reservation
that mediation should not interfere with the
free decisions of the Porte ; but it was never
expected that the Porte would submit before
knowing the decision of the Powers. The in-
ference is that the action of the Powers has
not failed to produce some impression upon
the Sultan as to the seriousness of his po-
sition.

The Sitmation in Turkey.

(ONSTANTINOPLE, June 17th.—It is stated
that the Porte will not openly object to the
decisions of the Conference, but will not en-
force them.
