The Board of Education met Saturday
night. Ithad quite an audience to listen to

its proceedings, but the curiosity which drew

most of the peoplo was not gratified, as little

Superintendent Landes referred to hi-; an- j

nual report relative to the readjustment of |
olasses, and his opinion that it would be
necessary to drop from eight to ten teachers.

Communications fromseveral teachers wore

received asking for re-election, and from W. ,
Li. Willis, asking to be considered a candidate
for tlio Piiacipaliliip of the Sacramento !
Grammar School. Also from Add. C. Hink-
toD, stating that his clients desired to goon
with the prosecution of Professor McDonald
so soon as the latter announced himself as a
candidate for re-election". Also from Lulu
Rochefort, Benicia, indorsing Prof. McDon-
ald's methods of instruction, and certifying
that he was, while she was inhis school, an !,
excellent teacher of arithmetic.

Albert Leonard presented a lons petition ;

from taxpayer*, citizens and parents asking |
for the retention of Professor McDonald, and j
a number of like petitions were filed, the
names aggregating 309 ia number. Word
was received from E. I.Robinson, stating |
that ho wouldbe ready by Monday to go on
with the prosecution against Professor Adams,
or so soon thereafter as the Board should give
notice of itsdesire to hear the case.

The Board then proceeded to a readjust-
ment of classes on the basis of the Superin- |
tendent's report of the probable number of |
(scholars in the various grades, and it was re- !
solved that the enrollment for first i;rade
classes shall not exceed 35, second grade 40,
third grade 45, fourth, fifthand sixth tirades
15, seventh grade 40, eighth grade (half-day)
So.

GENERAL SUITER— SOME ACCOUNT OF

THE OLD PIONEER.

The death of General John A. Slitter is

elsewhere announced. General gutter was

born March 1, 1803, in the Grand Duchy of

Baden. His father was aLutheran clergy-

man. The ton received a good civiland mili-
tary education. He married early in life a |

Bernese lady. At the age of 31 he resolved
to emigrate to the United States. He didnot

know whether he should make a permanent

settlement inAmerica, and to left his family

behind him, sailed forNew York,and arrived
there inJuly, 1834. He went to Missouri,
and there resided several years, and became
a citizen of the United States. While on a
visit to New Mexico he fell in with hunters
and trappers whose accounts of Upper
California inspired him with a determi-
nation to visit that region. April, 183S,
he joined a trapping party and left Mis-
souri with Captain. Tripp, of the American
Fur Company. Atthe Rocky Mountains he
parted company with the expedition, and
with six horsemen, after many hardships,
reached Fort Vancouver. He then found
that he could not safely reach California by
land routes, and hence took passive in a
Hudson Bay Company ship for the Sandwich
1.-lauds, inorder to sail theme to California.
Only one of his six comrade* accompanied
him. He was compelled to remain five
months at the Island*, and as *.last report in
the effort toregain the continent, shipped for
Sitka as supercargo of a vessel chartered by
a party «,t Americans. At Sitk.ihe got con-
sent of the charterers to sail fur San iran-
cisco, where he arrived with his ship m uis-

tre-s July, 1839. The Mexican officials noti-
fied him to leave, as the place was not a port J
of entry. He remained two days, got leave
to take in supplies and sailed for Monterey.
There he called on Governor Alvarado, and
expressed a desire to settle in the Sacramento
valley. The Governor assured him of his
willingness to aid him, and also of the hostile
character of the Indians, and the difficulties
he must expect to encounter. He gave but-
ter s passport anil written permission to set-

tle onany lands he deemeM suitable for colo-
nizing. He requested Slitter to return inone

year, when he should receive recognition as a
Mexican citizen, and a grant of such lands as
he should select. Sutter then returned to San
Francisco

—
that time known as Yerba Bu-

ena
— chartering a schooner and some

small boats, started for the up country. It
is remarkable that he could find no one at
Yerba Buena who had ever seen
the Sacramento river, or could direct
him to its mouth, for which he searched
eight days before he discovered it. He landed
Bt°a point some ten miles below the site of
this city, meeting there twohundred armed
Indian?" who assumed a hostile attitude, but :'

broke. Sutter bought more stock, and re-

i ceived many additions to his colony of new-
comers, naturally seeking the fort as a place
of security.
