THE OUTLOOK IN THE EARLY MORNING,

CiNciNzaTy, June 22d,—The situation con-
tinues very much mixed. Bayard at this
hour clearly has the lead, with Payne appar-
ently next in order. But while Bayard’s
supporters are in dead earnest, many of
Payne’s men in the New York delegation are
at heart against him, and ready to drop him
as soon as they have a clear excuse for disre-
garding Tilden’s wishes, Tilden and Sey-
mour are both considered cut of the way,
though a few friends of the latter still
persist in urging the policy of his nomina-
tion, Field’s managers are working hard to
secure complimentary votes for him, and
have the promise gf half of Georgia’s vote,
the remainder going for Bayard. In this way
they seem to give Field afair-lookingstart, but
there is as yet no evilence that he can ap-
proach anywhere pear the nomination. The
New York delegates are passive, stating that
all they ask is any candidaie with whom suc-
cess i3 probable. The wisest Democratic
managers admit the strength of the Republi-
can ticket, and realize the necessity of great
care in selecting candidates to oppose them,
who will be satisfactory in the Northern and
Western States. All disposition settles down
on New York as the pivotal State, but her
delegates shiink from the responsibility of
nawing the nominee, If any leading candi-
date to-day can secure the nomination, Bay-
ard is probably the man; but nobody yet
sees where two-thirds can be had for either
him or Payne, Allthe others are far behind,
Thurman is considered out of the race by
many since the vote of the majority of his
delegation last night elected as Chairman the
Payne candidate. In this state of
facts no Ohio man seems to have much
prospect. Senator McDonald’s friends in
Indiana have made a demonstration for him
80 strong as to greatly impair, if not obliter-
ate, Hendricks’ chances. Jewitt, seemingly,

spurt when the other contestants shall have
lost their wind.

Except for
New York, New Jersey and Connecticut

The Convention is rapidly assembling (at
11:30) in the spacious Music Hall, whose
beauties have been too often described to
require any further notice now.

The
platform is in the western end, while at the
opposite end, and on the northern and south-
era sides, are galleries for spectators, These
galleries arc being largely occupied by
signed to delegates and their alternates,
whose positions are indicated by neat banners
of blue silk, edged with gold, bearing the
name of the respective States. The upper
galleries are decked with the American flag,
while at the windows the flags of all nation-
alities ara flying.

CALLED TO ORDER—PRAYER.

CINCINNATI, June 22d.—Ex-Senator Bar-
num of Connecticut, Chairman of the National
Committee, called the Convention to order at
12:45, and presented Rev. Charles W, Wendle
of the Unitarian Church, who invoked the
throne of grace. He spoke of the young de-
mocracy of America having become 2 refuge
and asylum for the distressed and down-trod-
den throughout the world, and the light and
hope of the nations, and prayed that with an
unfaltering hand every unjust law on the
statute book might be erased, and our polti-
cal life purged from every evil that keeps
back the people from the highest measure of
virtue and happiness. Above all, he contin-
ued, let there be an end of all sectional divi-
sions and strifes ; let every root of bitterness,
every occasion of estrangement, be removed,
and let our whole people, forgettirg the
things that are behind, and pressing
forward to the things that are be-
fore, with united heart 'and hand, in the
bonds of mutual confidence and good will.
Help the Convention to choose for leaders in
the approaching and honorable struggle men
of large wisdom and experiencs, of lofty char-
acter and irreproachable life, true and fear-
Tless in the hour of trial, yet ardent lovers of
justice and peace. Enable the members of
this Convention to rige above all self-seeking
and personal preferences, and indiscreet zeal,
into the larger sentiment of public good, of
American nationality and human brother-
Let them remember that he serves
his party best who serves his God. We ask
that our action to-day may be well-pleasing
in the sight of God.

TEMPORARY ORGANIZATION—SPEECH OF THE
CHAIRMAN,

Barnum then, by direction of the National
Committee, presented the name of Hon.
George Hoadley of Ohio for temporary Chair-
man., Agreed to.

D. McHenry were appointed to conduct him
to the chair, Hoadley’s approach to the
platform was greeted with applause.

The Convention, on motion of Preston of
Kentucky, at 2:05, adjourned until 10 o’clock
to-morrow morning.

THE NEW YORK DELEGATION PAYNE'S CAN-
DIDACY.

CiNcrsnari, June 22d.—-The New York
delegation had a meetinrg here this evening,
and took a ballot as to Presidential prefer-
ences, which resulted as follows: Payne 38,
Tilden 11, English 11, Bayard 6, Hanceck 3,
Randall 1. A motion was made to deciare
this ballot formal, but it was voted down, and
a motion adopted that the New York delega-
tion present the name of Payne and vote as a
unit in accordance with the instruction of the
State Convention. The other States backing
this movement are Connecticut, New Jersey,
Kansas, Nebraska, Michigan, Minnesota and
West Virginia. This they count will give the
following votes : Connecticut 12, Kansas 10,
Nebraska 6, New Jersey 18, New York 70,
Ohio 44, Michigon 22, Minnesota 10, West
Virginia 10—total, 202. These 202 votes are
expected to bring encugh from the
South to secure IYaynes nomination,
It is undeniable that Bayard’s strength has
fallen off. To-night the views of prominent
Southern men are voiced by Senator Haines
of Tennessee, That Senator is an admirer
and warm supporter of Bayard, but he now
doubts the propriety of his nomination, lest
capital should be made against the Demo-
crati¢ party in the North, and hende drift
away from Bayard and towards the man
selected by New York., This Payue work
is provoking a counter movement towards
McDonald of Indiana. It is urgdd that the
Democtratic party cannot afford to risk every-
thing on the October election in Olio, and
their energies should be directed towards In-
diana, which, under the decision of the Su-
preme Court, holds an election in October,
and that if the East will not come to Hen-
dricks there cannot be the same objection to
McDonald ; but there are some who express
the opinion that the Payne movement is only
to test the real sentiment of the Convention.

SENSATIONAL CIRCULAR.

CiNecixNATIL, June 22d.—Circulars are be-
ing liberally distributed to-night in the in-
terest of Mr. Tilden, setting forth that Tam-
many Hall threatens to assassinate Tilden,
and calling on the Democratic party to stand
by its victorious leader and defy Tammany's
dictation. The circular quotes from edito-
rials of the New York Sun and Tilden’s let-
ter, in which allusions are made to his ser-
vices in breaking up the canal ring, ete. The
Ohio delegation is holding an important
meeting to-night with doors and windows
closed, lest the sharp ears of the reporters
catch a suspicion of what the loud discussion
isabout.

THE CHINESE QUESTION.

CINcINNATI, June 22d.—The meeting of
the Committee on Resolutions to-night was
private, but a member gave your correspond-
ent points chiefly interesting to the Pacific
coast. A resolution embodying the feeling of
the coast in the strongest terms in regard to
the Chinese question was submitted by the
California members of the committee, and
was strongly seconded by Meyers of Oregon
and Miller of Nebraska. The latter even
went so far as to express a wish that his party
might decide in favor of excluding all foreign-
ers from osur shore except those of the same
race as that which discovered the country.
There were several other resolutions intro-
duced in which there was a disposition shown
to treat the eubject slightingly, but no evi-
dence was given as to what action would be
taken by the rub-committee on the Chinese
question. The sub-committee as originally
constituted did not include the Pacific coast
members, but this being discovered the Lou-
isiana delegate moved to increase the number
so as to take in that section of the nation, and
this was done.

Strike of Stcvedores— Wil of €karies De
Young.

San Fravecisco, June 22d.—Fer several
days the stevedores on the city front have
been nominally on a strike, though practi-
cally the movement has been barren of re-
sults; there being no work on hand. This
esening they met, adopted a constitution, aud
resolved, in view of the expected arrival of
several lumber vessels now due, to demand $4
per day. It is doubtful whether the demand
can be sustained, as probably plenty of men
can be hired at lower figures, though less con-
versant with that kind of work. The wages
demanded are those which were established
by the stevedores fifteen or twenty years ago.

The will of the late Charles Do Young was
filed for probate to-day, Itisdated two years
ago, and declares that he and his brother M.
