PLENARY AMNESTY IN FRANCS.

THE DEMOCRATS AT CINCINNATI.

The Democratic National Convention

was called to order yesterday morning,

and Hoadloy of Ohio made Temporary

Chairman. Hisopening speech was chiefly

remarkable for an extravagaat eulogiuin

upon Tiidun and Hcndriiks, and an im-
plied assumption that they ought to be

renominatei. The mention of Tilden's
name called out a great deal of applause,
but the speech appears to be generally
regarded as injudicious and wanting in

liiguity. On the call of States, when New
York was reached, John Kelley tried to

get the iloor, but the Chairman refused to
recognize him. After appointiugthe Com-
mittees on Credentials, Order of Business,
etc., the Convention adjourned until ten

o'clock this morning, in order to give time
for hearing the statements of the contesting
delegates from New York and Massa-
chusetts. Ifthe New York case, which is
the oulyserious one, can be adjusted by

this morning, there seems no reason why

the Convention should not finish its work
by Thursday night at farthest. Thus
Ear, however, there does not appear, to be

any tendency to agreement upon candi-
dates. Tilden's letter is after all not

looked upon by Jiia enemies as an absolute
resignation. They fear him even when
he professes to withdraw, and they con-
tinue to fight him as though he were still
in tho iieid. Nor is the withdrawal of
Seymour accepted as final, and siu.ee the
publication' of Tildea'a letter the Seymour

men have shown a disposition to resurrect

their buried boom. The name of Bayard

would evidently possess much strength

but for his secession letter. This is the
more curious that the candidate about to

be nominated has only Democratic votes

to expect. Itis certainly a new idea that

tho Democracy looks upon secession senti-
ments withto holy a horror as to ostracise
a. man whose only offense is that of hav-

iug written a secession letter in 18G2. If
all the members of the Cincinnati Con-
vention were polled, and all the candi-
dates, we are inclined to think that com-

paratively few of them would be able to

make out a much better record for
loyalty to the Union than that of Thomas

F. Bayard. The national record of the
Democratic party, moreover, is such as to

make tliis scjueamishuess absolutely, ridicu-
lous. Nobody who is familiar with the

history of that organization would feel that
ithad stultified itself ifit should j>ut Jef-
ferson Davis at the head of its ticket. Its
sympathy with rebellion, its inherent and
con9pictiou3 disloyalty, is indeed too notori-
ous to need recall. Yet at this moment its

leaders are affecting to shrink from one oE
the best men the party has ever had, be-

cause he is charged with having written a

single letter of a disloyal character. The
Democrats may nominate Biyard without
any misgivings. He willpoll every Demo-
cratic vote, and there is no candidate on
their iist who can do more. They have no
man who is capable of taking away votes

from Garlield, and therefore they need not

be co fastidious about the war-record of
their nominees.

Bayard and Field appear to be looming
up despite drawbacks, but it is neverthe-
less possible that New York and Indiana
may be allowed to control the nominations,
if they can agree upon a ticket. The ma-

jority of the delegates care very little
aii ;it men. What they want is success.
They are so hungry that they aro ready to
eat anything, and they have no predilec-
tions which they willnot surrender cheer-
fully for the prospect of winning the Dght.
Bat itis questionable whether New York
or [ndiana, or both together, can arrange

•'.c programme. There is a strong
effort to thrust Hendricks on the ticket
in the second place, but his fiicnds
will not consent to this, for they de-
mand the lirst place for him. In New
York, with Tilden and Seymour out

of the way, there is no man who can

command the support of the entire

party, so far as at present known. Ohio
ha<; plenty of candidates, as a ina'.ter of
course. There ;iro Thurman, Payne. Jew-
ttt, Pendleton, Groesbeck, v.vA perhaps
two or three more. Thurman scans to
have been thrown overboard by ins friends,
and haa the appearance of being Btranded.

CAPITAL PUNISHMENT FOR GRAND
LARCENY.

We have no desire that California should
squire the notoriety attaching to those
!>r.'.inroLis frontier regions in which human
lii'o is less regarded than property in a

h \u25a0!\u25a0.-' \u25a0, and therefore we propose to call
public attention to the recent pursuit and
murder of three horse-thieves inSin Uenito
county. Itis stated in the accounts thnt
threo men stole as mmy horses ; that the
owners of the horses pursued them, armed
with rides and revolvers, and that on com-

iug up with them a fightoccurred, inwhich
all the thieves were killed, while the pur-
suers escaped without any injury. Now,
i:i the lirst place, this is not at all r. prob-
able story. The fact that the three
thieves were killed i3doubtless to l>c ac-

cepted, but as regards their resistance the

circumstances are against that theory. All
that is known is that three men, against
whom no graver charge than grand

larceny could have been brought,
have been killed. It may appear her-
etical to those who derive their ideas
of justice from the frontiers, but it
is nevertheless . true, that to kill a

man for stealing a horse is to Commit mur-
der. There is no justification for homicide
under such circumstances. A horse is not
sacred under American law, and in Califor-
nia at least it has long ceased to be cus-
tomary to look upon horse-stealing as the
worst crime in the calendar. The men
who killedthese horse-thieves may have c
valid defense, but at present it is not ap-
parent, and it isunquestionably the duty of
the public prosecutor in the county where
they committed these homicides to have

them inflicted for murder. Ifthis is not

done promptly the officials neglecting
their duty will deserve to be impeached
and removed. It ia necessary that the
'aw should be enforced in the most rigor-
ous manner inallcases of this kind, to the
end that no excuse be given for reversion
to the barbarous, bloody, and atrocious
practices which have so blackened and
stained t!ie early records of our
frontiers, and which have made it so
difficult to introduce order and se-
curity to those regions. It must be
impressed upon the minds of the semi-
civilizedmembers of the community that
no man has any more right to killa horse-
thief than he has Jib killone who steals a
loaf of bread. We had hoped that Cali-
fornia had outgrown the stage when such

ruthless deec-3 are committed, but as it is
not so there is the more need for the de-
termined enforcement of the law. There
i3no opportunity for evasion intliis case,
fortunately. The names of the homicides
have all been published, and the whole
matter has been given to the press as

though it were reallysomething to boast
of. Itis said that the killing was done
near Huron, inFresno county. If so, itis
the duty of the authorities of that county
to see that a judicial investigation ia had
without delay, and that the slaughter of
honnm beiugs is not aliowed to be regarded
as merely incidental to the recovery of
stoli-n property.

CENSUS SHOWINGS.

So far as can be gathered the census
returns in this State willprobably show
an increase in aggregate population of from
200,000 to 250,000 at the outside. The
statistics will develop the fact that the
population of San Francisco has been very

greatly overestimated, as indeed has beeu
more than suspected for some time past.
It is quite possible that the city and
county will show a difference of fully

fifty thousand from (and below) the
Directory estimates. The number of Chi-
nese in San Francisco willalso most prob-
ably turn out to be much smaller than has

been supposed, and quite possibly it will
cot exceed 25,000. When the actual pop-
ulation of San Francisco i3made known,
politicians may iind some difficultyin ac-

counting for the votes of former years,
without postulating a very abnormal social
condition there. Of the interior towns
some, such as Marysville and Stockton,
appear to have receded in population dur-
ing the past ten years. Others, as Sacra-
mento and San Jose, have grown moder-
ately. And Oakland has received very
large additions to its population. The
most important gain, however, would
seem to have beeu made outside of the
cities, always excepting San Francisco,
though the settlement of the whole State
ha 3evidently not proceeded bo rapidly as

could be desired.

Remarkable I>evotlon of a Murderer's

Wife.
Kansas City (Mo.), June 22d.— A start-

ling tragedy was enacted here last night, re-
sulting in the death, by suicide, of the wife
of Hayde Brown, a condemned murderer.
The execution of Brown is to take place at
Moberly on Friday. He is now confined in
jail in this city. His wife, r.u intelligent,
prepossessing woman of 20, came here with
her littlethree-year-old child a few days ago,

and has sper.t nearly allher time in her hus-
band's cell since her arrival. During the en-
tire day yesterday she was there, and it ap-
pears an agreement was made between him
and his wifethat both should commit suicide
at half-past 7 last night. Accordingly as the
time approached the woman in her boarding
place wrote a note of explanation, pinned it
to her child's breast, and making a bed upon
the floor, placed a revolver to her temple and
put a bullet through her brain. She expired
instantly. Two policemen went to the jail
to notifyBrown of his wife's act, and as they
called him into the corridor saw him put
something into his mouth hastily. They im-
mediately grasped him by the throat, and
after a protracted struggle succeeded in re-
moving half an ounce of morphine from his
mouth. The morphine had been given him
by his wife. When called to the corridor,
Brown emitted oath after oath, and curse
after curse, and after the poison was removed
he begged to be killed, and cursed his fate.
Brown is a thoroughly bad man, and the
strango devotion of his wife is the subject of
much co-r.ment.
