THi DEFENSES OF SAN FRANCISCO.

The San Francisco Bulletin in a recent

articlo expressed the opinion that though

the present fortifications of San Francisco
harbor "would be riddled and laid in"

heaps of bricks and mortar by the iron-"
clads of any foreign power that saw fit

'\u25a0to attack us," yet that it would be quite

possible to defend the city successfully by
rnear.s of torpedoes. The question of the
defenses of San Francisco 13 undoubtedly
an important one, for there can be no

doubt that if the United States should at

any time become involved in war with a

maritime power, the Pacific States would
be open to attack at that point. The har-

bor fortifications of San Francisco are no

doubt antiquated and weak, and they are

armed with guns of such small caliber
that they could hardly be expected to
make any impression upon an ironclad
fleet, even supposing that the practice was

good enough toadmit of hitting the enemy
at all. That there might be some doubt
about thi3 was demonstrated on the oc-
casion of the famous naval sham battle,
when the forts bhzed away at a stationary

mark fur the better part of a day, without
hitting itonce. As hostile ironclads would
of course not be stationary, but on the

contrary would be moving at a compara-

tively hi^h rate of speed, it is evident that
the contingency of their passing all the
batteries safely must be taken into ac-
count. Ifthe assailants should attempt to

pass the forts under cover of a fog, which
they would have an opportunity of doing
almost every day in the year, it would be
extremely difficult for the gunners to hit
them, even if they were in good practice.
It is true that torpedoes might be em-

ployed to guard the entrance to the har-
bor, though it willuot do to put too much
confidence ia them, since the devices for
picking up, removing orisolating torpedoes
arc becoming so ingenious as to detract
seriously from the trustworthiness of these
explosives. Nowadays, when a fleet med-
itates an attack upon a fortified harbsr, an
exploration in steam launches, fitted -.vith
special appliances for discovering and cut-
ting out torpedoes, always precedes the at-
:ack, while the ironclads are surrounded
with a network of wireextended on booms,
which is nearly certain to catch and ex-
plode harmlessly any torpedoes which the
launches may have overlooked. Itis evi-
dent that in the case of San Francisco if
the torpedoes failed there would be no

resource left, moreover. There is no fort in
;hat harbor that oonld withstand the as-
saults of a first-rate ironclad for an hour,
and should an enemy once pass the (Jolden

Gate the city would be at hi3mercy.

This, however, is by no means the
worst of the situation. The worst is that
an enemy cnuhl destroy San Francisco, or

hold it to ransom, without passing the
Golden Gate at all, and consequently
without running any risks from the forts
or the torpedoes. With the long-range
guns now forged, an ironclad could lay two
or three miles off the Cliff House beach,
and throw shells into Montgomery street.
What can be done in this way was shown
the other day during the bombardment of
Arica, when one of the Chilean ironclads

threw shells between fix and seven miles,
pitching them clear over the city, from be-
yond the range of the guns in the fortiiica-
tions, int.i the open country far behind.
I rident that vessels nxmed with such
guns need not trouble themselves about the
San l'rancuco forts at all. They could
simply ignore these structures, and by
shelling the city from the sea bring it to
terrua in half ;;n hcur. They cot;'! do
iuo:v than this.

THE CASE OF BRADLAUGH.
The House of Commons was the scene

of an extraordinary excitement during the

division on Bradlangh'a case. The Tories
took this opportunity to make an attack
upon the Government, and by adroitly
combining political and religious prejudice
succeeded in inflicting a defeat upon the
Ministry, and at the same time unseating

iBradlaugh. It may be doubted whether
it would have been possible to poll such a
vote against him had the question been
unmixed, for there are plenty of prece-
dents to show that, at least during the last
twenty year*, the House has been dis-

!posed to extend great latitude to members
in the matter of the oath. In fact itmay
bo said that with the final removal if the
disabilities of the Jews, which was in

r>S, the tendency has been towards the
i clearing away of all impediments of the

conscientious kind. The oath has re-
peatedly been modified to relieve Jewp,
Quakers, Moravians. Separatists, and
others, from embarrassment, and there-
fore there was no reason in the
traditions of the House for refusing
to allow Mr. Bradlaugh to make
an affirmation instead "of swearing "on the
"faithof aChristian." The presumption
is that the Opposition was really more
anxious to defeat the Government than to
unseat Mr. iJradlaugh, but however that
may be, the ultimate consequences of the
voto are likely to be equally serious.
There are enough voters in England who
think with Bradlaagh upon religious ques-
tions, to rest nt the appearance of bigotry
in the vote against him, and to start a
movement inhis behalf which is not only
certain to secure his re-election, but must
force the Question of his atheism into the
shape of a national issue. Bigotry and
intolerance can no longer rely upon the
support of society. The right of free
thought on all questions is a proposition
which will make a formidable appeal to
the liberal tendencies of the country, and
will enlist the sympathy not alone of tke
ultra radicals, but of many intellectual
leaders who perceive the drift and scope

I

!of the controversy. The ephemera! tri-
u mph of the Tories ia therefore likely to
coat them more dearly than several defeats,
for they have, apparently withoutperoeiv-

;ing it, suffered themselves to be entangled
in a contest wherein all the forces
of modern civilizatiou are arrayed against

Ithem. To those who can look beyond
the moment it must be evident that the
long-threatening issue of disestablishment

Iof the Anglican Church ia really involved
|in the struggle now begun, and that by

their impoliticintolerance the Tories have
contiived to fuive into the ranks of their
Iopponents on that question many who

would perhaps have preferred to remain
neutral hail it been possible. Mr. Brad-
laugh himself is a man of great determina-
tion and persistence, and we may be sure
that he willnot surrender the honorable
position to which he has been elevated by
the suffrages of his countrymen, without
a resolute contest. The House of Com-
mons no doubt possesses the right to pre-
scribe the qualifications of its members,
but it has never yet been strong enough
to resist the will of the people when re-
peatedly manifested in the re-election of
3 inembei.

BULKHEADS IN SHIPS.

A most convincing proof of the efficiency
of water-tight bulkheads insea-going ves-

sels was afforded the other day, when two
ocean steamers, the Queen and the An-
choria, came together, in a fog off the
Banks of Newfoundland, and the former
cut the latter down to the keel, at the
same time cairyiug away the whole of her
own bow. But for the fact that both
these vessels had been built with bulk-
heads, they would have gone to the bot-
tom with all their passengers in less
than thirty minutes after the collision.
The injuries they had received opened
enormous holes in their hull3, through
which the sea rushed. But the bulk-
heads saved them both, and they
were enabled to make their way
to New York, from which port
they were distant 312 miles when
the collision occurred, without the loss of
a single life. We do not think that such
an escape as this has ever before been re-
corded, and it is perfectly clear that it was
entirely due to the water-tight bulkheads.
Had these steamers been built on the old-
fashioned plan their fate would probably
never have been known, for they would
have sunk so quickly as to render all hope
of escape for any of their passengers or
crews out of the question, and they would !
have gone to swell that melancholy list of
ship3which have left port and never been
heard of again. After this no passenger
steamer ought to be permitted to be built
without water-tight bulkheads.
