CROP PROSPECTS.

Freaks of the Election— Pioneer Bay—One
of 1839 — Tlie Early Missionaries—

Valuable Eeminiscencee.

The election news has allcome in.

The

weather continues cool, cloudy, and occa-
sionally rainy. The spring has lapsed into

the Eummer months withouta reminder of
what is seasonable, for the only warm days

we have had in IS3O came the last week

inApril,and Bince then winter clothing

has been comfortable, and an umbrella is a

safe companion to keep within convenient
distance. Here inthe Willarrotte we are
watching the weather, and wondering if
July willspread rust over the wheat fields.
That is the conundrum that worries the
minds of the farmers of this goodly valley,
for another visitation of the kind willim-
poverish many who were badly scorohed
last harvest. Already hundreds have

abandoned their homes in the Willamette
and planted their stake* in Palouse or
Spokan, removing their housohold penates
to that blessed region where as yet "rust
doth not corrupt

"
the ripening grain,

though Iregret to say, judging by the pa-
pers, thieves do break through and steal
every thing parloinable. and occasionally
some murderous deed is done that adds
horror to the shuddering horrors that have
gone before. We newspaper men and
news gatherers of the metropolis open the
exchanges from the upper country with an

apprehension that items are at hand, and,
sure enough, they respond freely. So many
coming here naturally include some who
seek an ultima thule where villainy can
hide itself away, and the railroad builders
include many who arc reckless in the ex-

treiae.
TUB KIVKK AT FLOOD.

Just now the Columbia riveri3brimming
fulland withina few feet of where itrose
in 1576, when tho lower part of Portland
was afloat. Inotica ithss raised consider-
ably since yesterday. You are sa familiar
with floods in Sacramento that it cannot

interest you to hear of the tame bacl:-
watcr efforts of the Oolumbia and Willam-
ette, for with us the flood is merely the
water of the Great I'.iverof the West back-
ing up the flow of the Willamette. There
is no immense rush of water past this city—

no flood-wood, composed of uprooted
forests, goes sweeping by ; it is simply
the slow and deliberate rising of the river
day by day, ac resistlet* as fat',and allthat
ia to be doao is to keep out of its way. The
Columbia spreads out over leagues of what
ordinarily is dry land and goes sweeping
on towards tho sea, no doubt intending to
sluice out new channels at the liver's
mouth. :Itia said the channels are chang-
ing and interested parties are workinghard
to get an appropriation to spend some mill-
ions there, and Irather think a good deal
of the talk is occasioned by the interested
motives. We shall know what

—
if any-

thing—the flood of 1830 accomplishes, and
then shall work from that standpoint. It
is the interest of Portland to have appro-
priations to keep the river navigable from
here to tho eca ; others want the uppr
Columbia and Willamette improved for
the good of the people, so that tho producer
can be independent of transportation mo-
nopolies ;to the south of here they demand
that Yafjnina bay shall be improved so that
vessels can come in there, then a narrow-
gauge railroad willbe builtfrom the valley
and the fanners think they willhave an
outlet to the sea independent of Portland,
of which city they have considerable jeal-
ousy.

CROP PROSrEOTS.
The general report fromjall sections is

that the crops promise abundantly, and
unless they are devastated by rust or

blight there willbe an immense yield. So
far thero is not any appearance of trouble ;
neither was there any at this time last
year. A fruit-grower calls my attention,
as a favorable symptom, to the fact th.it
so far the country i*free from tho fungus
growth ki»own as the apple-tree blight. It
13 true the apple-tree louse is at work by
countless myriads, and around him has de-
stroyed all the fruit prospects for this
year, but there is no blight on leaves or
fruit. This blighti3supposed, by debat-
er- in the Horticultural Society, to have
cxtenlcd for years past and <• be identical
with wh.it affected the a-^h, willow,roses,
and, Ithink, hazel ;whereas this year it
has not yet put inits appearance on either.
Itis even suggested that the rust on wheat
may have been another manifestation from
thi same cause. This may be a far-fetched
conclusion, but Igive it for what it is
worth. My informant thought it might
indicate exemption fromrust in IS3O, but
it strikes me that rust always followscer-

tain conditions in every country. So I
place very little reliance on thi3 theory.
Fall grain is making a very rank growth

-
perhaps too rank— aud spring-grown grain
is coming on wonderfully. It is almost
time for lir>y harvest, but thi* cool, wet
weather keeps everything growing intoo
rank a style. East of the mountains they
talk about myriads of grasshoppers, and
seem to have apprehensions that they will
devour everything before them, having
commenced with the gardens and made a
clean Bweep, but so far they have let all
grain aloue but barley. Hop-growers are
waiting anxiously to sec what the future
baa in store for them. Last year they got
good prices though they neglected their
hop yards, but thi jtake good c ire of them
this year, and have a splendid prospect for
\ield. Hop-growing is oarru Ioa rather
extensively over on the Sound and in sonic

part3of this valley. Large plum and prune
orchards, planted near hero, bave never
paid a profit yet, though eight or nine
yean old, because they have met with
some frosty mishapi, and this yearIlearn
that they willonly bear sparingly. There
is a fair prospect for plums, but a friend of
mine gays the only prune that bears well
thia year is the Petite d'Agen, .i great
favorite in California, that is also very
thrifty In re.

nasAKs o» me klb ;iox.

Lake county is rituated on the south, mi-
ilv lea the Klamath lakes, next the Modoo
country, aadis sparsely settled but strongly
Democratic, yet Ijikecounty send* a Kc-

pulihoan to the T. gislature. So also Linn
county repudiated a part of the Demo-
cratic county ticket, as a bed-rocker says,
withthe intention to wind up the career of
the machine politician*,which was rather
effectually done to allappearances. Wa&co
county set politic* at defiance by the elec-
tion of several X publicans who were popu-
lar enough to cajilure lots of friends among
Democrats. In one precinct at least in
AVasco county the Republican candidate
(or Congress ran ahead on the protection
dodge, the wool-t;rowers believing that
their safest course is to preserve the tariff
on wool. (Jeneral Jo Lam of I'mpqua,
who was a hermit from 186] to IS7O on his
sheep range in that valley, was leftbehind
the regular ticket, it eecms, and badly
beaten as \u25a0 candidate for State Senator.
Itlooks as ifeven Douglas county Democ-
racy conld not be led away by the old
General's gray hairs and Mexican war rec-
ord to forget that he stood ueutral liiirin^'
the civil war and sent one bur; to be a rebel
Colonel.

PIONEER I'.YY.

The cityof Portland made s handsome
bid for the meeting of the l'ioneers this
year, and on the 15th they flocked to this
city and paraded with banners, withplenty

of music, and iireworks in the evening.

The bills were paid by the municipality.I
believe, to the tune of about -"'OO. which
waaa great relief to the Society of 110-
--neers Iv one sense the occasion wa3 a
success., for many were in attendance.
The Mechanics' Pavilion was open for the
exercises, with thousand* of citizens pres-

ent though unfortunately there was so
much pawing in »nd out that the noise

prevented any speaker being bei so
there was a great deal of dissatisfaction
on that account. In the evening a bonfire
was made m the yard of the Pavilion, and

hundrcds'of Pioneers gathered about and
listened to speeches and talked about the
long years ago. Inside the Pavilion the
young people of Portland, with perhaps
here and there a family from the country,

took part in the
"

Pioneer ball.
"
Icould

not see where the Pioneers were interested
in this part of the programme, except so

far as it helped pay the expenses. The
orator of the occasion was ex-Senator
Netmith, who certainly made an interest-
ing rthearEal of the times of old, and the

experiences the early-comers underwent.
His style is graphic, though plain, and the

pictures he gave of the past were sketched
with a free hand.

one op 1539.
Among the badge 3worn was that of an

oldresident whose inscription was
"1839,"

though for the matter of that he could
have made it IS3G, as he was a mountain
man who made a hazardous excursion to

the Co'umbia river in IS3C, and as the In-
dians took his good horse and gave him in
exchange a cayune that was worn to a
skeleton, he made a poor trip back to the
rende7.vous onthe Sweetwater. Coming to

the snows inthe Blue mountains he killed
the beast, made enow-shoes of the hide,
and packed along some of the impoverished
ribs to keep his soul in his body, and so

wended his way back to his companions.
The old man looked puling and childiike
enough inhis veteran days, and being only
a small pattern of humanity in his prime,
we could but wonder what spirit nerved
him to do and dare so much as he must
have done forty-four years ago. The gath-
ering of these old companions, to shake
hands and compare the civilizationof ISBO
with the primeval wilderness and savagery
of 1840, was a pathetic picture. But the
pioneers are narrowing down to a remnant,
and the time is not distant when a live
representative of the emigration that came
over the

'40s willbe a rarity.
TIIR EAKI.Y MISSIONAHIE.I.

Nesmith spoke some plain truths about
the "vicissitudes" incurred by the Meth-
odist missionaries of that early day. He
gave all due credit to Spaulding and Whit-
man, who located in the upper Columbia
region, braved martyrdom, and endured
much to actually teach the Indians there
the beneiits of civilization, while the mis-
sionaries who came to the Willamette led
ea3y lives, had the best of everything,
traded off the goods and bounties sent by
self-denying people, even in the shape of"

missionary boxes," to both Indians and
whites, took huge donation claims in the
beat loaatious, and even claimed a small
principality for their "mission reserve."
He showed, what Ihave always considered
true, that the Methodist miaaion to the In-
dians was a lamentable failure. The In-
dians have all faded away, but not one
was ever truly converted and civilized.

SHTP-BurLDBBS AXD EARLY TBADBBS.
Nesmith also gave an interesting account

of how, in the very early times, some ad-
venturous men built a vessel large enough

to sail the oce.in, and having made a voy-
age to the then port of Yerba Buena,
traded itoff for 330 cows and drove back
overland toOregon in 1546, over a thouaaud j
head of horses aud cattle anil a band of
sheep, that gave a start in stock to the set-
tlers. Allthese reminiscences were valu-
able, as well as interesting, and it is _
great pity that one of the early pioneers,
like Nesmith, who has a graphic use of
words, cannot lind time and inclination to
put all the obtainable facts of early Oregon
days together in presentable shape and
make a volume of prose and verse that
willbe a treasure to future ages. Isay
verse as well as prose, because there were
many rhyming effusions in the early emi-
grations that weie popular in their day ;
songs and legends perpetrated mayhap in
incorrigible dialect, and in defiance of the
rules set down by the muses in many in-
stances, but which are well worth perpetu
ating as mementos of the genius of those
early times. 0.
