I'he three were rescued after be-
ing in the water half an hour. Henry Ar-
thur, leather merchant, 84 Gold street, was
also saved. The body of H. Skidmore, 284
Pearl street, was found at the foot of Oue
Hundred and Fifteenth street. He jumped
overboard from the steamer after shaking
hands with his brother, who was saved. A
body is at the Morgue, supposed to be that of
Rev. J. W. Diller, D. D., former rector of
St. Luke’s Church, Brooklyn. It has not yet
been identified. Two more bodies were
picked up off Ward’s Island—one a man 40
years old, light complexion, sandy hair and
whiskers, and dressed in a black coat, check-
ered jumper and blue overalls, The other
was a man abont 48, sandy mustache, dressed
in dark pants and checkered jumper. The
bodies of Mzrs, Eveline D, Bennett and hus-

moved to their late residence, Brooklyn. 'The
bodies of Mrs, Barbara Rauscher and DMi:s
Lizzie Shaler, 36 West Fifty-fourth street,
were also identitied and removed.

Edward J. Booth, a lawyer, Liberty street,

The Nicaragnan Canal Concession.

WASHINGTON, June 20th.—The full text of
the interoceanic canal concession granted by
Nicaragua to the American Provisiongl So-
ciety has been received here. It is signed by
Don Adam Cardenas, Minister of Foreign
AfTairs, and ¥. A. . Menocal, Minister and
Commissioner of the Provisional Society.
The concession has been duly ratified by the
Nicaragua Senate and published as a law by
the Republic. The }‘ru\'isional Society,
under the terms of this coucession, secures
the exclusive’ privilege to construct a ship
canal across the territory of Nicaragua. The
canal is to be of sufficient dimensions to ac-
| commodate steamers of the largest class used
| between Europe and America, and the locks
{ are to be not less than 500 feet long and 23
| feet deep. The concession is for ninety-nine

| years from the date of the opening of
{ the canal for general traffic, and at
| the expiration of tha! period Nicaragua

These lines shall transmit public
messages free of charge. The Government
of Nicaragua will declare the terminal points,
and the canal itself throughout its length is
to be neutral, and that the transit in case of
war betwesn other powers and Nicaragua
shall be uninterrupted. In general, the
canal shall be open to the free navigation of
all vessels, provided they pay the dues and
observe the regulations of the company.
Troops of foreign nations and vessels
of war will be allowed to pass
through the canal under regulations of the
existing treaty. Vessels of war belongiong to
other nations engaged in hostilities with
Nicaragua, or any other Republic of Central
America, wili be rigorously excluded. An
effort will be made to procure a gunarautee
from all the powers of the neutrality of the
canal and of & zone along it, and on the sea
in the vicinity of the terwinal ports, where
the dimensions will be defined. This conces-
sion, with all its advantages and privileges,
will appertain to a construction company,
and is transferable only to the company which
is to be organized by the Provisional Society,
and in no case can it be transferred to a for-
eign Government or power. It is to be or-
ganized in the usual manner of such enter-
prises, with the principal office in New

York or elsewhere, as it may deem most
convenient, Its designation will be ** The

Nicaragnan Ship Canal Comwpany.” The
company is to be allowed to bring immi-
grants to Nicaragna freely from all parts of
the world, but it is required to bind itself not
to interfere in questions which directly or in-
directly may aifect the public peace of Nica-
ragua, and not to give protection to eriminals
or disturbers of the peace, Itisexempt from
every form of taxation during the period of
this concession, T'he remainder of the docu-
ment refers to routine matters, Captain
Phelps, President of the Provisional Society,
is now in Europe, for the purpose of arrang-
ing for an early commencement of the work.

CHICAGO, June 29th.—The Journal's Wash-
ington specizl says: Several leading trunk
lines from New York to the West have their
representatives here protesting against the
amount of bonds they are required to fur-
nish in order to carry goods in bond for New
York and other seaport cities under the Im-
wediate Transportation Act.
