APOLOGIZING FOR LYNCH LAW.

AYe have ',:.•".>!\u25a0.\u25a0 had occasion to speak
in severe and unmistakable terms of the
nccessitj of punishing the men who pnr-
sued and killed tho San Benito horse-
tliicves. Itwould Boem that these men,
•who are nothing more nor less thaa mur-
derers, liad tpologista in journals which
ought to have regard enough, if not for the
law, at least for i.:.- good tame of their
State, to bet the seal <>f mnation upon
such outrages. But' evidently they have
not. For'instance, we ii:"l the \Yatson-
ville Transcript quoted assaying: "The
"growing imprea in San Benito
"county that justice cannot be obtained
"by legal process showed itself in the
"lynching of three horse-thieves list
"Tin.;- If the people over there will
'\u25a0 ij. u> a few murderers, now, the county"

willb. me more quiet." Next comes a

journal of which we had warrant to \u25a0 icpect
much better things, the Colasa Sun, which,
referring to the reticence of the lynchers
regarding their murder of the thieves,
says :

Tl \u25a0•\u25a0 is, in sliort,
no possible dcfen3c to 1 c madi for the men
who took their Henry rillcs and oollyfol-
lowed and shot down the alleged horse-
thievea, They knew, and every ordinarily
intelligent person knows, that in so doing
they committed murder ;that "organized
•'society* has, tliroug'i its c!iO3en me-
dium, made horn- stealing grand larceny,
punishablo by imprisonment and nothing
more, and he who inflicts a greater pun-
ishment becomes the greater criminal, and
more .dangerous to "organized society"
than the horse-thief, while the men who

login for and uphold the crime, whether
by word of mouth or in the columns of a
newspaper, become, morally, pariiceps
criminU, and there is no milder form of
puttin it consistent with the truth.

THE LATEST HORROR.

"Itnever rain 3 but it pours," would
a?em to be a proverb applicable especially
to great accidents. They rarely come
s;nclv and recently have so trodden upon

each ether's heels as to give much encour-
agement to those cheerful individuals who

delight to find in the troubles of the pres-

ent indications of the near approach of
tho?e latter days in which the worldis to

g>> to eternal ruin. The loss of the
training-ship Atalanti with her freight of

youth; theterrihle destruction constituent
upon the late oil fires ; the tornadoes of

the West and the wrecks they leftin their
path ;the disastrous conflagrations in the
great timber regions ;the sinking of the
Narragansett on Lcng Island Sound ;the
Santa Cruz horrrov, and now the burning
of the Seawanahaka, are bountiful texts
inpoint for the grewsome prophets. This
latest horror is aggravated by the fact that
the catastrophe took place in the very har-

bor of New York, in the presence of hun-

dreds of people and withample aid on every

hand. But so s.vift were the flames that
even rescue was difficult, and no effort
could be made to stay the fire. The fact
that so many as fiftylives were lost within
a few rods of shore, upon a comparatively
placid harbor, in broad day light,and with
scores of boats near at hand, gives point
tv the remarks in which we indulged yes-
terday with regard to the necessity of a
more general practice of the art of swim-
ming. Itis perfectly evident that most, if
not all, of those adults who lo3t their lives

at this disaster had time to divest them-
selves of heavy wraps, spring overboard,

and maintain themselves until the rescuers
arrived —many of whom were on the spot
in from live to ten minutes—or else strike
out for and reach the shore, which was but

a short distance away, if they had but

known how to swim. The stories ofCharles
Abel, the fireman, who, confident of his
own natatorial powers, yielded his lifepre-
server to another, and of Moires, the
porter, who, by like ability, saved the

woman who appealed to him, speak vol-
umes on this subject. Indeed it would
seem to justify the proposition that there
should be some requirement by which
swimming should be made a part of the
education of both men and women, wher-
ever the means for its practice are availa
ble. There is as much reason in it, ami

more, than in enforced calesthenic, mili-

tary and gymnastic exercises.
The Brooklyn Knj'1", remarking upon

the Xarragansett disaster, insists that"
women lean too much upon men. They

"should be taught to row, to swim, and to
"do a hundred other things which at pres-
"ent women are considered too delicate to"

learn, and the thought 13 one that ought
"to be more and more pressed upon atten-"

tion until a lady's education shall no
"more be considered finished until she is"

prepared, likea man, to rely upon herself
"inemergencies of danger. Knowing how"

to meet them willnot harm her any more
"than knowing how to swim willharm a
"woman who makes a voyage where there"

willbe no occasion to put the art to use.
'

Returning to tins latest steamboat dis-
aster ;the conduct of Captain Smith, who
piloted the Seawanahakfi, and stood at his
post at the peril of lu9 life, places liianame
among the rollo{ modern heroes. In sick-
ening contrast to his brave actions and
those of several of ins men, is the inhuman
conduct of some of the rescuers, who cau.o

upon the scene and coollybargained with
drowning men, women and children to
save them at so much per head, while
others swooped down upon tin: poor burned
wretches struggling in the water and

robbed them, unheeding their ciiea for
mercy. We almost U>se faith in humanity
when the record aiiiniis that there are such
liemls born of woman. From preterit ad-
vices it i difficult t.i arrive at the original
cause of the disaster. There seems to have
becu an explosion of sonic kind, followed

liatelyby liame? from amidships and
the burning of the steamer, which was
consumed like flax. Jt ia probable that
coal oil was nsed in the tire-room, as is not

unfriquently done, and that a cm of it e.\-

ploded. l-i no other way can we now ac-
-1 ount for tii" "\u25a0:. '..i. iiburst of dense Same
:;:i<i Binoke from that apartment. It is
certaiu that the- lire-extinguishing appli-

were not sufficient, for there aeems

to have been no application of streams to
the f!a:!ios, nor any effort to ch< 1 iv the fire,
until the boat c inld be beached. Itis not
unlikely an investigation willdevelop the
fact thr.t the ete;;r;i<;r wai not properly
armed with pumps, hose and 1xtinguishers,
and that there was an unpardonable e-.us<;

for the lire ;and it 13 just as unlikely that
any one willbo held responsible.

LIFE SAVING.

While the news record of tlio day is go

full of lives lost, comparatively little
thought is given to the fact that there has

been much of life saving from disasters
upon the great unmarked paths of the sea.
The returns of the life-saving statious on
the Atlantic coast are fullof heroic deeds
and longlists of lives snatched from the
waves. Ou tho great lakes the peril to
life ia quite as great, aud often greater,
than on the broader ocean. From July Ist
t<> l)eeeml*r 17, 1879, no less than eighty-
four vessels met with disasters on the
lakes, which placed their crewa md pas-
sengers, numbering 044 souls, in imminent
peri!. All of these beings v. re saved by
(im'erumcnt life-saving crews, with one
solitary exception. Tho property on these
ship3was valued at $1,055,662, of which
sufficient was paved by tlie crews to amount
in value to $626, 169.

1h' deeds of these life-saving crews are

seldom recorded by « facile pen ; they
arc written only upon the cold pages of
Qovernirent reports, in tho most concise
and methodical sentences, utterly stripped
of the romance and heroism which should
c.ing to them. Hut the stories of the gal-
lant deeds of brave men of the life-service
are not wholly lest. There arc communi-
ties where these hardy fellows are regarded
as true heroes, and the tales of their cour-

age and devotion are familiar to the public
ear. There is, for instance, the dra-
matic recital of the rescue of the
Captain and crow of the I'.n> mi r M rcury,
which was driven npon a bar, off shore
near Pentwater, i:i the midst of an awful
storm. Their solitary boat wa« disabled, the
rigging and bull covered with a mail of ice,
and the vessel fast going to pieces. The
men, badly Frozen, and aware of the fact
that ikilife-saving station was near, were
about to give op. They huddled to
in the cabin and bowed tinir heads, await-
ing tho grim visitor who comes but once.
Suddenly, in the middle of the night, there
appeared on the deck a band of heroes

—
thi y were the men from the life-saving sta-
tion fifteen miles away, who, taking their

lives in tiicir hands, had battled throngs
the furious seas and blinding winter's
storm to reach the wreck,- and they saved,

though with tho utmost difficulty, every
soul on tha'. vessel.

Another story i.s that of the loss of the

brig J. Bertacbe, seven miles from Point
aux Barques. There were forty-four per-

sons on the wreck. The storm was one of.
unprecedented violence, but the crew of
the life-saving station near by took old
Neptune by his beard, shook the angry
monarch, and like heroes that they were,
fought their way to the ship, took off every ;

person upon it, and returning for the bag-
gage and personal comforts of the suffer- j
ew, brought them away after an all-night
struggle in which every man of the crew
was momentarily exposed to death. In!

Aprillast thi3 same band of devoted men, |

laboring for the pittance Government pays j
such heroes, engaged in, another terrible. I
struggle with the storm king in an effort to

succor a foundeiing ship, arid every man

of them was lost.

These men left behind wives and chil-
dren. They knew that if they were lost,
those dependent upon them would be left
helpless. That knowledge, one would
think, should have cooled their courage

and have unnerved their arms. Perhaps
with other crew?, like knowledge may do
so, and hence it is that warm-hearted men, ]
who recognise and honor the valorous
deeds of these men of the coast, whose
duty it is to save life, are urging upon Gov-
ernment the duty it owes to these em-

pl.iyes, to guarantee pensions to the fami-
lies of those who freely give their lives in
this- service to the saving of the lives of
others. As a nitre matter of policy this
would seem to be a measure of wisdom.

TROUBLE IN THE TEMPLE.

Itis uot all smooth sailing at the Sau
Francisco Metropolitan Temple. Rev.
Mayor Kalloch has been bearded in his
lair. On his own chosen ground one of
the faithful openly and in the presence of

allhis people has charged him with failure
tokeep faith with the church. Itappears
that the trustees wanted less of political
harangue, and more of the love of God in
the pulpit. Mr. Kalloch, as the repre-
sentative on earth of the Almighty, was
neglecting the cause of the latter for the
lieldof politics. Kalloch had agreed with
his trustees to give up the forenoon exer-

cises at the Temple wholly to God, and in

consideration thereof the trustees were to
permit him to devote Sunday evenings in
the meeting-house to either Gad, man or
the devil. List Sunday morning, itis al-
leged, the reverend Mayor violated this
agreement by the delivery of a sermon

upon topics relating to the next election,
under the guise of a discourse preparatory
to a fulland patriotic embrace of the na-

tion's approaching birthday. Thereupon
Trustee Larzelere arose, and, marching un-
til he stood under the very droppings of
the pulpit, charged the pastor with a

breath of faith, and the services concluded
in much confusion. Larzilere, it appears,
has many supporters, and the matter has
created considerable excitement. It is
barely possible Mr. Kalloch will find lie
has mistaken the temper of California con-

gregations after all, albeit they are patient
and lung-suffering.

NOT PARALLEL CASES.

Winlc it has been difficult, as we have
before remarked, to get at the precise fast 9
of the late disturbances at Leadville, be-
cause there are always two sides to a story,
yet the fact that the Governor of' the
State was compelled to declare martia.l
law in the rioting camp 3was sufiieient to
place the strikers in the wrong. Now
comes the Arizona Democrat and attacks
the Governor, and says of the rioters :"

We have not heard they have committed
"any unlawful act. The right of citizens
"toassemble peacefully together and dis-"

cuss any question aff.cting their rights"
or their liberties should nut be abridged,

"and we are inclined to tLink that Gov-
ernor I'itkinlias made a mistake in this

ter. The decision of the Supreme
"Court of California in the Kearney case
•' should be a lesson to the would-be auto-
"crats who attempt to gag a full and free
"expression of public opinion." The
!h,!,'irr<tt. evidently did not understand
the Kearney case. That blatant howler
was not engaged in a riot, nor in actual
violence, but it is strange doctrine that
holds as apeaceful gathering an assemblage
of .'J.OOO men, m!io march, armed, to a
mine, and compel cessation of labor in it
by the persuasive eloquence of the shot-
gun and revolver. Such congregations of
people forfeit their rights, and must be
treated as mobs, and nothing leas.

SEEKING FOR THE CAUSE.

Professor Tice, the Missouri weather
sag., thinks the recent western tornadoes
were not in fact wind-storms. Such effects
could not have followed, he fays, tueh
causes. Objects were lifted and carried
long distances, timbers broken and struct-
ures demolished, which could not possibly
have l>eeii moved by the wind,no matter
with what force itMew. Then, too, he found
metal roofs destroyed and the buildings
unharmed otherwise, the ends of branches
of trees split into broom-like forms, the
bark stripped from all the sides of the

\u25a0 to., all which would not have re-

sulted from a mere wind-storm. He there-
fore sets up the theory that it was electri-
cal f. roe which moved the great weight,
stripped the trees, damaged metal more

than woid, tore to pieces green foliage,
but left dry leave 3and twigs untouched,
etc. There is 'much to warrent the belief
that some other powerful factor beside the
wind < iitcred into the recent disturbances
in the West. The Tice theory is worthy
of critical examination by meteorologists, at
hast, and like inquiry may determine thp

cause, also, of the excess of the north
winds on this coast this year, and it is pos-

sible that the cyclones of the west and the

electrically charged northers of the
Pacific, may be found to have a common or

like origin.
A CHEERFUL PROSPECT.

It is said that l>r.Turner, of the Na-
tional Hoard of Health, has authorized the

statement of his belief that the yellow

fever willvisit the Atlantic coast this sum-
mer, but he I>elievcß that in the South it
willbe confined to New Orleans, which is
pronounced nnclean —

very. The doctor

says'lSSO is the cycle in which the fever
may reasonably be expected at points from
Charleston to New York. The doctor is a

Some attempt had been
made to bury them, but in their ilight,the
Indians had left many of their dead un-
buried, and wagon loads of ute::sili and
dried meat where they were attacked.

Coming down the road, on the east side
of the river, about du.*k, last Sunday
evening, lays the Coluta Btm, we ran
through a school of small froga about the
size ot the end <>i a nan's thumb. They
made the road black for about a quarter of
a mile, and were all in ii<l for the river.
There was s pond on the east side of the
road in which they had probably hatched,
but it was drying out, and they were strik-
ing out through tall wheat and a dense
thicket for the river, a quarter of a mile
away.

The Oroville Mercury says : One of the
most favored counties in the State, so far
as taxes are concerned, is Butte county.

THE KOCHEFORT DUEL AND WHAT

INSTIGATED IT.

!Troublous Times—Swords and Bludgeons—
KoecMin's Letter—Kcchefort's Re-

ply—Another Duel.

Pakis, June 5, ISSO.
AllParia has been very much occupied

over th'o duel between Henry Rochefort
Iand Mr.Koechlin. Had the Government
| shown itself as wise as the people on the
i23d of May, all the censure and scandal
j which have followed would never have
ioccurred. When a number of radical Re-'
publicans proposed a demonstration at the

;graves of the members of the Commune at

jPere laChaise, the Government prohibited
] all manifestation and threatened the full

force of the law in case of disobedience.
That was all that was necessary, for the
radical journals advised their readers to
abandon the project and submit, as the
Government was the stronger and allstrug-
gle would be useless. But Mr. Andrieux,

jthe Prefect of Police, with all the impul-
Isiveness of his meridional blood, who has
beeii over-anxious to signalize himself
through some remarkable feat aside from
his proper duty of arresting the numerous
murderers wandering loose around the
country, fell withhis policemen armed with

CLUBS AND SWORDS
Upon the peaceful promenaders on the
Place de la Bastile. Aside from the usual

jpassers-by on a Sunday, there were only a
number of journalists collected in the
hopes of obtaining an item for the papers,
and as Mr. Andrieux saw socialists every-

Iwhere, these poor journalists in spite of
their protestations . were maltreated and
arrested. The present Prefect of Police
has been a demagogue of the worst kind,
for he has arrived at power only by Batter-
ing the basest passions of the people, but
now that their shoulders have hoisted him
to the position he now occupies., he turns
upon them with all the fury an enemy.
No one seems more desirous of crushing the
canailles (the poor people so called under
the monarchy and empire) as does Mr. An-
drieux. His conduct on the 23d caused a
great deal of scandal, for many peaceful
persons crossing the Place de la Bastile
were some of them injured, a groat many
arrested and not released until the follow-
ing day ; yet not a single guilty person
was to be found, and not a single amneatie
was among the number. The Municipal
Council proposed at their lirst meeting to
address an interpellation toMr. Andrieux,
which this last refused to accept and left
the hall The Municipal Council then
vote the blame on the Prefect of Police,
which after all amounted to nothing, for
he is the iriendof Gambetta ;and although
all the journals called for his resignation,
the Municipal Council were obliged to re-
tract their resolutions and Mr. Andrieux
has been allowed to retain his position,
sustained by an old law which the people
of France have inherited from their former

Audrieux, as a public functionary,
answered nothing, but the brother-in-law,
to whose duel Rochefort referred, con-
sidered that he had been sufficiently in-
sulted to ask reparation by arms. Mr.
Georges Koechlin, whose sister married
Mr. Andrieux, sent the following icttcr :

The friend, perceiving
that he had been discovered, struck Mr.
Koechlin several times on the face, thus
challenging him to fight. The son for
some time reflected as to what he had bet-
ter do. The act was a serious one, and
would, condemn the culprit to prison,
which would at the same time cast dis-
grace on the whole family.. Therefore Mr.
Koechlin decided in accepting the chal-
lenge, and in the encounter killed his op-
ponent. This circumstance is toldby the
iriends of Mr. Koechlin, and is unknown
to either Mr. Roobefort or the public.

RUINED KOBLEMAX

Of one of the oldest familes of France.
He earned his living by writingvattdevilU*,
in which he acquired a reputation. Henri
was educated at the College of St. Louis,
where he manifested an indifferent talent
for allhis studies and he left withouthav-
ing passed his baccalaureaet. His father
after obtained for him a modest position at
the Hotel de Ville. He was 35 years of
age when, after frequenting the vaiutevill-
l*tsfor a long time, he concluded to try
his pen ;he wrote a song against the Em-
press, which was sung insecret by all the
students and young men. At last the
Government learning who was the author,
Mr. Haussmau, the Prefect of Police at
that .time, immediately turned Henri
Rochefort out of the Hotel de Ville. Find-
ing himself j without profession and em-
ployment, and without any hopes of ob-
taining this last so long as the Empire
lasted, Henri Rochefort concluded
to resort to his pen.

After the war Rochefort farmed i
a part of the Provisional Government, and
had he remained withhis colleagues would
today in all probability be Minister of
France ;but he threw hini3elf into the
Commune, endeavored to escape, was
captured and sent to Noumea. His suf-
ferings there and his marvelous escape he

Gambetta sent him money to aid his es-
cape and that of his four companions, and
that 111 his attacks to-day against Gambetta
he proves that he is ungrateful. But every
one knows that did Gamoetta consent,
amnesty would be pronounced, when
Rochefort could return to his native land,
which privilege he wellmerits, for aiding
to demolish the empire was equivalent to
establishing the republic.
