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THE “NATION" ON GARFIELD'S RECORD,

We print to-day, and recommend to the
careful attention of our readers, an article
from the New York Nation upon General
Garfield’s cornection with the Credit Mo-
bilier affair. The Nation has analyzed the
case with complete impartiality, has shown
precisely how the charge originated, and
what it rests on, and after giving the full-
est examination to the whole -case reaches
the conclusion that the accased is not
guilty, It is scarcely necessary to say
that such testimony from a journal which
deservedly possesses sokigh a reputation for
probity and scrupulousness is of very great
weight, but the Nation’s exhibit is of a
character to convince all who arenot hope-
lessly prejudiced by partisan policy. The
question of Garfield’s implication in the
Credit Mobilier business is unfortunately
not one which can be determined either
way by conclusive evidence. It is em-
phatically a question of presumptions, for
there has never been produced any positive
and unmistakable proof connecting him
with the matter. The charge against bim
rests upon the averments of Oakes Ames
regarding acts alleged to have taken place
between four and five years previously,
and for the confirmation of which allega-
tions only and inconclusive
memorandum could be exhibited. Oakes
Ames said that he had held ten shares of
Credit Mobilier stock for Garfield, and
that he had paid him $329 on account of
dividends on that stock. Garfield denied
that he had ever agreed to take any stock,
but stated that he had on one occasion bor-
rowed $300 from Ames. The only corrob-
oration of Ames’ account consisted in a
memorandum by which Garfield appeared
to be credited with ten shares of stock, but
which furnished no indication that any
payments had ever been made to him. The
corroboration of Garfield’s account consists
in the fact that he never possessed any stock,
and that though according to Ames the
latter held certain stock for Garfield, it
never got into his hands nor were any divi-
dends paid to him. The patural presump-
tion is that if Garfield had regarded him-
self as the owner of this stock, he would
have demanded possession of it, and would
certainly have sought the dividends which
were being paid on it. But neither Ames
nor anyone clse has ever asserted that he
acted as though the stock was - his,
or as though he had any claim for divi-
dends upon it. Ultimately the issue re-
solves itself into one of veracity as between
Ames and Garfield, and here again it is ev-
ident that the preponderance of probabili-
ity is upon the side of the latter. In the
first place the Credit Mobilier investiga-
tion showed that the memory of Oakes
Ames was very treacherous. Hercpeatedly
referred to this infirmity in the course of
his evidence, and though heat one time af-
feccted to be positive that Garfield had
taken the stock, he could not, when sharply
pressed, support the assertion. He in fact
admitted that he ** may have been mistak-

PRINCE DEMIDOFE’'S GAMBLIKG.

A dispatch states that the Russian Prince
Demidoff recently lost $1,600,000 at bac-
carat, in a single night. This Prince Dem-
idoff is one of the wealthiest of the Rus-
sian nobility, and by all accounts a very
eccentric and highly disagreeable perscn.
He had a splendid palace at San Donato,
in Italy, and accumnulated there one of the
most maguificent art collections in Europe.
His pictures, statues, gems, carvings,
were world-renowned. But this very
fame finally disgusted Lim so that he
resolved to sell off the entire collection.
He declared that he was bored to death
by peonle coming to see his rarities, and
so about a’year ago he caused everything
to be sold at auction. The sale lasted
several weeks, and was attended by all the
collectors and virtuosi of Europe. The
aggregate receipts were extremely large,
and it waz believed by several good judges
that Demidoff had actually. realized a
very smart profit upon his original invest-
ments. No question of pecuniary benefit
was present in his mind, however, for he
has always been too wealthy to enjoy the
delights of that form cf speculation. If,
indeed, he has sustained as heavy a loss at
play as the telegraph alleges, it will make
very little difference to him ; and if he
should gamble away the whole of his prop-
erty, and then go and hang himself, it
would make no difference at all to that
world which he has never benefited by his
existence, :

AN IMPARTIAL ANALYSIS.

GENERAL GARFIELD . AND THE CREDIT
MOBILIER.

¢

[From the New York Nation, June 24th.}

In concluding our article on the Republican
nominee hl&st week w? alluded to certain
charges, having an unpleasapt aspect, which
it would not do for g.m pﬁitical friends to
ignore. Of these by far the worst-look-
ing was that which associated his name
with the Credit Mobilier swindie as a
holder of stock in that concern, and
in which he was accused of a disingenuons at-
tempt to free himself from his preper share
of responsibility in the matter by pretending
that the dividend which he received from the
stock was a small loan of money from Oakes
Ames. The Republican papers have touched
upon the matter in such a wayas to show |
that they would feel much more comfortable |
if there were no such charge to meet. We
have, therefore, made a careful examination
of all the evidence against Mr. Garfield
elicited by the Poland committee during the
celebrated investigation of 1873, with a view
of giving our readers a correct idea of its
character and of the probable conelusions to
be drawn from it.

It will be remembered that the investiga-
tion criginated from the putting of some one
hundred and eighty shares of stock in the
hands of Mr. Ames as trustee, for the pur-
pose of ‘‘placing it where it wonld do most
good.” This was done some time in the year
11867, Mr. Ames thereupon applied to a
| dozen or more of his personal friends in Con-
| gress to invest small sums in it on terms as,
liberal as the investors could honestly expect.
| Some paid in cash, and to those who had not
the cash to spare he offered to hold the stock
until the dividends should pay forit. The
general fact that som= of the stock had been
held by membersof Congress leaked out dur-
ing the Presidential campaign of 1872, and
on the opening of the session of Clongress in
December of that year, Speaker Blaine,
whose name had been promirently mentioned
in connection with the matter, moved the ap-
pointment of a committee of investigation.
We are now concerned only with such of the
evidence taken by the committee as relates
to Mr. Garfield, of which the followingz is a
summmary made up from the report of the
committee,

Among the first papers presented was a
rough memorandum submitted by Mr. Mc-
Comb, containing names of about a dozen
members of Congress supposed to have in-
vested in the stock. The name *“Garfield”
appears on the paper, but no indication of the
number of shares or any other particulars.
On his opening examination, December 17,
1872, Mr. Oakes Aines says of Gartield: “]
agreed to get ten shares of stock for him, and
hold it until he could pay for it.” He added
that Mr. Garfield never took his stock and
never paid for it, and he had no recollection
of ever having paid bim any dividend. He
had, however, given him (Mr. Garfield) some
$300 or $400, which he called a 'oan. (It will
be remembered that at the time this evidence
was given rearly five years had elapsed since
the supposed transaction.) The next day
Mr. Ames repeated, in the most unqualified
manner, that Mr. Garfield had never paid for
any stock or received any dividend.

On January 22d he told a somewhat differ-
eunt story. In December, 1867, or January,
1868, Mr. Garfield agreed to take stock. In
the following June Mr. Ames sold the bonds !
belonging to his stock for $77€¢, and received
a cash dividend of $600, which, after deduct-
ing $47 interest, left a balance of $329 due to
each holder of ten shares. This sum he paid
Mr. Gartfield, and that, he said, was the sole
transaction between them. He did not know
how the sum was paid, but supposed it was
paid in money. When asked whether he had
made any statement to Mr. Garfield c¢f what
he was paying the money for, he replied:
‘I presume I did ; I think I did with all of
them ; that is my impression.” He ““sup-
posed ” Mr. Garfield understood this to be
the balance of his dividend. He remembered
1o corversation in the transaction, and never

money himself or given the check to Mr,
Garfield, which seems to us almost equivalent
to :agmg that he did nat remember anythi

at all about it. Mr. Garfield says that when
Mr. Ames lent him the money the latter said
that if he took the stock they could settle
both matters together, so that it was easy for
the transactions to have been associated in
Mr. Ames’ mind. He also says that when he
repaid this loan he took no receipt, as he had
given nene, but verbally declined the proposal

moneys of a cash value of one or two thou- |
gand dollars for four years without a scrap of
evidence to prove his claim in case of Klr.
Ames’ death, without once asking fora dollar |
of the dividends, and without making any at- |
tempt to realize upon a dangerous invest- |
ment. To add to the improbability |
of the case, he had, in the meantime, built |
himself a house, a proceeding which usually |

order to give it respectability, than to secure
any favorable legisiature. In the event of nu
exposure it was evidently desirable to have
the best possible reputations at risk, and
therefore very natural to offer stock to men of
the right kind on very iiberal terms, About
the eud of 1867 Mr. Garfield was approached,
i both by George Francis Train and Mr, Ames,
! with offers of ten shares of stock at par, with |
the assurance that it would pay good diti- |
dends. He neither positively declined nor
accepted, but held the matter under advise-
ment. Some time during the next few months
{ Mr. Garfield, having exhausted his funds by
l a jomney to Europe, borrowed $300 of Mr.
| Ames, Whether this loan, which he admits
having received, is really identical with the
dividend of $320 which Mr. Ames professed
to have paid bim, may be an open question,
but the preponderance of probability seems
to be in the affirmative, for the simple reason
that it was very uatural that Mr. Awes’
treacherous memory should bave heen slightly
at fault after the lapse of five years, We
might pertinently ask whether one can cor-
rectly ge said to remember & payment when
he cannot recall a single oue of the at-
tendant circumstances.

In addition to all this, if Mr. Gar- |
field held the stock, knowing it to be disre;‘m- |
table, he had an additional wmotive for dis- |
connecting his name from it; so that the
plaintiff ’s case implies, not ouly that he de-
nied himself his money in this inexplicable
manner, but that he did so under peril of ex-
posure.

We consider the admitted conduct of both
perties during the four years alluded to, from
1868 to 1872, as sufficiently refuting the un-
certain and vacillating testimony of Mr.
Ames as to what Mr. Garfield agreed to
do. No doubt he held the ten shares
of stock for Mr. Garfield; he was
very desirous that the name and  good-
will of that gentleman should be secured, and
he had no reasons for otherwise disposing of
the stock. The transaction, entirely verbal
in its form, was one in which there was room
for indefinite misunderstanding on both
sides, and it is quite possible that Mr. Ames
might have forgotten any verbal refusal of
the stock. At the same time his failure to
tender either dividends or evidences of owner-
ship lends color to the suspicion that he no
more looked upon Mr. Garfield as owner than
the latter did himself. His apparent state-
ment that Mr. Garfield, after he had been
implicated by the testimony, claimed $2,400
due him, is so preposterous that we need not
qul:te Mr, Garfield’s explanation of the mis-
take.

At the same time it is to be.remembered
that the Congressional Committee, which
contained such Republicans as Mr. Poland,
Mr. Banks and Mr. McCrary, did find
that Mr. Garfield agreed to take the stock,
and received the dividend of £329; in other
words, they believed Mr. Ames’ story, and
did not believe Mr. Garfield’s desial. But
the evidence on which they based their con-
clusion is before the world, and they have no
such judicial authority as to make their find-
ing anything more than a very disagreeable
fact for Mr. Garfield’s friends and a very use-
ful one for his enemies. We must say for our
own part that until now we had overlooked the
long interval which elapsed between the distri-
bution of the stock and payment of the divi-
dend and the investigation., We are satisfied
that Mr. Ames’ admitted failure during all
that period of four years either to attempt to
deliver the stock or to pay any subsequent
dividends on it, and Mr. Garfield’s admatted
failure to ask for either stock or dividends,
though confessedly in great need of money,
give Mr. Gartfield’s version of the transaction
the strongest kind of corrchoration, and,
taken in connection with what is known of
his life and character, would be sufficient, if
he were not a Presidential candidate, to clear
him in the eyes of all reasonable men of
every imputation arising out of it,

There is little news as to the position of
affairs at Pekin.
