Besides this place
in London they had “ Preceptories ” ail over |

rank and dignity that he sat as the first of the
lay Barons in Parliament, thus being ac-
counted the first of the Pears of the realm.
In the years A. D. 1312 Pope Clement V.
dissolved the Order, and directed King Ed-
ward I. to give their lands and pos-
r@wsions in_ England to the Knights
Hospitalers, who continued to hold them until
the time of King Henry VIII. About this
time, A. D. 1319, Pailip the Fair, of France,
commenced the persecution of the Templars,
in which the noblest and bravest of the
Knights suffered martyrdem, including
Jacques De Molai, the Grand Master.

AMERICAN TEMPLARISM.

The institution of Knights Templar of the
United States is an American imnstitution,
based on the idea of **the poor fellow-soldiers

the

of Jesus Christ,” and descending direet]yl

from the ancient Templars, though meodified
to suit the age. The costume adopted is
very similar to that of a geuneral ufficer of
the United States army. The present orgar-
ization of Knights Templar in America was
created in 1816 by the members comprising
eight separate encampments, and according
to very high autherity, “Templary in the
United States received its first impetus from
the Sapreme Council A. and A. S. Rite,
thirty-third degree.. The earliest Grand
Encampment, that of New York, was
chartered by a Cousistory of the thirty-second
degree, and they founded their constitutions
on the independence of the United States in
civil government, having their chief head
and chief government in their own country,
and its jurisdiction bounded only by the civil
jurisdiction of such government; adopting
regulations they considered applicable and
advisable to the requirements of the Masonic
body in the United States, The Order is
therefore with them pecunliarly Awerican,
derived from the ‘Kadosh,’ the thirtieth or
Templar degree of the A. and A. S. Rite, in
which thke death of the last Grand DMaster,
De Molai the martyr, is commemorated in
the legends of the degree and hlack insignia
horn as a symbol of mourning, 1t is an ably
formed organization.”

The Krights Templar are essentially a
Christian organization. In their emblems,
their ritual, and on their banners, they con-
stantly recall the cross and passion of the
ledeeiber. While on the one hand they do
not demand a belief in the doctrine of the
I'rinity in Unity, they inculcate it in many
of their tervices, and are, therefore, as a
class, the American Defenders of the Faith
“once delivered to the saints.” In every
communi‘y in which they are established
they enrollin their Asylums representative
men, and they stand to-day sui geneiis as re-
gards wealth and respectability.

SecoxD WARD GARFIELD AND ARTHUR
{'LuB —A large and enthusiastic gathering of
Republicans of the Second Ward assembled
last evening under the auspices of the Second
Ward Garfield and Arthur Club, at
their headguarters on Fourth street.
