At any rate the
seeming irrespoasibility of any person or
persons connected with the vessel is very
remarkable. I doubt if the same thing
would have proved true of any other boat
plying in these waters ; for our vessels, of
all kinds, are as a rule mismanaged with
eulpable carelessness.
REV. ROBERT COLLYER,
Of the Church of the Messiah, preached
on Sunday the last sermon of his first
pastoral year, and has gone to Nantucket
for the summer.

Very few persons who pass the north-

west corner of Nassau and Wall streets,

where they are now reconstructing the

marble building, remember, if they ever |

knew, that it is the site of the original

Herald office. From the basement of 20
Wall street, forty-five years ago the 6th of
last wonth, was issued the first number of
the Herald by James Gordon Bennett, who
had only $500 of cash capital, but any
amount of energy, enterprise, industry and
understanding of the public need. He
was then the sole editor, and his editorial
Jdesk consisted of a board supported on two
w~rapty barrels, His attempt was sublime
1. its audacity, for he entered into direct

« canized and prosperous journals. He

When the Herald was
started there were seven large morning
papers called sixpennysheets, the Gazette
and General Advertiser, Mercantile Adver-
tiser and Newr York Advocate, Daily Ad-
vertiser, Morning Courier and Enquirer,
Journal of Commerce, the Times (not the
present 7'imes, but another sheet of the
the same name published by Holland,
Langford & Davis) and the Business Re-
porter and Merchants’ and Mechanics’ Ad-
vertiser. There were also stour sixpenny
evening papers and four small daily penny
papers. Of the whole fifteen only four are
pow alive, and the four combined have not
the revenue of the Herald. How fast
time moves ; what great changes it works !
The smali, dingy sheet of forty-five years
ago has become an enormous property,
yielding tothe son of the original propri-
etor from $400,000 to $500,000 a year,
and performing some of the grandest jour-
nalistic feats ever known. The elder Ben-
nett consecrated his lifs to the Herald, and
the consecration produced golden fruit.
The Herald revolutionized the journalistic
world, making its first great hit by giving
a full account of the gregt New York
fire December 16, 1835. 5u§1 a thing had
never been attempted or dreamed of be-
fore here or anywhere. It took the town
and country by surprise; it laid the
foundations of the Herald ; it made the
superb superstructure possible.

HOW THE FOURTH WAS CELEBRATED
IN BAN FRANCISCO,

A Receipt—Women at Matinees—
Curiosity About Actresses,

Sax Fraxcisco, July 7, 1880.
The Fourth is dead and gone, and ex-
®losive patriotism died away in little
rumbles somewhere next day. ““If I were
the bonanza,” remarked an old soldier in
his enthusiasm, *‘I would hire a thousand
men and one more to see that they were
kept busy setting off fireworks on the
Fourth of July.” With everybody *‘if”
seems about the biggest word in the En-
glish language, and no one thousand men
were hired to make a noise here on
the ever-glorious day. But plenty
of mnoise  was made, = though—so
much that mary stole away to country
retreats to be rid of it, and then again

plenty and plenty came in from the country
to see and hear. For me, 1 love a crowd,
the excitement that thrills the multitude,
the eager, rapid tread of feet and the hum
of jostling voices, and on Monday I had it
all. Besides the procession, the street was
one throng of people. Sitting in a window
commanding the full: length. of Kearny
street, the sight was an imposing one—the
pompous military, the Orders with full in-
signia, the shining carriages, the prancing
horses, the glistening brass instruments of
the bands, the waving banners, all moving
in slow accord, made my heart beat and
the blood leap to my cheeks. An arch,

A GRAND AND CURIOUS ARCH,
Spanned Market street, which looked with
its fort and stone gateway as though it had
slipped out from the quaintness of old his-
tory, and yet a close inspection, also, re-

vealed that its granite wall was painted
canvas, its cannon stovepipe, and its
cannon balls Chinese bombs.  During
the day I saw three sights with babies at
which I wondered not a little. A hand-
somely-dressed woman sat in a large plate-
glass show-window on Market street, m
full view of hundreds. Now to see a
mother nursing her baby, cooing over it,
and ‘““loving” 1t with her arms while its
little hand wanders toward her cheek and
and its eyes, filled with the liquid baby
love, look up to her, is as tender and pretty
a picture as could be presented. Bat this
woman had unbared her dress from waist
to throat and to the gaze of the ever-chang-

lessly, exposed an expanse of billowy
breast that might easily have done
daty for several pairs of twins.
Her hands were clasped about her
infant, and her eyes were fixed afar as
though no idea of the impropriety of the
deed had ever crossed her mind. I have
never seen a woman in San Francisco till
this one who nursed her child immodestly.
Then I stopped to gaze in horror at a heed-
less young couple gaping open-mouthed at
the sights, When I say *‘ open-mouthed ”
allow the grain of salt, for I mean they
seemed exceedingly interested. The hus-
band chivalrously carried the baby, a
sturdy little creature with flushed cheeks,
who was sound asleep, tired out with the
excitement of theday. Its head had fallen
back over its father’s arm so far that it
seemed to me a gurgle must escape from the
little throat as the feet below tramped
heavily along. Its throat was

rant doors, painfully suggestive of having
been wrang. I could bave screamed out
after that heedless young couple, but be-
fore I could screw my courage to the Stick-
ing point, they were gone ; but that poor
little throat stays yet in my memory,
Going a block further my attention was at-
tracted tc a long trailing mass of tucks and
ewbroidery, flowing over a dark costume,
and following it upward, my eye came
upon a little, little baby, surely not more
than six weeks old.

the corner. But there were many happy
sights ; but the happiest one I saw was a
woman whose first grand holiday it was in
I don’t know how many years. There are
g0 many women shut off by expanse of
country from advantages and pleasures of
city life. Do they have an idea of how
many women, living in the city, there are
who never go to a theater ? who never hear
any music or spend an evening out?
who bave no knowledge of Kearny
street when it puts on its Saturday
afternoon ? who never go to church,
or meet people, or find time to read
the papers?

MECHANIOAL NOTES.

Inpia-RueBer Hose ror Hicu Sream
PRESSURE.—At a late meeting of the
Edinburgh Association of Science and
Arts, held recently, a short communication
was made by William Firth on the use of
india-rubber hose for steam and high-pres-
sure purposes. He exhibited a piece of
canvas and rubber hose capable of with-
standing a pressure of 4,000 pounds to the
square inch, and also several other pieces
of canvas and rubber packing, which, he
said, were most useful for engineérs.

PERFECTION OF MODERN MACHINERY, —
The degree of perfection that inachinery
has reached is shown by the work of the
new Indiana State-house. But seven men
are building this immense structure, and
their progress daily is from seventeen to
twenty times greater than that of the large
force of workmen employed when the
Court-house was built. The cause of this
great saving is the little ‘‘ traveler” now
in use at the State-house. These are small
engines that run upon the scaffold tracks
in all directions, and do work which re-
quired fifteen men with the old hand der-
ricks. They also save much time, for a
stone that was formerly laid in from two
to seven hours, is now placed in position in
fifteen minutes, with scarcely any trouble
or extra exertion on the part of the work-
men.

TuBe-WELLs FOR LARGE SCPPLIES OF |
WaTER. —For the last eight or nine years,
the leading breweries at Burton-on-Trent
have obtained the bulk of their water sup-
plies from a number of tube-wells con-
nected with one pump. Allsopp & Co.
pump 600,000 gallons daily from 30 3-inch
wells, and Bass & Co. 500,000 gallons from
25 tubes. Thus, in one town, two brew-
eries are obtaining sufficient water for a
town of 40,000 iohabitants, Although
some of these Burton wells are within a
stone’s throw from the Trent, the quality,
level and temperature of the water diifer
from those of the river water. The town
of Carmarthen, in Wales, is supplied by 10 |
2-inch tube-wells, In sandy soils, strain-
ers or filters are used, which prevent sand
coming into the tubes. A tuhe-well was
sunk in a very fine sand at Chisel-
hurst, by pumping up six barrow-
loads of sand and replacing it with gravel.
One advantage of the gravel filter is its
imperishability, and if made sufficiently
large, the velocity of the water is not suf-
ficient to bring the grains of sand within
the area acted upon by the pump. In
rocks and other hard strata the method of |
sinking tube-wells is similar to that em-
ployed in making artesian borings ; but the
mode of pumping and development of sup-
ply are entirely different from the tube-
well system. Bored tube-wells can be
made through any stratum and to any
depth that an ordinary artesian boring can
reach. The Lower Grounds, Birmingham,
with their ornamental waters, fountains,
and extensive gardens, derive their entire
water-supply from a single 5.inch well
sunk about two hundred feet deep. By
means of this well an annual savirg of |
£300 for water-rape is effected. Two tube-
wells at West Thurrock yield a daily sup-
ply of 220,000 gallons from the chalk.

SerecTiNG TooL-STEEL.—Hardness, ten-
acity, facility of working under the ham-
mer, and of receiving temper, are requi-
sites of good tool stee!. The presence or
absence of some of these qualities cannot
be ascertained except by actual experi-
ment ; yet good judgment will enable a
man to ascertain, with an approach to
accuracy, the quality of steel without sub-
jecting it to the action of fire and water
and the hammer. Pure iron containe no
carbon, but tool steel contains from 1 to 2
per cent. Sosmall is this amount, that it
18 not surprising that it requires judgment
and experience to select steel in the bar.
One of the tests is to apply a drop of
nitric acid to the surface of a fresh frac-
ture. It will leave a black stain on good
steel, but not on iron or low steel. An- |
other test is to observe the color and tex-
ture of a freshly made fracture. Thisshould
present a fine grain, with a dull silvery
fuster, and of uniform color. Poor steel
may show a close grain, but it will be
mottled in color. But the only sure test
is in working the steel. Draw the end of
the bar, heated to a cherry red, under the i
hammer, to a fine point. If it will admit |
of being so pointed, that is a good indica- |
tion. Plunge it into the hardening bath
while hot, and when chilled, give it a few

ntle blows with the hammer. If itis
tough and does not fly, but requires some
hammering and bending back and forth to
break it, that is another good indication.
If the fracture shows a fine, even, lively
grain, the test is complete and the work-
man may be satisfied. One of the best
tests is to make and temper a cold chisel
from the bar. 1If it stands well the chip-
ping on a casting the steel will make good
turning tools. But, after all, the good
judgment of the experienced forger is worth
more than empirical tests.

CrysTaL Ice.—A skating surface, called
by its inventor ‘¢ crystal ice,” has been laid
down in a London skating rink. It con-
gists of a mixture of the carbonate and
sulphate of soda. The crystallization of
these salts produces a floor which so closely
resembles ice, both in appearance and the
resistance of its surface, that when it is a
little * cut up ” the deception is s2id to be
quiet astonishing. It can be skated on
with ordinary iee skates. When rough-
ened too much it is smoothed by steaming
with an apparatus provided for the pur-
pose. 2

CuANNEL TusNEL.—The Frojectors of
the English Channel tunnel, it appears,
have by no means abandoned their ambi-
tious enterprise. Late advices indicate
that the running of & small experimental
drift is about to be commenced. The ob-
ject of the same is to determine beyond
doubt the important question of the exist-
ence or absence of crevices in the stratam
beneath the channel through which the
tunnel will ultimately be bored.
