instructions to Regisiers and Beccivers.
WasuiNeToN, July 9th, — Cemmissioner
Williamson of the General Land Office, has
to-day issued a series of detailed instructions
to all Registers and Receivers, which pre-
scribe the re tions necessary to carry into
effect the law enacted at the last session of
Congress for refunding all excess in the pay-
ment of ordinary purchase money, fees and
commissions on void entries of public lands,
The Act sffects thousands of settlers through-
out. the Western States and Territories,
The first section authorizes the repayment
to innocent parties of the fees and commis-
sions paid by them on entries of fraudulent
soldiers’ and sailors’ additional howmestead
serip, of which very large quantities were
forged and set afloat in the Western States
some years ago. Commissioner Wililamson’s
instructions requite a thorough proof of the
innocence of the applicants for relief under
this section. The second sgetion provides for
the repayment of the purchase money and of |
fees, commissions and excess payments in all
cases where the entries of pubiic lanfls have
been canceled for conflict, or where from any
cause the entry has been erroneously allowed
by the local Land Offices, and cannot be con-
firmed ; also for refunding the extra $1 25
per acre paid by pre emption settlers for
fands supposed to be double minimum lands,
within raiiroad limits, but afterwards discoyy
ered to be outside of such limits, and there-
fore purchasable at the ordinary minimum

thereof, $1 25 per acre. All these re-
payments may be made to the party
who made the original entry, or

to his heirs, executors or administrators,
or to an assignee specially authorized to re-
ceive such repsyment; but a mere convey-
ance of the laud will not be deemed to carry
with it the right to repayment, unless ex-
pressly so stated in the assignment. Where
there has been a conveyance of the land, and
the original purchaser applies for repay-
ment, he must conclusively show that he has
indemnified his assignee or perfected the
title 1 him through another service. As-
signees of the title to land must show by affi-
davit or otherwise that they have mnot
been indemnified by their grantors for tue
failure of such title, and the title has not been
perfected in them by their grantors through
anothersource. Wherethereisaspecificassign-
ment of the purchase-money, evidence of non-
indemnuification by the grantor is not required,
in the case of the desert land entries, the as-
ignees of the purchase money are the only
signees recoguized. QAll applications for
:payment are to be transmitted, together
with all papers in the case, to the Commis-
<ioner of the General Land Office through the

An urzent appeal was made to the President
some six weeks since, and again on the 16th
of June, for the removal of United States
Marshal Fitzsimmons, upon the ground of
lukewarmness in supporting the Internal
Revenue officers in their efforts to break up
illicit distilling in the State of Georgia.
It was even claimed that the course
of this officer proved a positive
obstruction to the execution of the laws, and
that while the revenue officers in every other
State had succeeded in fully enforcing the
revenue laws, in Georgia alone the Moon-
shiners continued to defy them, and were
more or less encouraged by officers who
should naturally be expected to vigorously
enforce the laws, but who failed to show any
inclination to do so. In the case of Marshal
Fitzsimmons, although considerable pressure
had been brought to bear upon the President
for his removal, no action has as yet been
taken, and so far as can be learned the mat-
ter has not yet been brought to the attention
of the Cabinet. His case differs from that of
District Attorney Farrow, in that his com-
mission has not yet expired, and his removal
during the recess of Congress, except for good
or sufficient cause, would directly antagonize
the tenure of office act.

Hanged for Murder,

— George Allen
Price {colored), the murderer of Viilie Blazk,
a tobacco merchart, was hanged in the yard
of the Hamilton county jail at 20 minutes
past 11 o’clock to-day, and eut down dead
20 winutes later. He was formerly a Catho-
lic, then a Baptist, and later of no faith
whatever, except that he expressed himself
as resting on divine clemency if there was a
hereafier. He refused priestly intervention,
hoped for parden from the Governor uniil
two hours of the end, and was especially anx-
ious about his surviving wife and children.
He drauk a great deal of whisky this morn-
ing, and wrote to Judge Longworth, who
sentenced him, asking him for forgiveness for
the abusive letter he had written. He ex-
pressed a hope that there might be a here-
after, so that he might repay the many kind-
nesses done him by the ladies. He fully re-
alized the justice of bhis punishment.

The Amnesty Question.

Paris, July 9th.—The committee of the
Senate has adopted an amendment to the
awmnnesty bill proposed by Genseral Pellissier,
excluding incendiaries and assassins, and per-
sons who have been condemned after due trial,
from the benefits of the bill. Jules Simon,
addressing the committee after the adoption
of this amendment, said he should always be
of the epinion that the committee should vote
down General Pelissier’s motion. He re-
minded the House that the most guilty Com-
munists were those condemned in contuma-
cion, and consequently undefended, and that
it would, under this circumstance, be unjust
to pardon such men while others were ex-
cluded from the proposed benefits. If the
Senate voted amnesty with limitations the
agitation in the country wonld continue. The
second pMrt of the bill, in the form proposed
by the committee, was adopted—141 to 123.
The Senate then agreed to the amendment
moved by Mionord, proposing that the excep
tion by the bill against murderers aud in-
cendiaries shall not apply to conviets whaose
sentences have already been commuted, The
bill was finally passed by 176 to 98.

One dark night he was hauling
the night express around a curve like a
meteor. A tree had been blown across
the track by a storm, and he ran upon it
before it could be seen. The train was
smashed and he was badly hurt. He got
well in time, and took his place at work,
but lost it, and he couldn’t get a passenger
train on any road. The accident kilied
his ‘nerve,” and he couldn’t take a train
through on even schedule time. He was
always lagging and behind time. That is
the fate of a great many. A bad accident
to a fast train nearly always spoils a good
engineer.”

“They are always in danger,” said the
reporter.

““Yes; if there's an accident they are
almost sure to be killed. They go through
life on faith and by good luck. Oae day,
several years ago, I went out for a day’s
hunting in the country, and made arrange-
ments for an engine to be sent out for me
at7 o’clock. It came, and, with three of
us aboard, started to make the run of
twenty-five miles an hour ahead of the reg-
ular train. We got out a mile or two and
the headlight fiickered and went down.
The engine was stopped and the lantern
was tinkered with, and we started again.
We ran a few miles, and had to stop and
tinker with the confounded lamp again.
This time it went out clear, and to our hor-
ror we discovered that the regular train
was within five minutes of us, and there was
no side-track near. It was as dark as origi-
nal chaos, not a star out. The engineer
started carefully, worked the throttle out
gradually, and, all of us clinging to the
cab for dear life, the race began., For all
that we could see it was a plunge into
space. The engine snorted and rolled, and
fairly flew along the track, until the wel.
come light of the home yards fell upon us.
We had run fifteen miles on pure faith in
pine minutes, and the regular train was an
hour and forty minutes behind time !”

‘“ That was a close shave on luck.”

“Yes; I don’'t want to ride under pres-
sure again.”—[Louisville Courier-Journal.

Toe Exercy oF CycLoNEAN Foroes.— |
In discussing the two eyclones which vis-
ited the Bay of Bengal in October, 1876,
Mr. Elliott, meteorclogical reporter to the
governmant of Bengal, incidentally gives |
some idea of the cyclonean forces which are |
developed by such storms. The average
‘“ daily evaporation” registered by Bengal
instruments in October is ‘‘two inches.”
The amount of heat absorbed by the con-
vergion of this amount of water daily over
so0 large an area as the Bay of Bengal is
enormous. ‘‘Roughly estimated,” says
Mr. Elliott, ‘it is equal to the continuous
working power of 300,000 steam engines of
1,000 horse-power.” A simple calculation
will show that it suffices to raise aloft over
45,000 cubic feet of water every 24 hours
from every square mile of the bosom of the |
bay, and transport it to the clouds which |
overhang it. When we extend the calcu- |
lation from a single square mile to the area |
of the whole Indian gulf, the mind is lost
in the effort to conceive the force which, in
a day’s time, can hift 50,000.000 tons. Yet
it would be easy to show that such figures, |
fabulous as they seem, do not adequately |
represent the cyclonic forces of 'a single |
storm.”
