THE QUINCYSYSTEM.

THE HEW METHOD TO;BE INTROEUCED

".': IN ODE CITY SCHOOLS.

Something of Its* Origin—The Primary

Teach ng of Leading Importance—
liteQualification Requisite for

a Successful Teacher.

. :Inaccordance with the recent action of the
Board of Education the method *of teaching

known as . the rational or Quincy system, is
soon to be;introduced in'. our city schools,

more perhaps as an experiment than *other-
wise, for practically nothing is known of it
in this section, and few even have much con-
ception of the course pursued in teaching

under. this system^ A lady.teacher
'
from

•Quincy, Mass., has been employed ;by the

.Board for the present year, at a salary of
51,000, and willarrive about the firstof Sep-
tember, or in time to commence after, the
vacation which willfollow the close of the
first two months of the school ;year. Thus
far. the Board has not determined in which
building or in just what manner
toe new teacher will be employed—

.whether simply teaching under • the new
method iv one sdhuol, or, at the same time
introduce itinto more by giving supervisory
charge to the teacher for this purpose. -This
willnot probably be determined until after
her arrival and consultation upon the subject,
as to the most advisable course to be pursued.

Toe question of interest at the .present
time is, what is the new method of teaching,
and what evidence is there that ithas estab-
lished itself beyond the experimental period?
This system of teaching was first devised and
successfully established by the renowned
philanthropist and reformer, Heinrich Pesta-
lozzi, of Zurich, jSwitzerland, in the year
1775. During that year he collected about
fifty small, homeless and more or less de-
praved children and opened the school at
Newhof, near Zurich, and so "successful
did it prove that it has

'

the established method ,of '/\u25a0 public '.-\u25a0 and
private educational institutions in Switzer-

Iland and throughout the German States.
Iexcept .'-'. where . education is mostly ' un-
|der the control of the Catholic clergy. • There
jitis known as the rational' or I'estaloz/.ian I
system, and is essentially the same as what is j
called the Quincy system in this country. It|. proceeds upon the theory of drawing out the

!natural reasoning faculties rather than mouth- j
!ing from books, and that the best teachers |
Iare required for the primary. A lady now j
j residiug in this city, who was educated under
this method by thoroughly competent Ger-
man teachers, and herself taught it several
years, furnishes the following outline in rela-
tion to the theory of the system and qualifi-
cations of teachers. A brief treatise on the
methods of teaching willhereafter be.given.'

PRIMAItT EDUCATION..Primary education (the word "teaching" is
too limited) has three main objects. Inthe
first place, itaims at slow but comprehensive
mental development slow, as a forcing pro-
cess, no matter how 'brilliantits results may
appear at the time to be, is unscientific as
well as unwholesome. Education is an art
and a science as much as medicine and
astronomy, and as capable of progress in
theory and practice. Secondly— lt imparts
manual skilland trains the senses, as instru-
ments for the acquisition of knowledge. !
Music, drawing and school gymnastics enter j
largely into this branch of instruction, and
the hygiene of the school* room is made of
primary importance. Finally, the develop-
ment of the mind as wellas of the senses are
made instrumental in giving force and per-
manence to the moral education of the child.
These three educational elements

—
mental,

manual. and moral
—

interdependent and
supplement of each other, and in the new
system are taught and carried along with
equal pace together. Primary education, in
its highest sense and best method of teach-
ing, develops the mind and body, and forms
the character of the future man and woman ;
it aims to furnish the key to knowledge, and
to cultivate the heart.

THE ______
One of the most fatal defects intheory of

the oldsystem has been that .primary educa-
tion is of secondary impoitance ; that the
object of the primary department is to teacii
the children to ''read and cipher," and thus
prepare them to commence being taught in
the higher school., and that any one who can
obtain the lowest grade of Certificate

"
will

do well enough to. teach in the primary."
While universities and colleges are iv a
measure protected against imposition, there
is noguarantee of fitness whatever as in the
lower paths of education, ias the so-called
teachers' examinations are simply a farce and
popular delusion, :So far as a method |
of ascertaining actual qualifications, the
primary department has all along been the
step child of education, a veritable Cinderella.
Did a young lady or gentleman desire genteel,
easy employment until something better______ "

turn up"
—

was the school-
room, and, ifnot well enough educated to
get a high grade certificate, they could at
least get the lowest and teach the littleone".

Hence, in America,
primary teaching is no profession —

it is a

as quickly as pos.ible, as being "good enough
for p. raw btgiuner, but below the
;.*'DIGNITY (\u25a0_\u25a0 EXPERIENCED TEACU-BS." .'.''-_

There used to be a saying that if a boy was
too stupid for the law and too cowardly for

| the aruiy, he would do f..r the ministry at
jleast. Itmay be said withgreater force that *

Iit a person is unfit for the arts and proles- '-.
sions, and too lazy to work, he is put iii the ,
school-room to teach the little ones. The I
latter have thai mentally been fed on skim*
milk and gruel, administered by self-ap-
pointed and too often unfit nurses. In short,
the primary ha? all along been purgatory to
both teachers as well as pupi s, with this dif-
ference, that they do not leave it with any
fitness for better things. la the new method—

new at lea*t to the American public the
theory is reversed. Itputs its best, bright
est teachers in o the primary and there lays a
broad and solid foundation for the whole edu-
cational structure. Every stone in this foun-
dation is hewn by ma-terry bands and ex-
actly fillsits place inthe grand whole ;it is

constructed with a distinct, artistic end in
view; and is execu. d by thoroughly selected
maste* .v. rkmen. Subsequent workmen may
fail in the finishing of the edifice, but the
foundation willlast fur a lifetime.

Haw beainneis. then, no matter how brill-
iant the graduates -from colleges or univer-
sities may be (in fact the latter are more e*-
spt cially oj'ctionable as being !...• well stuffed
with book lure), are whollyunfit for the work
of the primary, unless they have been in
training for the work. Without this there is
no royal road to success in the common school
under the new method. The slipshod, lazy, |
-,i..,li.rf. modes now in vogue are utterly I
useless there.

Board of Health. .Although likeall thinking
me. a "full"man, our ideal teacher is by no
means a talker, in the common sense of*the
word. He does not stand on the rostrum lec-
turing to the children

-
and disgorging :his

varied|knowledge for his own edification, if
not for that of his scholars. 1 1 He is not to do
the scholars' work. His best (forts are cal-
culated to enable the children to do the work
forthemselves. This is the keystone of suc-
cess in the primary. The model man has a
faculty for drawing out an astonishing amount
of information from _ very simple subjects,
and very commonplace ;children, by mere
seemingly artless questioning, and he makes
the knowledge * thus

'
elicited subservient to

practical ends :nor dots he fail to catch the
moral bearing if each question, even where
the untrained intelligence ': fails to perceive
that ithas a moral aspect. Add tothe above
qualifications self* control, patience, rand a
warm-hearted love for the littleones, and the
model primary teacher is tolerably complete.
By this itwill be seen that the modern de-
mand is to take education out of the hands
of the ignorant, the unfit and the unripe, and
to put it on a strictly scientific basis, in ac-
cordance with the advance made in other
fields of human skill and knowledge. The
tools hitherto the clumsiest and moot bung-
ling are jto be replaced by appliances the
most exquisite ; the workmen, until now
thought to quire the least fitting qualifica-
tions, must enre place to a corps of trained,
enthusiastic and often life-long votaries. In
short, primary education must take its proper
place :in. the ranks of modern _ progressive
sciences a place so long denied it—although
teaching, above all others, is "Die jWissen-
schaft welche Wissen shafft" "the knowl-

Iedge which seeketh to know," or
"

the mind-
jwork which teacheth the mindits work."

But some kinds
of flesh have a magical virtue attached to
them. A man whosuffers in any member
of his body seeks a cure by eating the cor-
responding part of a hyena. The hyena is
also eaten in the neighborhood of Suez, for
a friend of mine who shot: one near the
Wells . of -loses was • requested . by the
B-douins to give them a leg. Asimilar
virtue attaches to the flesh of the gemsbok
(Wudheyhy), a rare species of antelope,
found far in the interior. When eaten, it
