of the Bastile was indeed a great event for
France. It was the triumph of the People"
over the hideous system of feudalism which
for so many centuries 'had 'crushed ; the
French masses, and which had at length
fatally corrupted the aristocracy, and un-
dermined the dynasty. .'-

'
The Bastile was

the • embodiment of irresponsible Power.
It was the disdainful answer ,of Royalty
to the appeals of the people. Its grim and
dreadful cells had closed over every feeble j

effort at progress and ;justice ,made by
patriotic ;souls, for generations. "It had
served the tierce and cruel aristocrats as an
earthly Hell, where they could consign
their enemies. .It was natural that it
should have become the focus of popular
hatred and loathing, and that when" in the
fullness of: time its doom was sealed, the
infuriated -populace should rend its very
stones apart, with a vindictiveness which
sought in the passive granite some power of
suffering vengeance. The. llastile was a

terrible nightmare, and the Revolution
dispelled it. Nor

'

could it have -fallen
more fitly or _dramatically. To the :last
its black walls and frowning battlements
loomed sternly over Paris. *.'--To the

'
last |

it remained cruel and defiant. Bat when
it fell there was no resurrection for itor
for the system it symbolized, and feudal-
ist-, received its death wound when the
chains of the drawbridge were broken, and
allParis poured shrieking for revenge over
the echoing planks. -Americans may well
sympathize with Frenchmen over this
event, for it was the dawning of Liberty j
for France. Then forithe first

time it

seemed possible that all the overshadowing j
might, all the pomp and circumstance of
royalty, might be j susceptible of popular
influence. There for the first time the
masses learned that they could do some-
thing besides endure. And:in truth allI
human progress is . the taking ofr fresh |
Bastiles, where intolerance, and bigotry, I
and caste pride, and cruelty, ever seek to
intrench themselves, and whence, if they
succeed, theyscatter plagues uponmankind.
''"Down with the Bastile !" is a typical j
war-cry ofProgress, and France 'may we'd i

celebrate withall her energies and powers
the glorious day when "her Fortress of
Privilege was cast down, and God's sun
first shone fulland fair upon the .uplifted
faces of the common people.

KEARNEY AND HIS RIVALS.
