A contemporary treats the "water

boom
"

'lightly,and thinks it an annual-
complaint of but slight importance. \u25a0 .Ifthe
paper in question;will take the pains to

sound the public sentiment on the subject
- rather than its ownprejudices, itwillbe as-
'tonished to findninety-nine out of one hun--

dred of our citizens favor the position taken
-by the Recop-d-Uxion. Itisa simple one. It
calls only for inquiries, for development of
facts, and these no cityofficer, however
much he may 112 in love with river sedi-
ment and tule extract, can, in discharge of
his duty, honestly refuse to make for the
people.

Is it true, as alleged, that over 2,500,000
gallons of water, pure, clear, soft and
healthful, is drawn daily from bored wells
in and near the city?

Is it true that, with her \u25a0 pipes all laid
and her engines and .pumps in hand, Sac-
ramento can, on her own;property,* sink
wells, strike clear, pure water and put it

„intothe pipes as cheaply or cheaper than
she does the machine-destroying grit she
now pumps up ? .

Isit true that scientists differ wild}?as

to the purity of river supplies, and that
such men as Professor Huxley declare the
waters of rivers receiving town.and coun-
try drainage to be dangerous for domestic
uses?

Itwillnot cost the city a dollar to ascer-
tain these facts, and "off-color'" river-
water sophistries willnot suffice as replies.
We have a Hoard ofHealth competent and
probably willing to

aid in the inquiries,

and they can be made and reported npon
inside of one week. Who is itthat fears
inquiry? Who is it that closes his eyes to
the fact that from . fifty to seventy-five
wells are now in use, and that the city
water revenue is threatened ? Who is it
that talks of sipage water at ;1iifeet depth,
and who is it"that docs not know that
sipage at a considerable depth isnatural fil-
tration ami better than surface flow? Who
is it,in short, that is in favor of going to
millforever with the sl one in one end of
tl.i- bag an.l the wheat in the other? A
hint is thrown out that -it is possible, a

mountain supply may be. obtained through
"

tlame?. Possibly. . But that means money
to a corporation an.l a round bounty to
outsiders, no revenue to the city, and still

. a river supply ;yet it too should have in-
quiry. Bat if, as has been alleged, there
is a subterranean river of pure water be-
neath us, with no ownership back of it, why
not look after it? The truth it,no denial
has butn made of the facts relative to wells
reported inthe local columns of the Record-
Union, and "the victims,"so termed, who
bore the wells and use the water, know
that they are undeniable— for instance.

We
have a choice vouchsafed to no other peo-
ple on tho face of the globe. We may find
any desired climate ;we may go five hun-
dred miles or but twenty miles and yet se-
cure perfect change of air, scene and asso-
ciation. We need :more holidays. They
are capital investments. They pay better
than "- any . other stock. A summer. flight
brings us into.n ew fields, tempers our
judgment •of our ;neighbors, broadens our
ideas of nature, enlarges our views of hu-
manity, strengthens us in good resolves,
gives time for reflection, makes lis ac-
quainted with our own people, and gives
us opportunity to study their purposes and
methods in life.. Hence the summer exo-
dus is benefical to society ;itbrings face
to face people who seldom otherwise meet,
and the result ispregnant with benefits for
the common good.

But the great 'drawback, the ono ob-
stacle to a more general, adoption of sum-
mer-resting, is said to be found inour eat
distances. -It costs much to travel ;and yet
travel here is as cheap as can be expected.
Only those well supplied with means, then,
can go to the more distant • places. For-
tunately, however, the coast resorts :are
but short distances from the valleys, and
there is scarcely a valleyresident who can-
not, at nominal cost and in a very few
hours, reach a very desirable resting-place
on the coast, so many are they.

- So, too;-
--with the mountains ;their cool retreats are
"attainable by the poorest of valley people,
for they may be reached by -tho simplest
and most economic means. . .Hence we do
not think the excuse of cost sufficient," for
it is demonstrable that what one would
speed at home in the same time, will,in a
large number of cases, afford the familya
week or more cf tent life—and than that
there is nothing better— foothill or in
mountain. -:•\u25a0*

The seeker for re3t and renewed vitality
should avoid the largest crowd ; the best
enjoyment be must learn is not tobe had
in the .greatly crowded places. He ought
to go where he can wear his oldclothing
with a perfect disregard for appearances,
content

'
alone with neatness and clean-

liness. If lie determines 'to rest beneath
the

" shade, beside the sighing brooks,
among the sturdy rocks, and to clasp the
brown bosom of mother earth, let him not
make up an outfit of broadcloth and patent
leather ;rather let him wear homespun
and patches if he would exptr'ence the
soul-expanding feeling of freedom in"

roughing it." Itis a precious privilege to
be able to flee from dusty streets, hot side-
walks and burning walls, and rest beneath
the oak's shade or the pine trees protect-
ing arms. He fhould therefore go from
the one to the other free, care free, busi-
ness free, almost thought free, and, above
allthings, dress free. He should take his
children, too, introduce them to nature in
her rougher garb, acd teach them in the
solitude of the forest, beside the roaring
sea, on the mountain tops, or in the mirrors
of :the lakes to look . from nature up to
nature's God.
