CAPTAIN EADS.

ARRIVAL OF THE EMINENT ENGINEER
IN SACRAMENTO. :

Some Sketch of Him and His Works, and
a Report of a Conversation with
Him Yesterday.

Captain James B, Eads, the widely-known
and eminent civil engineer, arrived in this
city yesterday to assume the positionof Con-
sulting Engineer for the State upon the
debris retention problem, and the question of
the improvement of our navigable rivers. He
took rooms at the Arcade Hotel, where his
headquarters will be for the present. He
proposes to apply himself at once to the
business which has called him to the coast,
and his verdict upon the problems named will
be awaited with the profoundest interest.

Captain Eads i3 a native of Lawrenceburg,
Indiana, and is about 60 years of age. Heis
about 5 feet 10 inches high, of spare build,
dark gray eyes, hair almost white, full gray
whiskers worn short. He was yesterlay
visited by a representative of the RECORD-
Ux1oyN, who requested his views upon various
engineering tepics, and, of course, upon
those of such deep local significauce. He
was found to be a gentleman of uvassuming
manners, very plain and modest and of pleas-
ing affable disposition. He warms in-
stantly upon engineering subjects being
broached, and ssems to derive great pleas-
ure in speaking of them. Concerning
our mining debris, the scouring out of the
Sacramento river, and the protection of lands
from its overflows, Mr. Eads, while convey-
ing the idea by his expressions that he was
somewhat surprised at the alleged extent of
detritus deposited, and the character of the
river to be treated, yet was not embarrassed
by the problems invelved, and he will
approach the work with boldness. He re-
{ fused to express any opinions concerning
| these questions, und said he should refrain
| from duing so until he had made examina-
tions to justify them.

Captain Eads was asked if it was frue that
he was a steamboat Captain at one time,

He replied that he was first a clerkin a
dry goods store, and in 1839 became clerk of
a Mississippi steamer. He devoted all his
spare moments to the study of engineering
during that time. He was never a steamboat
captain.

He was asked what was his first practical
work,

He replied that in 1842 he constructed a
diving-bell boat, followed by larger hoats and
apparatus for recovering sunken cargoes and
vessels. In this work he was largely engaged,
working his inventions upon the Mississippi
and other rivers. Later he erected glass
works at St. Louis, 3

Captain Eads was asked when the idea first
occurred to him to enter on the work of im-
proving the navigation of the Mississippi.

He replied that in 1856 he proposed to re-
move obstructions in the channel of West-
ern rivers, the Ohio, Mississippi and other
streams ; but though a bill passed the House
in Congress for the work in 1857 it was too
late for the Senate,

“* When did the guestion of building iron-
clads for the river first present itself to his
mind?”

*“In 1861,” he said, ‘‘the President coun-
seled him relative to the construction of
armor-plated boats, and he built for the Gov-
ernment eight such boats within 100 days.
They were the first ever used by the United
States Government, and some of them were
in the fizht at Fort Henry a long time before
the Manitor descended on the rebel ram in
Hampton Roads. The next year he con-
structed six iron-turreted and iron-plate
vessels for the Government, with machinery

for working the 15-inch guns by steam, so
that every- three-quarters of a minute they
could be discharged, and thus steam was first |
broaght into use in the working of heavy
| artillery.”

] A.—Yes ; avery large sum has thus far been
expended by the Austro-Hungarian Govern-

ment. 1t is a very long river—over 800 miles
long—narrow, deep and exceedingly tertuous.
It flows through a very flat country, and hsas
very little fall per mile. The levees gener-
ally inclose the bends of the river—that is,
they do not follow the tortuous curves of the
river, but are generally built from one bend
to another, so that in floods the stream
is much wider than when it is within banks.
The Government has nndertaken to improve
the river and facilitate the discharge of
ite floods by making a great number of cut-
offs, by which the surface slope of the river
is deepened and the current accelerated.
Szegedin is 150 miles above the mouth of
the river, and most of these cut-offs were fin-
ished above the city, but those below were
not completed. The flood waters were there-
fore facilitated in their descent to Szegedin,
but fiom there, the cut-offs not having been
completed, the accelerated flow was retarded,
and the river rose more than two feet higher
than it had ever been known before. The
lbqv-;]es at Szegedin are from eight to ten feet

igh. :

(Q.—Was your object in visiting the Suez
Canal in the line of investigating its con-
struction,

A.—I wanted to mmform myself as to the
character of the Isthmus of Suezas compared
with that of the American Isthmus, so as to
be thoroughly informed regarding the pro-
posals which I have made to the United
States Government to construct a ship rail-
way across the American Isthmus.

QQ.—What were your impressions in that
regard ?

A.—The conditions presented by the two
isthmuses are totally different, and that the
ship railway is the only practicable solution
of the American problem.

().—But it is reported that the Nicaragua
canal parties have raised the money to build
their canal, Will not that interfere with the
proposition to build a ship railway ?

A.—The cost of building a canal, and the
time necessary to complete it, are so much
greater than that which is required for the
ship railway that, although Mr, Lesseps or
Mr. Menocal might have the moosey prom-
ised to build their canals and five years’ start
in the work, a ship railway will be shown to
be so much more economic, more advan-
tagecus, more rapidly built and more profita-
ble when built, that it would inevitably be
builé and completed before either of the
canals could be finished. For this reason I
do not believe that a ship canal will be con-
strucsed across the American Isthmus. I
have no confidence, however, in reports that
the capital has been promised for a ship
canal, either at Panama or Nicaragua. Cap-
ital is excessively timid, and capitalists are
not going to furnish money to build a canal
at either place, when engineers of the very
highest standing in America and England de-
clare that a ship railway can be built for one-
guarter or one-third of the cost of the canal,
and in one-third the time. The ship railway
can also be maintained after it is built at as
little cost, and will more effectually accom-
modate the traffic and be more easily en-
larged to meet increasing demands of com-
merce,

Q.—About how lonz would it probably
take to construct a ship railway ?

A.—This would depend somewhat upon
the location of the road, but one advantage
which the ship railway possesses over the
canal is that any location which is suitable
for the canal is equally suitable for the rail-
way, while the railway may be constructed
at several other localities where it would

be impossible to construct a canal
Four years from the time work was
commenced would be sufficient to

have the ship railvay in working order,
and the Tehuantepec is guite as practicable
a location tor it as Nicaragua or Panama, If
it were located there it would also shorten
the distance between New York and Cali-
fornia at least 1,300 miles over the route by
Panama.

Q,I—\Vhat is the objection to the tide-level
canal? 2

A.—The objection lies in the enormous cost
which is invelved in its construction, and the
enormons expecditure necessary for its main-
tenance afterwards. It has been estimated

by Mr. Lesseps’ engineersthat it will cost 2168, -

as wuch 2s its actual cost. There are rea-

published estimate for it—at least this is
the opinion of the ablest engineers in the
United States. When we undertake to exca-

It is large, airy,
roomy, and its interior appearance pleasing
to the eye, The general architectural fea-
tures of the depot and its size have already
been stated in these columns, but since its
completion and occupancy no sketch of its
internal arrangements has been given.

ened description. The depot nave can ac-
commodate under shelter on its four tracks
six ordinary passenger trains, and it is not
unfrequent to see four or five made-up trains
under the shelter at once. At both the east
and west ends the hack spaces are large and
the baggage reserves ample, The south cen-
ter of the structure contains the rooms. and
apartments which are specially devoted to
the public. On the extreme west is the bag-
gage-room, and on the extreme east the por-
ter’s rooms, Beyond these either way the
depot building is open, with pillared supports, -
as has been before described in the ReCoRrD-
UxioN, but between the two—completely
fitted-up and neatly finished apartments—
are the rooms devoted to the refreshment de-
partment, and as these are the main features
of the inciosed séction, to their description this
account will be devoted. The apartments
compose what is known to the traveling pub-
lic as the Silver Palace Dining Saloon, which
is under the proprietorship of Bernard Stein-
man, who conducted the establishment of
that name located in the old depot, farmerly
on Front street. The entire management of
the dining and lunch-rooms, wine-rooms,
bars, ete., 18 under the personal supervision
of Mr. Steinman, whose acquaintance with
the business and the demands of the travel-
ing public is the result of many years of ex-
perience and close application to the business
of catering. First, on the west, the visitor
comes to the lunch-room, a neat apartment in
which is kept a large stock of prepared pro-
visions, . cooked, canued, ete., with bottled
beverages in variety, baskets, cases, ete., for
the preparation of travelers’ luncheons.for
use in the cars. On this department Stein-
man prides himself, and declares that he can
prepare an outfit to suit any passenger
by a glance at his face, which gentle
fiction ean be pardoned the caterer. Cut
off from the lunch room is the new telegraph
office of the Western Union Company.
Upon the east side of the lunch-room isan
alcove opening upon a soda fountain and
fruit courter, which is situate npon the north
of the ladies’ waiting room, an apartment
next east, 30 by 25 feet in size, and fitted
with comfortable settees for the convenience
of ladies awaiting the arrival or departure of
trains.

Q.—What is the objection to the Nica-
raguan canzl?
