. persons on board, undef.the auspices of the
Detroit Mulders' Union, while going down
the river, collided with the steam yacht
Mamie, coming up, cutting her in two so that
she almost instantly sank. .. The latter had on
board 24 persons, consisting mainly of Father

. Bleyenbur,;, pastor of Trinity (Roman Catho-
lic) Church cf this city, and a number of'

,acolytes— boys officiating invarious capacities
:in the service of the church. They had been
on their annual excursion to Monroe, and
were returning home. ; The night was bright
with moonlight, and there would seem to have
been no earthly reason, save that of criminal
negligence, why the accident should have oc-
curred.

keeper for Father Bleyenburg), Miss Mary

They proposed to
have no Yankees interfering with their
county affairs. ,Bissell said he had lived in
Texas three years and claimed the right of
free speech. The crowd were very abusive.
Subsequently Josh Bryan, a wealthy planter,
called on him and threatened that if he ever
made a Republican speech in Brazoria, or
took any part in politics, he would slide off
like Santee. He learned later that the gang
were determined to kill him, and being
warned in time by friends went to Galves-
ton. Although a poor man he gave up hit
place to avoid assassination. Dr. Achman
has lately murdered three persons, and was
acquitted on :the ground of insanity. The
dispatches were not received until after the
adjournment of the Cabinet meeting to-day,
consequently no action was taken.

New London (Conn.), July 231.— 1n the
Narragansett investigation .- today Captain
Samphere, of the steamer Cityof New York,
testified that his boat arrived at her pier in
New York about 10 a. M;had an interview
with Captain _\u25a0;. Babcock, manager of the
Stonington line, but the latter said nothing
about assisting tbe rescued passengers in any
way, and so far as he knows nothing was
done by the officers of the Stonington line to
relieve the passengers while they remained
on the City of New York. :He was exam-
ined at some length as to his interpretation of
the rules on the .abject of whistles. His
ideas seemed to be clearer than those of the
captains of the Stoningtou line.. He gave it
as his opinion. that it was more difficult to
hear whistles on the Stonington line than
on any other in

'
the Sound. He ;had

experienced more difficulty in passing
the Stonington boats iii a fog, because
they didmd blow their whistles as often as
other boats. He knew of one instance in
which the Narragansett and Stonington had
mistaken each others signals. He was in the
employ of the Stonington line as pilot for
three years, and during that time was the
only pilot on board. He did not believe that
the Stonington and Narragansett could have
got within two minutes of each other tin the
night of the collision without hearing each
other's whistles, provided the whistles were
properly blown. They ought to have heard
the whistle* from five tosix minutes off.

Daniel D. Rodman, a passenger on the
Stonington, testified that he saw one of the
boats lowered, and noticed her pulling around
the .-- tern of the Stonington, and asked those
on board why they didnot rescue the passen-
gers from the Narragansett, who could then
lie seen in the water. A reply was made that
the plug was out of the boat, and she would
founder before she could reach the Narragan-
sett.
