New York, July 24th.— Speaking of Dr.

Tanner's former feat, a correspondent from
Minneapolis says :

"
There was a short-lived

sensation when the performance of his feat
was first, announced, and another while his
proposed wager with Dr. Hammond gave a
business-like air to his vagaries. But ingen-
eral he was regarded as a mildly aggressive
nuisance, who bored the public too much with
his stomach, and newspapers too much with
his theories, incorporated in portentiom rolls
of manuscript of Dr. Tanner's friends
here talk any spiritualistic nonsense, but ex-
plain his feat on purely physical grounds.
His ex-wife, as well as tbe doctors, believe he
willsucceed inhia present attempt. She has
great confidence in his energy and persever-
ance where his theories are concerned, though
she has apparently very little respect for his
efficiency iv the practical tffairs of life. It
is pretty certain, ifTanner iloes succeed, he
will seek to realize in some way upon the
notoriety he has gained, probably by lectur-
int'. After his last fast he made some tenta-
tive ventures into tbe fieldof pubiic favor
through »he newspapers, but he had not cap-
ital enough of fame to start with, and had to
fallback upon keeping a Turkish bath."

Tanner is somewhat weaker and more irri-
table to-day. E»rly this morning he com-
plained of a burning sensation in the stom-ac-h, and was given two mouthful* of hot
water, which relieved the distress. His phy-
sicians thiiik it an unfortunate hign, but he
says that during his fast in Minneapolis he
often experienced the same sensation. He
enters the twenty seventh day of the fast
with no other marked change in his condi-
tion.

This evening Dr. Tanner was better, chat-
ting withreporters on Spiritualism, and giv-
ing his views thereon. He seemed livelyand
cheerful. He did not take his usual after-
noon drive, and retired at 9:30. His weight
was 130J pounds, temperature 98, pulse 74.

Dutfex or Frdrral narwhals.
Washington', July 24th.—First Comp-

troller Lawrence has issued the following cir-
cular to U. S. Marshals: ''In the Appro-
priation Actof June 30, 1879, th» expenses of
transporting convicts from one Judicial Dis-
trict to another^ and the expenses of salaried
officers of the Government attending Courts
as witnesses on behalf of the United States,
were classed among the miscellaneous ex-
penses of the Court. This caused a change
in the established mode of accounting for said
expenses. In the Appropriation Act of June
10, 1880, providing for tbe expenses of the
Courts during th« present fiscal year, the
items of miscellaneous expenses are not
specified. This seems to indicate on the part
of Congress an intention to leave the classifi-
cation of them to tie officers of the Executive
Dapartments, and the accounting officers
have concluded to resume tbe former method
of adjustment. After June 30, 18S0, Mar-
shals willcharge on their accounts for fees of
witnesses, the exbenses of the Govern-
ment salaried officers who attend Courts
as witnesses on behalf of the United States,
and willrender with their accounts vouchers
for payments paid f<»r the stated items and
sworn to as the law requires. Fees and ex-
penses incurred after raid data in the trans-
portation of all prisoners are to be charged in
the accouut-i for fees and expenses of Mar-
shals. Marshals who are required to remove
cmvicts from their own districts to prisons in
other districts, sh<iu!d obtain the approval of
th2Attorney-General to their bills of ex-
penses before including themin their accounts.
This office has been informed that in some
instances guards have been used where there
was no oeeemicy f,ir them, and tHat in other
instances gnaM-bim has been charged when
guards were not ii.fact employed. No con-
struction of the law willjustify such charges.
Guard-hire is not a gratuity, but is only
chargeable when guird* »re necessary and
wheu they are actually employed."

From
June 30th, 18GS, to March 1, lSffit, there was
an increase of $10,546,4111, and from March
1, 18«9, to July 1, 18G9, there was a decrease
of 559,f.2«,031, makingthe actual decrease for
year £48,081,540. The decrease from July 1,
IS7C, to January 1878, was $52,400,182 ;from
January 1, 1878, to January 1, 187., $14,-
--718,839 ;from January 1, 1879, to January 1.1880, ?0,699,707; from January 1. ISSO, to
July 1, ISBO, $07,779,803, making a total re-
duction of the debt from August 31, 1805, to
Julyl, 1880, $839,104,823.

Repairing the Tunnel.
New York, July 24th.— The divers who

descended the shaft for the purpose of closing
the doors of the air-lock of the Hudson river
tunnel to-day, had succeeded at 3:15 tbis af-
ternoon inclosing .the doors and planking the
broken bull's eyes, so that very little water
escaped from the tunnel into the shaft.

reforms which they were demanding, or the
stejta they were taking to press them on the
Porte.

Sir WilfredLawson (Radical) declared that
he would opp<»;e any warlike demonstration
against Turkey as earnestly a« under ihe late
Government. He had opposed the demon-
stration against Russia.

Henry Labouchere (Liberal) protested
against meddling witha matter that does not
concern us, either inArmenia or elsewhere.
