THE SHooTING TOURNAMENT.— At a special
meeting of the Forester Gun Club, held last
evening, various communications concerning
the proposed handicapping at the shoot next
September were read. While the greater
portion highly indorsed the action of the
club, several from San Francisco criticised
it adversely. The gun club of that city and
two or three individual sportsmen wrote, in-
dorsing the handicapping, but suggesting that
the distance was too great as adopted, and
also advising that other well known shooters,
in addition to those named, be handicapped.
The Forester Club, after fully discussing the
matter, decided that it would stand by its
original action in handicapping, holding that
the necessity for handicapping had long been
evident, but thatit would be better at present
only to handicap those who are well known as
superior shots, and who won the first three
prizes at the tournament last State Fair,
and after the coming shoot had been decided,
the handicapping for other meetings could
be arranged according to the scores made.
Mr. Robinson, who is ‘““set back” to the

BOARD OF EDUCATION.

The City Board of Education met last
evening ; present, a full Board, except Mr.
McClatchy. The minutes of the last meet-
ing were read and appreved,

Mrs. Charles Hurley appeared before the
Board and complained of Miss McCormick
for harsh and improper treatment of her son,
forcing him to write a note of clearance to
her, and unnecessary humiliation of the child
before Mrs. Seymour’s class, and improper
reference to her (Mrs. Hurley.) The question
was raised that under the recent rules

the charge must be made in writing, The
President held that the charges must
be made ia writing before an investigation.
Mrs, Hurley was instructed to reduce her
charges to writing and set forth her complaint
specifically, to which she replied that she
would do so and present them at a future
meeting.

Mr. Hornblower reported from the Build-
ing Committee that the building at T'wentieth
and O streets could be had—the lower portion
—for §25 a month, properly partitioned off,
and proper outhouses erected. The matter
was laid over until the next regular meeting.

The Board allowed the following bilis:
Pay roll, $5,973 62; B. F. Pike, $149 65;
W. J. Rand, $50; Locke & Lavenson,
$78 15; REecorp-UsioN, $2 75; Charles
Schmitt & Co., 87 50; Capital Gas Company,
$1 05 ; Nichols & Co., $16 56; C. H. Krebs
& Co., $6 30; F. L. Landes, $5 95; Van
Heusen & Huntoon, $2; Scott & Muir,
$8 50 ; Western Union Telegraph Company,
$3 37. :

The Superintendent reported that three
complaints had been laid against teachers by
parents. He sent for the teachers, and two
came, and the cases were satisfactorily set-
tled, but the third teacher, Miss McCormick,
did not appear, and stated that she wished
the charges, if any, be made in writing.

Mr. Hornblower read the State law, which
provides that the Superintendent shall bave
*control of the teachers,” and held that the
Board should sustain the authority of the Su-
perintendent.

"The Superintendent asked the Board to de-
cide if he has or had not authority to request
or direct teachers to report to him, or attend,
that little matters of complaint, liable to
any school, may be settled without the neces-
sity of charges and investigation with attor-
neys and great publicity.

Miss McCormick was called on to explain
why she had not called as directed.

She replied by asking if teachers can be re-
quired to attend after school hours. She had
not attended because she had had a hard
day’s work, it was very warm, and she did
not feel able to attend. Mr. Landes then
sent a second note to her. She replied that
she might come, but asked that the charges
be sent to her, be made in writing, and that
the name of the complainant be given. Mr.
Landes replied, saying the charges were not
in writing, and he declined to give the name
of the complainant. She then found out cf her
ownaccord who the complainant was, and went
and asked her to come before the Board and
make her charges. She wanted no private
investigations in Mr. Landes’ office. The
charges were trivial and foolish, and she
wanted nothing hushed up.

Mr. Tracy said he had himself advised the
Superintendent to have teachers and com-
plainants come to the Superintendent, be-
cause in most cases the matter could be ad-
justed amicably. It had been his experience
in former years, and he believed it good prac-
tice. He thought Miss McCormick wrong in
not responding.

The Ruperintendent said there were many
good reasons why he should not in advance
inform teachers who it is that complaias of
them. That would often defeat the very ob-
ject desired.

M:. Horublower held that it is the duty of
teachers to respond to the Superintendent’s
orders, as the law gives him ‘‘ general super-
vision and control of the teachers.” Such is
the law and it must be obeyed. The Board
alone can overrule his orders.

The Superintendent offered a resolution to
the effect that the whole time of teachers be-
Jongs to the Board—the legal time.

A motion to lay it on the table being made,
the Superintendent withdrew the resolution.

Miss McUormick said if the Board woulliz -
vestigate the charge it would realize how
teachers are placed at a disadvantage. Ifthe
Board ordered that she must obey all orders
of the Superintendent to come tohis office and
respond to his inquiries with regard to com-
plaints she would accede. Mr. Tracy replied
to her that it was the law above the Board,
and as one, he held that the Superintendent
had made a reasonable request and she shouid
have responded. Miss McCormick replied
that she understood it now, and wonld obey
the law. She wanted no concessions, but
would do whatever is her bounden duty.

Some routine business, relative to moving of
desks, tuition of non-residents, ete., was dis-
posed of. The Snperintendent reported the
lst of punishments—corporal—inflicted by
teachers. DMost of the reports showed one or
two pupils punished, but one teacher reported
ten. He said some teachers failed to report
as required. Mr. Johnson, of the Capital
Gramnar School, said he had told his teach-
ers who had punished no pupils that he
thought it unnecessary to report.

The question of transfers of pupils coming
up, and of over-crowded classes, the matters
were referred to the Superintendent and
Principals.

Mr. Tracy protested against teacliers enter-
ing complaints with the Superintendent and
Board about full classes, or trapsfers, etc.
The teachers must learn vhat it is their duty
to report first to their Principals, and they
will comumunicate al! that is necessary to tue
Doard.

The selection of a Second Assistant teacher
in the High School was entered upon, and
Miss Lulu E. Medbery was unauimously
elected, votes for other candidates being
changed before announcement.

The matter of the bLills for books for indi-
gent children was referred to the Superin-
tendent and Director Lord.

Miss McCormick addressed the Board and
said the matter of transfers had grown to be
a great trouble, and now if a teacher looks
cross at a child application is made for a
transfer, and often the Superintendent makes
them as requested. She said she could not
preserve theuniformity of the classes or bring
them up to a prover standard if transfers are
to be so constantly made. She asked that
the Board make transfers only.

The Superintendent said he was governed
in muking transfers and issuing permits by
the list of enrolled scholars as furnished by
the principals. Where the parent would not
allow a child to be taught by a given teacher
he tried to make a transfer to keep the peace,
but he did not encourage insubordination or
transfer against the express wish of the
teacher, except in rare instances, The wishes,
of parents, he thought, ought to be consulted
when it can be done without injury to the
schools,

Miss McCormick asked that the whole
matter of transfers be turned over to the Su.
perirtendent.

Mr. Tracy asked if she and the Superin-
tendent could not act in harmony in the mat-
ter.

Miss McCormick said no. She made trans-
ters, equalized classes, and the next day she
would go aud find the pupils changed about,
and the effect weakened the authority of the
teachers.

Mr. Landes di:claimed having opposed
Miss McCormick in any way. He appre-
ciated the difficulties of teachers and sympa-
thized with them, but he also appreciated the
righte of children and parents, and acted as
he deemed best for all. He denied having
wmade a great number of transfers. Probably
twenty would cover all, and that would in-
clude those transferred because of over-
crowded classes.

Mr. Hornblower said it had been some time
ago & complaint that teachers got rid of dull
pupils.

Miss McCormick said that was true, and
the Lest teachers often had the dull pupils
pushed on them, by other teachers recom-
mending the child to transfer.

The Board here cut the whole matter short
by adjourning.

RETURN OF CAPTAIN EADS AND PARTY.

Captain James B. Eads, State Engineer
Hall, Colonel Mendell and the Debris Com-
missioners, who had been making a tour of
inspection of the upper rivers, returned yes-
texday afternoon. The day after leaving
Sacramento was spent upon the Yuba river,
starting from Marysville and following up
the north side. The levees constructed to
protect Marysville, the destruction by debris
along the river, and the proposed location of

dams were examined. In the evening the
party drove to Smartsville. Upon the fol-
lowing morning Superintendent O’Brien of
the hydraulic mines conducted the visitors
about the mines and exhibited the ability of
their works to produce detritus, by putting
the entire hydraulic power into concentrated
operation, which was 7,000 inches of water,
and moving everything before it. They ex-
amined the dicharge of the tunnels where
the heavy debris is first sluiced into the
river, The fullest explanation and attention
was given by Superintendent O'Brien, who is
spoken of as having treated them most roy-
ally during their stay. On that evening the
party crossed over to the Bear river, and fol-
lowed down as far as Wheatland, when it
took the cars to Marysville, arriving there
Saturday evening, and took a rest over Sun-
day. Yesterday morning the citizens of
Marysville furnished a steamsr, fully sup-
plied and provisioned, and took the party,
sccompanied by several prominent persoas of
that place and Sutter county, down as far as
the mouth of Feather river. The charges
and localities along the river were pointed
out, showing destruction and danger from
debris, At the mouth of the river they were
met by the State Engineer’s steamer, to
which they were transferred, and came down
the Sacramento to this city. The trip was in
every way satisfactory and successful.
As the result of his observations in the
mining aud overflowed regions, Captain
Eads gives an opinion decidedly in favor of
the practicability of arresting the flow of the
mining debris, confining the waters of the
rivers to their channels, and generally favor-
able to the solution of the problem which the
Board of Drainage Commissioners was cre-
ated to solve. He appears to have the clearest
possible conception of the necessity of rem-
edial action, and of the difficulties to be over-
come, and his conclusions are in favor of the
practicability and economic value of the work.
Last evening he was called upon at the Ar-
cade by Hon. Jabez Turner, Hon. N. Greene
Curtis, Hon. S. C. Denson, L. S. Taylor and
representatives of the press, to whom he de-
scribed quite at length and in a very inter-
esting manner the methods by which the im-
provements upon the Mississippi river have
been effected, and by which the Sacramento
can also be improved and the fast-accruing
danger averted.
