The Board of Equalization met yesterday
at 10 o'clock A. M., and continued in session
till 4 p. M. Mr. Beckley offered the follow-
ing resolution, which was adopted :

ProGress or THE RorLiize Mivs.—The
work upon the foundation for the rolling
mills is progressing rapidly. The piles for
the bed upon which the immense hammer-
block will rest have been driven, and those
underneath the machinery for rolling are now
being put down. They are located about 100
feet north of those above mentioned, and at
this point the earth is much less solid and
the piles are sunk about fifty feet. The driv-
ing of piles will be completed, it is expected,
about next Wednesday or Thursday. The
laying of the brick foundation for the walls of
the building is being actively pushed forward,
being already partially laid, and the remain-
der will be completed by the time the pile-
driving is finished. The frame-work, which
has been cut and prepared at the Oakland
shops, will be brought up as soon as the
foundation is ready to receive it, and will
probably be delivered here during the coming
week,

Finally they came upon a cozy farm-
house, with an inviting welf) in front of the
door and an old-time ‘‘sweep” swaying in
the breeze, and a dripping bucket hanging
from the pole.
