Since they have been in jailthey have made
a statement which would seem to lead one to
believe that the man is Bender. He claims
that he only lived with the Bender family
and knew about the murders. :The woman
says she is not Mrs. Bender, but that the
man is Bender. ,To-day a dispatch was re-
ceived from Fremont hinting that alldoubt
as to the man's identity had been removed.

Inever expected to see you any more, and
Idon't want to talk to you here. We are
captured at last, and they willhang us. You
know that that is John Bender, and there's
no use denying that any longer. lam going
to tellthe truth. Ifthat don't save me from
hanging, I'llhave, te hang, too. Iought to
have told the truth from the start. Itold
them we would be caught if we jcame back
this way on the main road. We were going
back East. We had a hard time among the
Indians, and hardly eversawa white person."

THE OTHER CHILD WAS buried,

As only one had been . found, and she said,
after asking Hooflan where one child.was
discovered, that the other was buried in the
southeast corner of the garden. She said
they had intended to cross over the Missouri
river and go Iback East. Young Kate and
young John Bender were with the team tak-
ing another road. They :were to meet in
lowa, and then some one of the party was to
go to Kansas and dig up some 8700 buried
on the old Bender place. The woman claims
that she is not Bender's wife, but says Ben-
der's wife was left in the Choctaw nation,
being unable to proceed further, and that she
died in 1876. Huoflin's description of the
Bender place agrees with that of other per-
sons who have been there. The officers are
endeavoring to get on the track of the rest of
the party. The matter will be thoroughly
investigated, and the parties willbe taken to
Kansas for further identification. Thesffair
is creating intense interest here. In1873
State Senator Yorkof Kansas, a brother of
Dr. "York, mysteriously disappeared, and
upon investigating the mystery, his dead
body was discovered, with ten or twelve
others, on Bender's place. IThe Bender fam-
ily,upon learning that a vigorous search was
being made forSenator York, fled before the
terrible discovery was made, and have ever
since eluded pursuit.

KaiM-rs Seeking Protection. \u25a0 «
"Washington, July: 30th.—Commissioner

Williamson of the General Land Office has
received a letter from a prominent firm en-
gaged instock-raising inColfax county, New
Mexico, urging upon the Land Department
the importance and necessity of further leg-
islation jfor the protection of a large class of
stock-breeders who, without legal sanction,
h ive taken up and improved extensive tracts
of arid land onour Western plains. The writers
btate that they have established a cattle
ranch on the arid pasturage lands on the north
side of what are known as the Stakes Plains,
inCoifax county, NewMexico. Their ranch
covers an area of one hundred square mile?,
or 040,000 acres, around which they have>
builta fence so as to keep within the bounds
their own cattle, and to keep out the stock of
others. IThey have dug wells tosupply their
stock with water, and altogether have ex-
pended inIneeded improvements more than
510,000. They assert that this tract of land
can never be used for agricultural purposes,
as itlies at a higher altitude than the nearest
stream of water, which is thirty milesdistant.
They also informthe Commissioner that some
evil-disposed ranchmen threaten to cut down
their fence and let in their cattle, simply be-
cause they (the writers) have no title to the
lands. In conclusion, they ask .protection
from the Government, and propose either to
purchase the land or else secure a long lease,
and so secure a valid title,either permanently
or temporarily. ;.-,,;

Judge McCrary holds that it is not neces-
sary to determine whether the railroad char-
ter .expired in1 1877 or.not, or whether the
contract with the Western Union Telegraph
Company is void or not, because inso far as
the contract has |been executed ithe!parties
are |bound, and \ rights have accrued that a
Court of equity :will enfotce,; when it is
shown :that the contract iwas entered into
without moral :turpitade. Since:.* then
a wider;line of telegraph has been built
and operated, and a valuable business has
been created. For about nine years ithas
been recognized |and executed, and under
these circumstances it is not the province of
either party to declare the contract void, and
assume without process and without a settle-
ment to seize the line and property. - On the
question of the effect of the foreclosure pro
ceedings, Judge McCrary holds that the rati-
fication of the contract and the use of the line
under itbind the successors the same as the
original railroad company. On the question
of the exclusive privilege given the Telegraph
Company of constructing ,. and Ioperating a
lin-3of telegraph along .the railroad, he says
he has littledoubt that the clause referred to
is void, and ifany other telegraph company
desires to construct a line the Western Union
cannot object, but theclause does not vitiate
the entire contract as between the parties,
and much less does it,preclude the plaintiff
fromseeking the aidof a Courtof equity to pro-
tect rights acquired under itand growing out
of- its execution.

The defendants may be

able to show that the contract ought to be
•canceled by" a decree of the Court. That is
a question which can only be determined
upon final hearings. In cases of this kind,
where the contract requires continuous ser-
vice for a series of years, and where the par-
ties disagree, even then the contract is not
absolutely void. If the defendants, after
years of acquiesence in the contract in ques-
tion, and alter receiving the benefit*, and
after a property had been built up under it
to which others made claim, became suddenly
convinced that itwas a void contract, itwas
their duty to apply to the Court) for relief,
praying a cancellation of the contract and a
fulland fair settlement of all accounts grow-
ing out of its executicn in the past. Until
they seek some such remedy, and untila fair
settlement up in full accounting can be hid,
they will be enjoined from attempting to
eject the |plaintiff or to seize bis property.
