CARL SCHURZ AS A SPEAKER.

The people of Sin Francisco have had
tbe good fortune to hear a political speech
:. \u25a0\u25a0 the Hon. Carl Sahara, and that ia a

the only drawback to which is that
it is very apt to establish a eiaadacd im-
possible of attainment by succeeding
speakers daring the campaign. We re-
gard Mr. Schnrz as the best political
reasoner in the field. His addrc.s3es are
all solidly argumentative. He does not de-
pend upon the adventitious aids of rhetoric
or humor or invective. He appeals to
the thinking faculty of his hearers. He
does not pose as the headlong partisan,
insisting that the salvation of the race de-
pends upon the success of his faction. He
<loes not seek to win votes by paicting the
opposition in lurid co!or3. He endeavor?,
from first to last, to be fair and candid, and
therefore his arguments ars doubly effect-
ive. His San Francisco speech last week
was an admirable one, in taste, temper and
matter. It, was a clear and scrupulously
just estimate of the records of both the
greit parties. The main thread of the
discourse has already been indicated in
liia Indianapolis speech, which we re-
cently published, but the manner
of treatment and the illustrations
\u25a0were entirely new. He gave an account
of the duties devolving upon the Presi-
dent, aud proceeded to show how necessary
itis that the incumbent of the executive

• should be a trained statesman, as

defense of Garfield against Democratic at-
tacks wm cogent and convincing. He
demonstr.itel llie absurdity of the suppo-
sition that a man who fortwenty-live years
ha3been inpublic positions affording con-

honorably piwr all that time, should have
\u25a0acrificed his reputation foe the sake of a
paltry three hundred dollars, as charged
by the Democrats. The testimony of Mr.
Schurz on Garlitld's integrity is haloed of
tho utmost value, for no mail hears a

reputation for probity than himself,
and his independence is too wellknown for
any doubt to exist that he would have
rather resigned his plaw in the Cabinet
Un.ll degrade himself by supporting pub-
licly a candidate of whose uprightness
lie was not completely assured.

His public speaking is of a type which will
vo trust some day be generally preferred.
Itis indeed of tho highest order known to
politicaloratory, and it ia essentially fitted
in the l*stway to appeal to the reason and
\u25a0Bdentaadiag of soker-minded and re-

ng men. The deep interest with
which Mr. Schuiz is everywhere listened
to proves that this kind of speaking finds
appreciation, moreover, and itia quite pos-
sible even now that if politicians wtrc not
afraid of fatiguing tie public by the aban-
donment of the old fashioned tricks of the
6tump, they would discover a fresh source
of attraction in the substitution of this
method of discoursing.

THE DEMOCRATIC LETTERS OF AC-

CEPTANCE.

General \u25a0Hancock's letter - accepting the
Democratic nomination for the Presidency.

is chittfy remarkable for its brevity. As

a statement of political views and princi-
pies it has no value ;whatever, and ; the
few s'declarations of

'
governmental policy

contained in it are singular because fof
their utter inconsistency with:the*record
of the . party at \u25a0 whose head the j.writer
stands. General Hancock makes just two
positive statements. He says that he is
determined to uphold the Constitutional
Amendments, and he - declares himself
opposed to :fraud': and

"
force in

-
politics."

Neither of these positions .is at all-com-
patible with:adherence to the policy of
the Democratic party as it is. As regards
the Constitutional Amendments it is only

necessary to say that the Democracy is
controlled \u25a0by the \ South, and that the
South" is controlled . by those \ elements,
which aa Judge Porter recently . showed,
are bent upon nullification. As ;regards
the question of force and fraud ;General
Hancock's own language is apposite. He
say 8: "Itis a vital principle in our sys-
"

tern that neither fraud nor force must be"
allowed to restrict the ;rights of the

"people. When fraud, violence, or incom-
"petence control, the noblest institutions
"and the 'wisest laws are useless. The
"bayonet is not a fit.. instrument for
"collecting the votes 'of freemen.
"It is only by a full vote, . a

I free ballot and a fair \u25a0 count
_that :the

I"people can rule in
'
fact, as required* by"

the theory of our Government." It.is
difficult to realize that this language is
gravely employed by a Democratic candi-
date for the Presidency, under a condition
of politics which makes the entire hopes of
his party dependent upon the very abuse
which he here reprobates so solemnly.

General Hancock knows that but for the

solid South the Democracy might ,as well
retire from the field; that the solidity of
the South is neither more nor less than the
suppression, throughout that section, of

IRepublican votes, by force and fraud ;
that the Democracy has not only practiced
this kind of fraud at the South, but at the
North ;that the State inwhich he resides
was stolen by his pa rty through the most
gigantic and shameless rascality recorded
in history ; and that in short the pre-
Itense of reverence for the freedom of the
Iballot is on Democratic . lips an act of
I hypocrisy, of which honorable men can

only be ashamed.
"

The bayonet is not a

"fitinstrument for collecting the votes of"
freemen." Can General Hancock or any

!other Democrat cite a specific instance in
which the bayonet has been used for
that - purpose! But what does the

General i think of shotgunß, , rifles,
revolvers, rawhides and bludgeons,
as fit instruments for

—
not collecting,

but suppressing— the votes of free-
men ? These are the instruments inmost
vogue in the solid South, and itis some-
what remarkable that a candidate whose
anxiety for free government is so extreme,
should not have thought it worthhis while

to allude to them. Beyond these two
points there is absolutely no clear-cut ex-

pression in the letter. On civil service re-

form General Hancock has nothing to say.
On the Chinese question he is dumb. On
the currency he 13 equally silent. He has

apparently labored to make his letter as

non-committal as possible, perhaps re-
flecting that a candidate whose policy,in
the event of his election, is to be shaped
for him by others, cannot be too cautious
in reserving hit opinions. There is not a

trace of real thought in the letter. It x-
hibits no acquaintance with the weighty
issues which demand the attention of
statesmen. Garfield's letter rises into ex-
cellence in contrast with this thin and
jejune performance. It confirms the pre-
existing belief rf observing men that Han-

Icock ia a mere soldier, lacking altogether
in the training and knowledge demanded
in civiladministration.

The letter of acceptance of, a candidate
for the Vice-Presidency naturally possesses
lea significance and interest than that of
his colleague on the ticket, but as the office
itself is one of no weight, it seems impos-
sible for those who accept it to refrain
from a\ailingthemselves of their one op-
portunity to acquire some notoriety. Mr.
English has consequently written a much
longer letter than General Hancock, but
it cannot be regarded as an improvement
on the latter's appeal. What it most re-

a ambles is an editorial article from an

average Democratic journal, upon Han-
ock's acceptance. Athird of itis devoted,

it a turgid eulogy of the head of the
ticket, and the greater portion of the re-

mainder consists incoarse abuse of the He-
publican party, and rash predictions as to
what the Democrats will do if they get
into power. Some of his arguments for a
change of government are curious, as, for
instance, the assertion that the Republi-
cans ought to be turned out, not
because they have governed ill, bat
because they hava been so long
in office. Not a few of his state-
ments are unwarrantable misrepresenta-
tions, only to have been expected from the
Democratic stump or press, as for example
the statement that the present Adminis-
t'ation bold* cilice "in tit fiance of the
"wishes of the majority of the people."
Tho letter, in fact, fairly bristles with
gross misstatements of this character, and
it at least shows that the Democratic can-
didate for the Vice-Presidency is by no

means above the intellectual and moral
plane of the least respectable elements of
his party. Mr.English, being a more ex-

perienced politician than his colleague, has
endeavored to say something upon various
livingissues, but even here he has only
succeeded in being obscure or trite. His
remarks upon the currency :are vague and
misty enough to be adopted by the Green-'
backers, and what he says on the Chinese
question shows no appreciation of the im-
portance of that question. The letter »8

a whole is in fact almost beneath criti-
cism. There are a thousand Democratic
editors in the country who could
have written a far better one, and
very few stump orators .who could
not have surpassed it. Neither of these
;Democratic epistles will appeal to;the
sober independent \ vote of the -

country.
iThey have inthem no ring of statesman-
ship. That of Hancock is the raw effu-
sion of a man whollyunversed inpolitics,
while that of English' is vulgar, undigni-
fied, untruthful, and altogether on a

'
low

and objectionable plane of thought. There
is inneither any ground for confidence as
to the tendencies of the writers, or of the
party they represent. General •\u25a0 Hancock
pledges Ihimself to no \u25a0' reforms whatever, 8

while English merely intimates that inbis
opinion a revolution among the office-hold-
ers is the '. panacea :for all;existing ;evils.'
The Democracy has no reason to feel proud
of its standard-bearers, and thoughtful men
willfsee in •• these > letters of '•\u25a0 acceptance
fresh reasons for adhering to the Republi-
can party. -.

HANCOCK'S LETTER TO SHERMAN.

A good deal has been said about a
certain letter written by General Hancock
to General Sherman while the question
of the Presidential succession was still
unsettled. It has been alleged that
in this letter General Hancock de-
clared hia conviction that in a certain con-
tingency it would be his duty to use his
militaryauthority for the purpose of seat-
ing Tilden iv the WhiteHuuse. The gen-
eral impression derived from the reports

Iabont the letter was that Hancock had
with some dilliculty been dissuaded from
taking the held m tupport of Tilden. The
letter is itself now given to the publio, and
it is due to General Hancock, and itill
more to the cause of truth, to point out

that itinnorespect bears out the conclu-
gious whichhave been based upon it. There
is,in fact, no covert treason or disaffection to

Ibe found init.Itwasevidently writtenwith-
out reserve to a brother soldier, and while it
conveys the writer's views upon the pro-
priety of employing the army in civilcon-

troversies, quite frankly, there is nothing

Iin it at all derogatory of General Han-
cock's fidelity to his trust, or indicative of
any idea of usurping powers which didnot
belong to him. In fact, we gather from
the letter that he would have held itto be
his duty to obey whatever orders he re-

ceived from his superiors, although his pri-
vate opinion was at variance with their
purposes. Much less in the way of deci-
sion of view could not have been expected
from any man who was not an absolute
automaton. General Hancock's political

Ibias was no doubt Democratic. That was

inevitable under the circumstances. But
there is certainly nothing inhis letter to

Sherman ta jnstify a doubt as to his fidel-
ity under any circumstances that were
likely to arise at the time, and

Iwe think so much ought at once
to be conceded by his opponents. We do
not think it either necessary or desirable
to endeavor to arraign him upon charges

which would never have been dreamed of
but for his acceptance of the Democratic
nomination. We believe that his nufitness
for the Presidency can be demonstrated
withoutimpugning his loyaltyor blacken-
ing his character. No partisan feeling
should obscure the eminence of his services
in the cause of the Union, and no honorable
opponent of his claims can desire that
the truth should be twisted or strained for
the pitiful purpose of exciting prejudice
against him. The truth of history is
enough for all salutary purposes in this
campaign, and whoever isnot satisfied with
that need expect neither sympathy nor aid
from this journal.

THE LEFEVRE-SCHRODER CASE.

The preliminary examination in this case

has been concluded, the counsel have pre-
sented their arguments, and the Court has

reserved its decision. A defense of tem-

porary insanity has been developed, and
the examination of the witnesses for the

defense has been very adroitly controlled
in the interest of tbi3 hypothesis. The
weak point in the defense unquestionably
was the failure to put Mrs. Schroder onthe
witness stand. A3itis, the prime allega-
tion of the defense, namely, the fact of
the seduction by Dr. Lefevre, remains un-
demonstrated, since the whole of the direct
evidence to it rests upen the allegations of
the defendant himself, and since his posi
tion necessarily compels suspicion of his
statements under the circumstances. The
defense no doubt must have had powerful
reasons for withholding the testimony of

Mrs. Schroder, for it is obvious that in
taking this course they were exposing
themselves to very injurious constructions,
and especially Eiuce, from their osteusible
point of view, the production ot this wit-
ness should have been in the direct line of
their interest. If we may form a judg-
ment from the fullreport* of this examina-
tion which have been published in tl.e Call,

theri appears to have been a rather re-

markable tendency on the part of the Court
to exclude germane evidence proffered by
the prosecution, moreover. In a prelim-
inary examination such a couise might be
productive of little harm, provided that
the defendant is held to answer before a
superior Court, and from the nature of this
case it may be presumed that the Court
will hardly assume the responsibility of
discharging the defendant.

TURKEY AND THE POWERS.

Itis announced that the proposed naval
demonstration against the I'orte has been
postponed, and it is now intimated that
the whole question of the Greek frontier
may be reopened, on the pretext that Tur-
key had no representation at the Berlin
Conference. Such a plea at such a stage
of the.proceeding* sounds oddly. Itwould
appear from it that the Powers, with ail
their concern for equity and justice as be-
tween nations, wholly ignored the rightof
Turkf-y to be heard upon bo important and
directly personal a question as the parti-
tionof her territory. They met and dis-
cussed the Greek frontier, and they finally
determined that Greece should Lo given a

large slice of the Ottoman Empire, But
the one party they failed to consult was

Ithe power whose territory they had tiius
undertaken to -ive away, and now they
lind itnecessary to reopen the case in or-

der to give the principal a hearing. We
thick itis tolerably certain thatjf theCon-
ferenca is reopened this willnot have been
tiie real reason for so doing. Ithas been
evident for some time that great difficul-
ties lay in the way of the proposed naval
demonstration. France, for example,
gave it to be understood that she would
withdraw her ironclads ifanything more
than a show of force was to be made.
Russia was believed to be very anxious for

a pretext to set Turkey and Greece at log-
gerheads. The intentions of Austria were
not altogether understood. And, alto-
gether, it seemed possible that the con-
templated joint action might result in a

serious quarrel among the powers. Itis
quite probably to these considerations that
the change of base now announced is at-
tributable.

The Purple of the AxriK.vra.
—

Many
months ago a somewhat full abstract was
given of a memoir by E. Schunck on the
purple of the ancients. He has been con-
tinuing his researches, and on June 17ih
»iiid something about them to the Chemi-
cal Society, I/ondou. Itsur.ns that at the
prfsent day the natives of the west coast
ofNicaragua practice the dyeing of purple
by using the juice of a species of shelUlish
called Furpura ptttvla, A sample of cot-
ton so dyed by them did not possess so
brilliant a purple as he expected. It was
readily separated from the cotton by boil-
ing aniline. Strong oxidizing agents had
vtry littleeffect upon the color, which be-
haved in other respects very much
like the punicin he obtained from the
sacs of tht.- I'urjiura Injillift of the
shores of Great Britain. When sub-
jected to concentrated sulphuric acid
the coloring matter was dissolved,
yielding a dull purple solution, having an
absorption band between D and H. After
heating this solution, and allowing it to
stand, the color changed to a bright green,
and the absorption band disappeared, and
a pnrple precipitate was obtained from the
green solution when it was treated with
water.

'\u25a0•\u25a0 Omaha, iAugust Ist.—Sheriff Gregg, of
Dodge county, who arrested old;Bender and

'to-day hunting 'up the *trail of
young Bender and wife, who were Iseen with
a team and wagon in company with old Ben-
der and wife, who were on'foot, near Schuy-
ler, and they parted :near ithere, shortly be-
fore Daniel Coonlan informediiregg of their
suspicious inquiries about the Bender family
of Kansas. Gregg has since learned that the
young couple crossed the river at Omaha with
a wagon and ;team \ and went into lowa, no
doubt en route to the place of meeting agreed
upon between them and the old folks, flThey
bad a team of one gray and one bay horse,
and a covered wagon. .The oldpeople in jail
have been heard talking ofthe young couple.
One said, "

How do you know the others will
be caught "No they will fool;them.
They ,are :gone : south, iThey will go on
the

— wrong '•,\u25a0•\u25a0'. track," .:\u25a0 was the \}:re-
ply, vlt•;\u25a0.;= is cr*understood ->: that Daniel
Condan is following on their track. \u25a0- Sheriff
Gregg says that when he arrested the old
couple he rode up to them and said,

"Hello,
Kate," and the woman replied, "Iain't Kate
Bender." Gregg believes that he ;has got a
sure \ thing on the old iman, but thinks the
woman is Bender's mistress. His theory is
that she (started off.with the Bender outfit
when they fled, that the old man killed Mrs.
Bender,' and that this woman has been with
him \u25a0 through ,all the Indian .country, and
gives good descriptions of the habits and life
of the various Indian tribes. The officer has
examined the prisoners separately, and finds
that the whole of.their stories are somewhat
alike, though they do not agree in a number
ofimportant particulars. |The old man claims
that he was at Bender's for awhile, and was
laid up'sick for seven and a half weeks.'
He says his wifewas not there, and that he
sent for her, and that she was there withhim
during the time the murders were committed,
and that he ,knew all about them. The
woman claims that she went toBender's with
him, and that both were sick inbed for seven
weeks and a half. The original old Bender
is a German, and has a big scar in the center
of his head. The prisoner at Fremont swears
that he does not know a word of German,
but when a German was put in his celland
cursed him in the German language, accord-
ing to instructions, the prisoner .forgot him-
self and swore terrificallyin German at the
man. The prisoner also has a scar on his
head answering to the scar on old.Bender's
head, and in several other points he answers
the description. ,He accounts for the scar by
.-;n ii -.: that he was kickedby a horse. He is
72 years ,old. At times .- he is perfectly
frantic, and yells so that he can be heard two
or three blocks away. Mr..Gregg has been
sleeping in the cell with the old man, inhopes
of hearing something from him,' and he has
not been disappointed. The prisoner wants
to commit suicide, and he ; asked Sheriff
Gregg for a razor with which to ("have him-
self.\u25a0\u25a0 Mr.Gregg wouldnot grant his requf^t,'
but said he \u25a0 would have abarber come F.Ttd
shave him. "Idon't want any d— barber
to shave me," said the prisoner. , He says
that he doesn't want to be taken to

'

Kansas
but will go anywhere else to be tried. He
swears he willnever go toKansas alive.- Toe
woman is about 40 years of age, wears No.
11 shoes and has hands as big as the ild
man's. She is a large, masculine-looking
creature, and says there [were ten persons
killedby old Bender. Two of the bodies have
never been found. Mr. Hoofton, who inter-
viewed the prisoners, as stated inyesterday's
dispatches, is clerk in Shed's store at Fre-
mont, and Mr.Shed induced the Sheriff to
allow him to visit the captive?. The moment
he saw the oldman he said, "

That's Bender,"
and the prisoner dropped his head as if he
had been shot. Hoi.flan claims that he was
wellacquainted withhim. He says the pris-
oner has changed hi3style of shaving, but
that his features are unchanged, that the scar•

\u25a0ii his head is positive proof, and that he is
the man who must go to Kansas for the mur-
der of Dr. Yorkand numerous other victims.
Itis understood that $-5,000 reward is off red
for the whole gang, and of this amount there
i*$11,000 for old Bender.

quantity of fluid, itshowed the doctor's stom-
ach to be ina highly irritated condition. One
of the medical men said Dr. Tanner was fail-
ing every day, but there was no doubt he
would finish hi 3 self-imposed task. He
thought the frequent attacks of vomiting
showed that the coat* of the stomach were
somewhat inflamed. Dr. Tanner took noth-
ing to-day but a little carbonated acid water.
