THE REPUBLICAN COUNTY CONVENTION.—
A correspondent, over the signature of “First
Ward Republican,” writes: “I am glad
that attention has been called to the most
outrageous apportionment of delegates made
for the approaching Republican County Con-
vention. The action of the County Com-
mittee cannot be defended upon any justifia-
ble grounds. I have heard that the action
taken in relation to the Sutter township del-

egates wasintended to further the chances of
Alfred Briggs, of Haas’ precinct, the County
Hospital, for Assemblyman, and R. J. Merk-
ley, of Sutterville, for Supervisor. Brizgs,
it will be remembered, is the person who ob-
tained the Republican nomination for Super-
visor in 1878 by polling an unprecedentedly
large vote at the primaries in the two pre-
cincts of the County Hospital and Sutter-
ville, and who received less votes at the gen-
eral election than at the primary, and was
badly beaten by the Democratic nominee.

Perhaps a repetition of
of the primaries of 1878 will bring
the same result at the election in 1880.

Anp examination of the call shows that a pre-
cinct called Scott’s Station is given three del-
egates. This precinet is, I am informed, the
one hitherto known as the American River
Bridge precinct, and last fall polled eleven
votes for Perkins, While this is done,
Brighton precinct, that polled 47 votes for
Perkine, is only given 3 delegates, and Ash-
land, polling 19 votes, is given 2 delegates.
The First Ward, that gave Perkins about 600
votes, is given but 15 delegates, while the
County Hospital, Sutterville and Scott’s
Station precincts, polling 13® votes, are
given 15 delegates also. Why was this done ?
what job is being put up? are questions
being asked on all sides by earnest Republi-
cans who have no axes to grind. The remedy
is two-fold. First, repudiate the call ; and
second, punish those who have endeavored to
benefit private interests at the expeuse of the
whole party, Of course it is not felt that all
the members of the County Committee un-
derstood the game that was played.”

THE PIONEERS AND THE LATE GENERAL
SUTTER.

The Sacramento Society of California Pio-
neers, at its regular meeting on Satarday
evening, received from its committee, A. P.
Catlin, John H. McKune and George Cad-
walader, theretofore appointed, a report *“in
memoriam” of the late General John A. Sut-
ter. The report was ordered spread in full

upon the records of the society, and a copy
ordered gent to the family of General Sutter.
The report reads as follows :

** The members of the Sacramento Society
of California Pioneers assembled to pay ap-
propriate honors to the memory of the late
General John Augustus Sutter, while reflect-
ing sadly upon their ever-thinning ranks,
lament the loss of their ‘greatest brother’
whose name they declare imperishably asso-
ciated with that of the State of Calitornia.
They recur with mournful satisfaciion to
many and familiar associations with this
illustrious picneer in his old home ; and re-
joice in the good fortune of obtaining and
preserving numerous objects commemorative
of his settlement and government of Northern
California. They point with great satisfaction
to the ‘circnmstance that *Sutter’s Fort.,’
with which so much of historic interest is
associated, has not altogether passed away,
but remains in friendly hands and may yet
be restored to its ancient form, and be pre-
gerved to perpetuate the memory of the
times when its patriotic, brave and generous
builder, from within its hospitable walls, sent
princely welcome and relief to travel-worn
emigrants, exhausted and perishing in thirsty
deserts and snow-bound mountains. This
Association takes this occasion to express a
confident hope that there is now a time i:or
the State of California to sift the names of its
distinguished dead, to find one deserving of
remembrance in enduring marble. In the
rotunda of the Capitol of the State there
are vacant niches, none of which have
yet been filled. In one of these
the State should place the statue of General
Sutter, executed to size of life in finest mar-
b'a by the most gifted of sculptors. To ob-
tain such a merited and graceful tribute of
consideration to the name of the founder of a
State this Association pledges its earnest ef-
forts, and invites the co-operation of sister
societies throughout the State and citizens
generally. With the bereaved wife and fam-
ily of our deceased brother we express our
sincerest sympathy, and trust they will find
gome consolation in the many tears that min-
gle with theirs, and still more in the reflec-
tion that he whom we lament died the death
of the righteous, after a weil-spent and use-
ful life, full of years and honor.”

The Society also adopted the following res-
olutions :

Resolved, That the President of this Society act
as one of a committee to be composed of one mem-
ber of each Society of California Pioneers of the
State, whose duty it shall be to obtain all necessary
information relating to the cost of a statue of Gen-
eral Sutter, as mentioned in the obituary notice
adopted at this meeting, with all other necessary
information, and that such committee prepare a
suitable memorial, to be laid before the next Leg-
islature of the State of California, looking towards
the erection of such a statue or monument at the
expense of the State.

Resolved, That the President of this Society com-
municate with all other Pioneer Societies in this
State, inviting co operation in the matter, and the
appointment of a member of such Joint Committee.

ADDITIONAL MIXTURE.—Justice Bucking-
ham, of Washington, Yolo conaty, who has
just returned from a fishing trip to Knight's
Landing and vicinity, states that owing to
the recent high water, when the fish ran into

the tales and remained till the falling of the
river, and upon returning to the cold water
from the tules were killed, large quantities of
them are now lying dead all along the river
edges where there is still-water or eddies.
