Was
the killing of Dr. Lefevre done in self-
defense ? (3.) Was the defendant in that
sane condition of mind at the time the
fatal shot was fired that the law will hold
him responsible for his acts? He then
examines each of these propositions, and
concludes by answering them all affirma-
tively, basing his deductions upon the
evidence, and supporting them by numer-
ous citations from the authorities. The
theory of the defense that the defendant
was non compos mentis the Court finds it-
self compelled to reject, the testimony
showing an co-ordination
of means to ends in his conduct
incompatible with the hypothesis of
insanity. The Judge observes with
truth that the defense of insanity
has been much *‘strained and abused,”
and of this the criminal records of the
last twenty years afford only too strong
confirmation. 1t not infrequently occurs
that counsel, in their efforts to create as
many loopholes of escape for their clients
as possible, embarrass their cause by urg-
ing at the same time arguments which are
mutueally destructive. In the present
case this error appears to have been com-
mitted, it having been claimed, first, that
the defendant was not responsible for his
homicidal act, because insane, and second,
that he was justified in killing Dr. Lefevre,
because the latter had wronged him. The
Court punctures this second plea very
effectually by pointing out, first, that the
law recognizes no such justification for
homicide as is here set up; and second,
that no sufficient proof has been adduced
of the commission of any such wrong by
Dr. Lefevre. On this the Court says:
‘‘ The killing being admitted, it is claimed
‘“that there was such a provocation
‘‘ offered and such a wrong suffered by the
‘“‘defendant as to warrant the defendant
‘““in  taking human life to avenge
‘““the wrong. This argument was urged
““with such force that I am compelled to
““notice it. 7%e only evidenrce before me
‘““tending to show that the deceased had
““ wronged the defendant, is that given by the
““ defendant.” Of course the Court cannot
tell what a jury might think of such evi-
dence, but it is very certain that a Judge
who is a lawyer can only regard it as
utterly inconclusive. It is possible, per-
haps probable, that in a trial before a jury
other evidence may be adduced in support
of the position of the defendant, but the
examining magistrate had only to deal
with the testimony produced before him-
self, and that testimony has not estab-
lished even a strong presumption of the
{ guilt of Dr, Lefevre. The observations of
the Court on the plea of justification are

by successive crop failures. It provided that
compensation should be given by landlords
when it could be shown to the satisfaction
of the Court having jurisdiction, (1) that
the non-payment of rent was owing to the
tenant’s inability to pay, (2) that the
tenant was willing to continue in the occu-
pation upon just and reasonable terms,{3)
that, such terms had been refused by the
landlord. These provisions appear on their
face rational and humane, and it is perhaps
doubtful whether, under ordinary circum-
stances, the bill would not have
been carried. But the Home Rulers have
of late done so much to encourage the Irish
tenant-farmers in refusing to pay rent
altogether, and so much bitter feeling has
been created by the agitation about con-
fiscating all the lands for the use of the
people, that the landlords have been fur-
nished with quite a new set of arguments.
They have contended that this bill was an
entering wedge which must bring about
the abolition of all property rights in land.
They have adroitly played upon the fears
of the English landowners by representing
that though begun in Ireland this was a
movement which would be sure to extend
into England before long. They have
treated it as a concealed attack upon the
landed interest generally, and as a danger-
ous and possibly fatal concession to the
Communists. The Irish landlords have
declared thet it would be impossible to col-
lect. any rents if such a law- was once
passed, and they have alleged that its
passage would be construed by the advo-
cates of confiscation as a proof of apprehen-
sion on the part of the Government, and
consequently as an incentive to renewed
agitation. All these considerations had
their weight, and it must be added that
many advanced Liberals gravely questioned
the expediency of the measure. On the
other hand it is scarcely to be doubted that
the defeat of the bill will cause very
serious difficulties in Ireland. Both the
landlords and the tenants there are in a
bad temper. Each think they have been
ill-used. The landlords in many cases are
very likely to proceed with evictions,
therefore, and the tenants in many cases are
tolerably certain to begin shooting agents,
process-servers and landlords. It is nof
improbable that still more serious compli-
cations may arise. Starvation and misery
havesotortured the tenantsin many districts
that they are ready for anything, and hav-
ing nothing to lose but lives which have
not latterly been very sweet to them,
they may easily be persuaded to join any
mad enterprise. The failure of this bill,
upon which many hopes had been built,
will make Ireland more difficult of con-
trol than ever, in fact, and we shall not be
at all surprised if formidable riots and
terrible outrages are reported thence be-
fore long.

THE BURDETT-COUTTS ENGAGEMENT.

A queer story is told by the telegraph of
the engagement of Baropess Burdett-
Coutts to one Ashmead, her Secretary. It
is to be hoped for the reputation of the
lady and the honor of the man that the
story is not true. The Baroness Burdett-
Coutts has made for herself so golden a
record by her inexhaustible beneficence,
and she has so completely earned the ad-
miration and esteem of the civilized world,
that it would be a very regrettable circum-
stance should she in her declining years
commit so palpable a blunder as t5 unite
herself with a mere sordid adventurer.
We take it for granted that the man in
this case is an adventurer, for we do not
believe in a union of the affections be-
| tween a youth of 25 and a woman of 66.
The only historical instance of such a
case that we can remember is that of
Ninon de L'Enclos and her son.
The latter fell desperately in love with
his mother, being ignorant of the relation-
ship, and on discovering it committed
suicide in disgust and despair. We do
not believe that Mr. Ashmead can have
any other than a base motive for
seeking the hand of the Baroness Burdett-
Coutts, She is very rich, and he has
pnothing. That appears to be the whole of
the situation, and it is not a pleasing one.
| It is possible that the whole story is only
one of those society canards which origi-
nate so mysteriously, but from its particu-
larity we are somewhat afraid that it may
bz true, in which case it is a painful mat-
ter. It is a pity that this amiable and
most benevolent lady could not have fin-
ished her noble and beautiful carecer as she
began it, and that she could not have been
preserved from the harpy clutches of one
of those greedy soldiers of fortune who
roam the world in the search of women
to prey upon. In a more primitive stage
of society her friends would have got rid
of Mr. Ashmead after a eummary fashion,
but such processes are obsolete, and at
present it is not even customary to cut the
scoundrel who has purchased wealth at
the price of ineffaceable infamy.

General Morrow calied the mesting to or-
der, and designated Congressman Davis as

residing officer, who, with a few remarks,
introduced Secretary 'I‘hompson.

The speaker premised that he came t> the
coast on oﬁciaf not political, business; but
believing there was nothing in the rules of
the civil service to Erevent his performing
his duties as a citizen he had respouded to the
invitation of the citizens to address them on
public topics. He paid a compliment to the
personal character of the Democratic leaders.
whom he was willing to trust with anything
except the Government of the country. He
then reviewed the history ot the Republican
party, which found the nation bankrupt, con-
ducted it through the mest gigantic war the
world ever saw, and had placed it on a firm
financial foundation, with its bonds at a pre-
minm, the debt and interest reduced, and the
national currency at par. The trade that was
languishing revived, and instead ef going
steadily and rapidly in debt, the balance of
trade was now in our favor, and the country
the most prosperous and powerful cn earth,
There were no reasons, then, why the Repub-
lican party should be put out of power, but
many that the Democratic party should be
kept out. He had come to the conclusion, on
fifty years’ reflection, that by virtue of its
principles and aims, it was impossiblé for the
Democratic party to take care of and admin-
ister this Government. He then reviewed
the principles of the Democracy, as enun-
ciated in the platforms put forth from time
to time, showing that with a single exception
they were all negative in character. That
exception was the Virginia resolutions of "98.
The. Democracy had opposed the national
currency and internal improvements, on the
ground of a tendency to a centralization of

wer, and the tariff which had protected us

rom the competition of European pauper
labor. He also dwelt upon the secession and
war record of the Democracy—the resolutions
in the platform of the National Convention

of 1864, declaring the war a fail-
ure, The  Republican  party  had
killed slavery, given the ballot

to the blacks and effected a reconstruction
which the Democracy, in the platform of
1868, had declared void. In 1876 they had
nothing to say on that subject, but through-
out the work of reconstruction the Democracy
had been found impeding it at every step.
He then reviewed President Johnson’s recon-
struction policy and the action of Hancock
in Louisiana, in attempting to carry out the
President’s ideas in defiance of the laws of
Congress, in which he was checkmated by
General Grant. The next summer—in 1868
—the Democratie National Convention gave
Hancock 144} votes, and a few days after Han-
cock wrote aletter indorsing the action of that
Convention, which had declared the procexs
of reconstruction void. He then read ex-
tracts from Hancock’s letter to Sherman,
recently published, and criticised the state-
ment therein that it might become the
province of an army officer to disobey the
orders of his superiors. He then referred to
the policy of Hayes in ordering the with-
drawal of troops from the iSouth, on the
promise of the South that all parties should
have fair play, and stigmatized its subsequent
action as the rankest treachery. He held
that the question at issue in that connection
was not that of the interference of troops at
the polls with the rights of voters, but
an attempt on the part of State-rights
men to take from the Government the con-
trol of the election of national officials and
representatives. He quoted Garfield’s leiter
of acceptance to show that he fully recog-
nized that pojnt. He further held that while
the Democracy had abandoned the doctrine
of secession, it stiil held to that of nullifica-
tion, by which they would block the national
legislation. After comparing the military
record of Hancock, as a regular, with that of
Garfield, he delivered a eulogy on the latter
as a soldier, statesman and citizen. Afler a
brief and able defense of the so-called larceny
of the Presidency, he referred to the danger
of asimilar electoral complicationin the future;
and compared Edmunds’ bill for leaving the
decision of the manner of casting the elec-
toral votes with the States, with the let-alone

licy of the Democracy, with a view of
eaving the matter for Congress to settle ;
but concluded that the people would work
out any such complicatiors to a successful
conclusion, He then brought down the house
with roars of applause by his direct, out-
spoken and pungent treatmeat of the Chi-
nese question. The country held out open
arms to all the peopls of the world except
those who came in the guise of invaders, as
the Chinese have infested California. It was
the duty of the Government to say to them,
““Thus far shalt thou come, and no farther.”
The people might draw wisdom on this sub-
ject from Garfield’s letter of acceptance,
and then compare it with Hancock’s silence
on the subject. The question of Chinese
immigration challenges the wisest statesman-
ship of the land, and can be solved only in
one way—stop it,

The speaker closed amid great applause
with a brilliant peroration upon the duties of
citizeps and the national destiny. The speech
thronghout was argunmentative, eloquent and
effective, and repeatedly drew down the most
enthusiastic applause,

Secretary Thompson, though well stricken
in years, seems to have lost none of the fire
and vitality of his youth, and closed his two
hours’ effort without the least appearance of
fatigue.

The meeting closed with rousing cheers for
the speaker and the ticket.
