Cahill, the well-known
broker, livingat 712 Bush street, and Mrs.
Nathan Scheeline, nee Ciprico, raiding at
1416 Hush street. Cahillat about 2 o'clock
yesterday afternoon called at Mrs. Scheeline'n
house and shot at her, after which he Bhot
himself in the forehead, from the effects of
which wound he died at the City Receiving
Hospital at about 5:10 o'clock.

cahill's visit.
The affair is yet unsatisfactorily explained,

as far as tba motive of Cahill in attempting
to take the life of Mrs. Schealine is con-
cerned. Itappears that he called at 1410
Bush street at about 1:45 o'clock yesterday
afternoon, and inquired of the servant girlif
her mistress was at home. He was told that
she was in the dining-room, and, proceeding
to the apartment indicated, he tound Mrs.
Scheeline sitting fewing in the bay window.
The servant girl followedhim,as he appeared
to ba angry about something. Cahill walked
slowly to the lounge, and sat down on one of
the arms of the same, acd immediately oppo-

I site Mrs. Scheeline. The latter did not me
when Cahill entered, but locking up airl see-
ing a strange look on his face, said :

ATTEMPTED SfUUIiLH AND SUICIDE.

The servant girl saw him nod, and leaning
over toward Mra. Scheeline, point a pistol at
her and tire. The girl fled to the Btreet, but
had scarcely reached itwhen she heard two
more shots tired. These shots were fired by
Cahill at himself, one of which penetrated
hirt coat and vest over hix left breast, but did
not reach his body. The second shot took
effect in his forehead, producing a fatal
wuumd. Upon tiring the second Bhot Cabiil
fell to the flour in front of the lounge, with
hif head resting against its foot. Mrs. Schee-
line was greatly excited, and for a time
thought herself injured, but a neighboring
physician— Dr. Pinching

—
having been sum-

moned, itwas found that the bullet intended
for her heart had struck one of the steels ribs
of her corset and had glanced off, making
only a slight bruise. As soon as the Bhooting
was known, Mr. Scheeline was summoned
from his office, which he had scarcely reached
after having left his house, where he had
lunched with his wife. Upon returning
home he found a man whom he didnot know,
and whom he does not remember that he had
ever Been, lying ina pool of blooden the floor
of his dining-room. He could throw no light
on the mystery surrounding the whole affair.
MBS. SCHEELINE'S VEB3ION OK THE TRAGEDY.

Mrs. Scheeline was naturally very much
excited over the tragedy. Her tiret exclama-
tion, after becoming sufficiently cosnposed to
give intelligible utterance to her thoughts,
wag, "Oh, my God! Can't something be
done tv keep this out of the papers ?'' Later,
she gave the following version of the affair
to her sister, Mrs. Isidore Danielwitz:"

About 1o'clock my husband started down
town, and shortly afterward Mr. Cahillcalled
at the house. He came in and took a seat
on the sofa in the dining-room. Isat oppo-
site and about six feet away from him, iiithe
alcove in the room. He began to talk about
his bickness, and spoke very despondently
about the probability of ever being perma-
nently cured of it. Irecommended him to a
physician whohad cured a niece ofMr.Schee-
line, who had been very sick. He had not
talked more than ten minutes when he sud-
denly arose and umk liis handkerchief from
his pocket, exposing as he did bo the handle
of a pietol, Iremarked that he had a pistol,
and had scarcely done so when ho shot, but 1
cannot suy that he fired at me, for Idilnot
know thatIhad been Bhot, and do not realize
itnow. Iran oat the back door and through
tie passage-way into the street, and came
back withsome police officers and other per-
sons, and we found Mr. Cahiil lyin? on the
sofa, bleeding from a wound ivthe forehead.
Icanuot thitikof anything that could make
him attempt tokillme."
cahill's death at the city receiving

hospital.

Cahill was removed to the City Receiving
Hospital, where he died in a few hours. He
was about forty-two years old, and was a na-
tive of Waterford, Ireland. He leaves a
wife and three children. The deceased had
been acquainted with Mrs. Scheeline for a
long time previous to her marriage, and she
had been a frequent visitor to his hou«e, be-
ing a friend of the family. Mr. Cahill, beioc;
employed at the Kayinond & Ely miue, %t
Pioehe, some time ago seemed for Miss Eva
Ciprico a school at that place. She, how-
ever, did not remain there long. Sometime
after her return bhe was married to Mr.
Scheeline, who was some years ago a mem-
ber of the Board of Education. The mar-
riage took place six or eight weeks ago.
Since that time, as is represented by the ser-
vant employed ia the house. Cahill has often
visited Mrs. Scheelice.

The friends and acquaintances of Cahill
state that he has been in illhealth for some
time. Dr. Clarke, Police Surgeon, had been
treating Cahill for malarial fever for some
time. The disease was subdued after a time,
and Cahillhad ceased to undergo systematic
treatment. About ten days ago Cahill met
Dr. Clarke and said be was not feeling well,
and suffered with pain iv his head. The
Doctor laughingly replied, saying: "Oh,
pshaw ! You've got the blues ;come and
see me, and I'll give you some medicine." ]
His reply wa3 :

"
You cannot minister to a .

mind diseased." The Doctor again laughed ,
at him and bade him good-bye.
Itis represented that Cahill has for some ,

time been in the habit of taking quinine. It ,
i." also affirmed that since the death of one of ;

his sons, who was shot at Pioehe about six j
weeks ago, Cahillha* been flighty, and some-
times maudlin in conversation. Afriend of ,
Cahill said that he met him about three
hours before the shooting oocprred. At that ,
time Cahill wa» looking terribly dejected, his ,
brow being furrowed with deep wrinkles, and
his whole appearanca being that of a man en- j
gsged in some great mental struggle. He ;
ascounted at the time for his looks by saying ]
that he had uot been feeling well for some ,
time, but that he had improved inboth looks
and feelings to what he had been for the past ,
few days. Itis also represented that Cahill j
has been very unlucky in stocks during the
past few year?, and the loss of his money has
constantly preyed upon his mind. Oflate he ,
had taken to the use of intoxicating drinks.

It was of the
true brook-trout species, and was so game
inits efforts to get awsy that it required
tha combined efforts of both fishermen to
get itout of the water.

The Winnemucca (Nev.) Biker State is
informed that Humboldt Lake, or "Sink
of Humboldt," aa it is frequently called,
i8dry. An area of about thirty square
miles, which a few years ago was covered
with water, is now as dry as the desert.
This change has been caused by diverting
the waters of the Humboldt river to the
lands along the stream for irrigating pur-
poses. Those who thought that the lake
had a subterranean outlet can now walk
dry-shod over what was formerly the bed
of the lake, and see that there are no holes
in the ground. Before the water was di-
verted from its natural chiuocl the lake
was reduced by evaporation, aud not l'y
leakage in the bottom.
