VIEWS OF GENERAL HANCOCK.

New YoRk, August Tth.—The Herald in-
terviewed General Hancock yesterday re-
garding the omisgion from iis letter of
acceptance of his views on free ships and the
revenue tariff. Hancock said: ** I have very
definite views, clear to my own mind, at
least, upon both topics, and I trust upon
others which concern the country’s welfare.
It was not without serious debate that I con-
cluded they had no proper place in the letter.
T'wo consideraticns prevailed : First—That a
letter of acceptance was not the right medium
through which to announce my final judgment
upon any great question depending for its

executive review. Second—That I have no
right to mar the present situation of the
party by a set of expressionssuperfluous to its
adopted platform and principles, with which,
as I said before, I am in full accord.” The
questions of tariff and free ships were so in-
teresting to Hancock that Le did not refrzin
from a private discussion of them, which was
intensely interesting aid at the same time
most tantalizing to Lis listener, whom the
General forbade to record a word of it.
** No,” said he, “I do not propose to supple-
ment my letter of acceptance by any ad-
dendum. It is enovgh that I am cordially
in line with the party and ths campaign.”

GARFIELD GOING HQME,

General Garfield left to day for his home
in Ohio. He will rest on Sunday at Chau-
tauqua lake. As the train speeded past
several stations, the people gathered, waved
their hands, handkerchiefs and flags, and
General Garfield bowed his acknowledg-
ments. At Patterson, the first stopping-
place, 5,000 or 6,000 ple, mostly of the
laboring classes, clored arcund the car and
cheered heartily, Garfield spoke as follows :
“ Felléw-citizens, I thank you for this strong
demonstration of your kindoness. I have
been in Patterson two or three times in my
life. I have seen your great industry and
your great growth, but the best thing in Pat-
terson, and the best thing of a republic, next
to liberty, is the labor of our pecople. That it
shall be free and honorable and snccessful is
the very first element of the material pros-
perity of our country, I thank you for this
reception.” Great applause followed the
General’s remarks. The band played *‘ Hail,
Columbia,” and the train moved on.

ANOTHER SHORT SPEECH.

At Hancock General Garfield spoke as fol-
lows to the people assembled: ¢ Fellow-cit-
izena: You have a town here named after
one of the framers and first signers of the
Declaration of Independence. He signed his
name in very big letters, and he helped to
make a nation that we think shouald be spelled
with a big initial letter. That name, I have
no doubt, reflscts a part, of its glory upon the
people of your town, and all the citizens of
the Union are sharers of the blessings of the
pation which he helped to found.”

At Sucquehanna, after General Garfield
had made a brief speech to a large crowd,
three cheers were given for Garfield and Ar-
thur, whereupon some one called for three
cheers for Hancock, which elicited cheers and
laughter. There were perhaps 8,000 people
around the depot when the train arrived at
Binghamton, to whom General Garfield
8+id : ** This portion of New York has asso-
giations and relatiorship {9 gie that I cannot
forget. Just away on the road leadicg irom

have long desired to visit i, and T am as near
it today as I shall be on this journey. I
thauk you for this greeting.”

At Oswego, Waverley, Elmira, Middleton,
Coraing, Hornellsville, Addison and Wells.

The Forty-day Staive of Dr, Tanner Fin-
ished.

NEw YoRK, August Tth.—At 7 o'clock this
morning Dr. Tanner had a fit of vomiting.
He got t:g and dressed at 7:30. He was much
exhausted, and lay down on his cot and re-
mained thus until 10:15, when he went into
the lower hall. After a walk he lay down
and was covered with a blanket. At 10:50
the Doctor arose and walked into the front
room of the hall, where there was a fine
spread of watermelons, fruits, bread, etc. At
11 the Doctor stood at the window on Thir-
teenth street looking upon the crowd. His
brother-in-law, Gardiner, called. His visit
seemed to make the Doctor nervous, and he
complained of a ‘‘goneness’ in his stomach.
Just before noon the temperature of the Doc-
tor was 92, pulse 92, respiration 17. At 12
o'clock the Doctor completed his forty days’
fast. At 12 o’clock they gave him a glass of
milk and & piece of watermelon. At high
noon, when the time was up and the task fin-
ished, the crowd cheered Tanner enthusias-
tically. About one thousand persons were in
the hall, and an

Were on the sidewalk. The Doctor drank a
glass of milk, and called for a Georgia water-
melon. This he tapped, dug his hand into it
and ate heartily. hen remonstrated with,
he asked to be left alone, saying, **No, my
lords, T am running this now,” When he
placed a glass of milk to his mouth, he re-
marked, *‘Gentleman, maybe you don’t
believe that’s good.” The signal for the ex-
piration of the fast was a whistle from a fac-
tory in the vicinity. When it blew Tanner
had a peach in his hand, but before he could
put it into his mouth sonrebody snatched it
away. In response to the plaudits of the
assemblage, Tanner, who was sitting upon a
chair placed upon a table, waved his hanker-
chief over his head. At a quarter past twelve
o’clock Tanuer got dewn from the table and
left the hall in charge of Dr. Guunn. The
Doctor walked unaccompanied down stairs
with & slica of watermelon in his hand. He
received an ovation from the crowd in the
streets, shops and windows, and exhibited
muchgratification at his hearty reception.

The
Doctor saw no visitors during the afternoon,
and it was reported that he was in excellent
spirits, After four Dr. Tanner rested quietly.
At six he asked for an apple, which he ate,
and then asked for and received two more.
At seven he was given a beefsteak weighing
half a pound, and partook of it. At eight he
drank one ounce of wine, and then slept until
ten, when he awoke and chatted cheerfully.
Dr, Ward said that Dr. Tanner was well, and
did not think any trouble would arise from
his undertaking. He bad gone against the
advice of all physicians, seemingly with a
beneficial result, and he expected the Doctor
to work to morrow on his biography. At a
late hour the Doctor was resting quietly.

THE FAST ABROAD.

LoxDON, August 7th.—The interest taken
by the London press in Dr. Tanner’s fast is
very marked. The Standard and Daily News
have had special dispatches every day for
three weeks, and some of these have been of
unusual length. Copious extracts from New
York journals are made by nearly all the pa-
pers, and a great mass of correspondence has
been published on the subject. The medical
profession question the genuineness of the
fast, and are generally disposed to doubt its
value to science even if genuine. Dr. Brown
Sequard said: *‘If careful and frequent an-
alyses have not been made in the air ex-
hauster of the air inhaled by Tanner, and of
his perspiration and various excretions, the
scientific results of the experiments are abso-
lately #i.”

Afzhanistan Af¥airs.

LoxpoN, August 7th.—An official dispatch
from the British commander® at Candabaz
dated the 3d, says: Beyond slight skirmish.

The Murdered Missionary.

CONSTANTINOPLE, August 7th.—Dr. Par-
sons, the American wissionary who, with his
servant, was murdered near Ismid, was meke
ing a tour in the mouvntains, and had eu-
camped by the roadside in the vicinity of the
Zureeks, a semi-nomadie tribe. Twe Zureck
shepherds have confessed that they shot two
travelers as they slept, and robbed them of
their money, amounting to less than 85, As
Parsons did not reach his destination at the
expected tiwe, his friends instituted a search,
and the bodies were discovered under some
bushes. The authorities, hearing that a dis-
patch on the subject had been sent to the

ritish Embassy, showed more than usual
zeal, and, by threatening wholesale arrests,
induced the Zureeks to surrender the crim-
inals, who are now impriscned. During half
a century of American missiopary enterprize
in Turkey this is only the third case of the
murder of a missionary, and it i:only jist
to the Turks to state that none of the eriiues
preceeded from veligicus fanaticism.
Lytton Called to Acconnt by the Queen.

NEw Yorg, August 7th.—The Trifune’s
London special says: Immediately when
Lord Lytton landed yesterday, the Queen
summoned him to Osborne, where he had a
‘**bad quarter of an hour.” Lytton’s oldest
friends are disappointed with him, bunt the
man simply did as he was told. Every ac-
tion of his was eontrolled by telegraph., “One
of his last freaks was to get info loggerheads
with the Government of AMadras, and o
write home a recommendation to abolish tae
Madras Government, and also Bombay, one
which never loyally supported Liytton. Itis
now known that he advised a declaration of
war with Russia when Soljekoff went to
Cabul, but that was more than Beaconsfisld
would undertake.

A Diplomatic Explanation.

LoxpoN, August 7th.—Officiai correspend-
ence between Russia and England, touchin
the zlleced Russian agitation in Bulgaria ans
Roumelia, is published. Russia demies the
existence of any agitation, and asserts that
there are fewer Russian officers and men in
the Bulgarian army now than at'the close of
the war, and that none have gone to Ronme-
lia since the Russian evacuation ; that theve
have been some sales of small arms by Rus-
sia to Bulgaris, to replace the antiquated pat-
terns, but that the whole sales only amount
to 8,000 rifies,

Acts of Courtesy.

LONDON, August 7th,—A Times Pocharest
correspondent announces that the Rounia-
nian Government is about to send Colorels
Vernesco to Waskington on a sperial mission
in connection with the recognition of Rouma-
nian independence, After fulfilling his Cu-
ties at Washington, Colonel Verncseon will o
to Rio Janeiro on a similer errand.
