Such incidents, however,
must tend to pro-luce a solid North very
rapidly, and the Grand

THEINDIANS AND THE GOVERNMENT.

:Whoever undertakes to review the his- i,

tory of our Indian relations in \u25a0 a .philo- i
'

sophical spirit must reach the conclusion I
'

that there has ;been some peculiar in- !

fluence in operation from the beginning of
'

the republic, to prevent the just treatment ;
of our wards. For it is clearly not possible i

to set down every administration that has ;

had dealings with the Indiaus as depraved j
and wicked, and yet that is the superficial
aspect ;of the entire Indian record. Itis

'

a melancholy and shameful history of per- j
fidy.; and oppression, of solemn treaties !
swiftlybroken, of repudiated pledges and I

bad faith and injustice. There has hardly
been a single Indian war which was not
brought on through treachery and false-
hood on the part of the Government. < This
is the simple truth, and the 'question is
how to account for it. When we finditap-
parently impossible for any administration,
no matter how well-meaning or honorable,
to treat the Indians fairly, we must seek
for some other explanation of the phenom-
enon than is to bo had by denouncing all
who have ever been connected withIndian
affairs as scoundrels and thieves.

-
And if

we look close enough, and analyze the
situation patiently, we shall be rewarded
by the discovery that all this bad
faith, or certainly the greater part of it,

has been primarilyattributable to the po- .
liticalsystem under which the country has
been governed. In a Government by suf-
frage it inevitably follows that .any class

deprived of the suffrage must be driven to

the wall. And if the interests of such
a class clash with the interests of those
who have the suffrage, it willbe impossi-
ble for them toobtain justice. The Indians
have never been allowed a voice in the
Government, and therefore they have been
always at a disadvantage. When a people
without votes or representation are pitted
against a people with votes and represen-
tation, under a Government elected by

and dependent upon the latter, it is im-
possible that they should succeed. The
history of our broken Indian -treaties is
a history of constant aggressions on
the part of white settlers. For example,
a certain territory is Bet apart for
the sole use of Indian tribes. At the
time of setting itapart it is far from the
boundaries of settlement, but in a few
years the advancing tide reaches it, and
then if the land is good the settler coolly
invades it,ifnecessary commences hostilities
with the Indian owners, and leaves the
Government at Washington to settle the
difficulty as best it may. - Insuch cases
the Government has very seldom been
able to secure justice to the Indians. The
white men who have invaded their lands
could 'go to their Congressional Repre-
sentatives and at once bring their influence
to bear upon the Administration. Parti-
san considerations were sure to arise, to
prevent any serious efforts for tho expul-
sion of the invaders. In the end lying
stories would be hatched up about Indian
depredations and outrages, and a • war
would be declared against them in which
not only the land thieves but many greedy
contractors and others had interests at

stake. -In this way, with variations, our

Indian wars have been brought on. Some-
times no doubt rascally Indian Agents
have goaded their charges to frenzy.

Sometimes tribes have been the aggressors
themselves. Rut nine times out of ten the
provocation has been such as we have in-
dicated.

The truth is that the .Government of the
United States is not strong enough to do
justice to the Indiana, as against citizens.

jThe Government has no independent
strength. Itis merely the agency of the
people, and wheu the latter are bent upon
doing wrong there is no power capable of
stopping them unless they are out of sym-

pathy with the majority. But in this
caso it has never been possible to' bring

the matter to an issue. The Government
never has the courage to appeal to the
mass of the people against the border
ruffians and land thieves who are responsi-
ble for nine-tenths of our Indian troubles.
The popular belief has been carefullytrained
to the detestation of Indians generally.
They have been so sedulously abused and |
denounced as bloodthirsty cut-throats that

it is the easiest thing imaginable to fasten
allresponsibility upon them, and the idea
that the fault may sometimes be withwhite
men occurs to very few people. The
frontier press of course echoes the talk' of
its section. Xo impartiality can be ex-
pected from it. And the grand result is
that the Indiaus aro credited with being
turbulent mischief-making savages, when

the truth is that they have been crowded
off one reservation after another, and have
been steadily driven farther west all
the time, while almost every one
of their so-called outbreaks has been
an attempt to avenge the wrongs heaped
upon them by a reckless and brutal popu-
lation, and an ii.firmand impotent Gov-
ernment. Ifthe Government at time
bail tried to stem the tide of invasion, to

beat back the aggressors, to do justice
to the Indians, it cannot be doubted that
Congress, which subsists on the breath of
popular , favor, would have taken the
control of affairs, and have carried out the
popular programme. There has never

been a time when the Government
could have defied popular clamor in
order to do right in this connection.
Xo American Government can afford, to
uphold the course of a voteless people
against a people having votes. \u25a0 This is the
truth of the situation, and whether it is
pleasant or not 'it ought to be set forth
plainly. Itis not the Government that
deserves fee be made the scapegoat in the
case of the Indians, but it is the people
themselves who have insisted on doing
injustice, in robbing t the Indians, and
in slaughtering them for attempting to de-

fend themselves. It is time these facts
were realized, for until they are it willbe
quite useless to look for any reform in our
Indian relations.

THE LOST MINES OF CANNA.

The New York Truth of July 17th says :"
Major Grossman lias .telegraphed, from

Panama, on his return from the Lost mines
of Canna. jjThe |investigation does not ap-
pear, to have been favorable." A gentle-
man now on the Comstock, says the Vir-
ginia (Nev.) Enterprise of July 25th, once
spent some time in search of those or some
other lost mines in that region^ .He was
so far successful that he fonnd inthe jun-
gle an ancient- road jpaved with stone.
Trees three feet indiameter were in many
places fonnd growing in the center of. this
road, and the jungle was ]so \ thick and so
tangled with vines that in tracing the road
it-.was; necessary -to, out a trail.with ma.
chettes. In this manner the oldroad was
traced for many miles tillit at' last'came
to the edge of a great swamp. Ou the bor-
der of the morass it was squarely, broken
off. 'No"sign of aroad could be found' in
the swamp, but it was thought that its dis-
appearance in such a place was of littlemo-
ment. Our explorer :was sure he would
find the

"
continuation of the road at the

base of jthe mountains on the opposite side
of . the swamp, but nothing more of it was
ever seen, though many days were spent in
searching for it. According to native tra-
dition the road led to a ruined town where
there were mines immensely richin gold.
On the seacoast were ruins of a town, and
it was from these that the great paved road
leiiout into Hie wilderness. "fIn the forks
of a tree, some sixty feet from the ground,
near the ruins of the town on the seashore,
were seen about a wheelbarrow of bricks.
The supposition was that these bricks had
been :brought tojthe 'place ]as jballast by
some ship. The tree had grown up through
a pileof them, carrying upward as itgrew
those seen inits forks. - At intervals along
the road were found the ruins of what ap-
peared to have been wayside stations. The
lowistone walls"stillstood/ but no sign of |
roof or wood-workof jany kind remained, i

"and great trees frequently grew within the j
iii'.'losures, and;in some places had over-
thrown one or more of -the walls. Indig-
ging for relics on the floors of some of these
old guard-houses fragments of charcoal or
charred wood were found,' but nothing in
the way of tools,' pottery 01
