UTTER DEPRAVITY.
• j jThe charge of indecent exposure of person
i before small girls, and similar outrages, have
iIbecome unpleasantly frequent of late, and an

aggravating feature of these .cases is that it
> is almost impossible, from the nature
, of the . case, to fasten the crime upon
: the perpetrators. "XOn Monday officer Lee
i learned that a miserable villain had sought
: to entice a littlegirl at Fourth and J streets,

who was about 9 or10 years old, to go to his
room with him on Istreet, by offering her
four bits to do so. • She refused to talk with
him, and jreported it. The officer followed
inthe direction he bad gone, and when he
reached the vicinity of Iand Sixth streets
found that the same individual had just
sought near that place to accomplish . the
same crime by offering a little girlabout the
same . age as the former one ten cents
to go, under, the

-
sidewalk : with him. ..' A

sister, about 11 or 12 years old, who
was present, called out in a loud voice that
she would have him arrested, whichattracted
the attention of a gentleman near by, and
the criminal started away. Soon after, offi-
cer Lee arrived and started in pursuit, over-
taking him on F street, between Sixth andSeventh, and finding itto be J. W. Find-
lay, who has recently been repeatedly arrest-
ed for different offenses. Upon bsing con-
fronted, he refused to bo arrested, and de-
manded to know what he had done. The
officer refused to hold any parley with him,
but anchored himself to his victim's collar
and started toward the police station. Find-
ing the method and grip of the officer was of
no uncertain meaning, and that his attempted
crimes had followed him, he went along
peacefully to11street, when he requested that
the officer would let go, and he would
go withhim without trouble. He didso, acd
when they had reached the railroad tiack
back of the lime-house, onIstreet, he stopped
and begged that he be. allowed to depart at
once out of the city, and said he wouldnever
return. This was promptly refused, and they
started down the north side of Istreet to-
gether. Just before reaching Gardiner's
wood yard Findlay darted away fromLee
likea shot, and jumped off the high walk to-
ward the slough, about twelve feet down, and
Lee followed suit after 'him. Findlay ran
with desperation and jumped as far as be
could into the water, and swam like a duck
for the other side. Lee called tohim to stop
or he wouldshoot him, and Findlay looking
around and seeing the officer's pistol
pointed in a very unpleasant direction,
dropped his head under and swam on.
As soon as he raised his head out of water
again Lee fired a shot over him, and then
started for a boat at the woodyard to go in
pursuit, but the fugitive, finding be could not
make the passage successfully, turned back.
When he got near enough to shore to reach
bottom he settled down exhausted, with bis
feet stuck in the mud, and Lee waded out,
and catching him by the coat-tail, which
floated upon the face of the deep, dragged
him to shore, and without giving any further
liberties in transit, collared his man with a
death grip, and held it till he had planted
him behind the strongest grate in the city
jail. The » feeling against Findlay was
intense, and the most effective methods
of capital punishment were declared as too
mild and unsuitable to do justice to the case.. _».
