Gathering of Ex-Soldiers and

Sailors at Columbus.

ADDRESS OF PRESIDENT HAYES.

The Results of the War for the
Preservation of the Union,

[SPECIAL BY TELE3RAPH TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

CoLvymBus (Ohio), August 11th.—This was
the second day of the grand reunion of ex-
soldiers and sailors.- President Hayes and
General Sherman and party arrived at 6
o’clock this morning from Washington, and
were met at the depot by an escort consisting
of United States troops stationed at the Co-
lumbus garrison, the ex-Soldiers’ Association,
Governor’s Guard, Columbus Cadets and
other military organizations cf this city and
other places. The procession proceeded to
the residence of D. C. B. Fullerton, where
President Hayes will be entertained, and to
the residence of T. Ewing Miller, where Gen-
eral Sherman and General Poe have been
assigned. The camp ground presents a very
pretty appearance, being arranged in streets
and named from right to left Grant, Sher-
man, Sheridan, McPherson, Hayes, Gilmore,
McCook, McDowell and Ammen. The Ohio
soldiers and sailors’ tents are rapidly filling
up, 1,500 men baving been assizned quarters
yesterday with the demand greatly increasing.

Has been made. The labor system has been

But, after all,
we cannot fail to  observe  that

happiuess of mankind, schools and the means

Unfortunately for the complete success of re-
construction in the South, this stone was re-
jected by its builders. Slavery had been
destroyed by the war, bui its evils
lived sfier it and deprived many parts
of the South of intellizent self-government,
without which, in America at least, great
and permanent prosperity is impossible. To
perpetuate the Union and abolish slavery
were the work of the war. To educate the
uneducated is the appropriate work of peace.
It is plain that at the end of the war the tre-
menduous change in the labor and social sys-
tem of the South left them in no condition
to provide for
UNIVERSAL POPULAR EDUCATION.

In a recent memorial to Congreas on this sub-
ject, in behalf of the Peabody educational
fund, Hon. A. H. H. Stuart showes that
“ two millions of children in the Southern
States are without means of instruction,”
and adds, with great force, * when millions
of citizens are growing up in the greatest ig-
norance it is obvious that neither individnal
charity nor the resources of impoverished
States wi'l be sufficient to meet the emer-
gency. Nothing short of the wealth and
power of the Federal Government will over-
¢ m2 the evil.”

Tae President then said he would -deal
with the (uestion of education by the aid ot
the National Government in the same way
that the General Government uadertzkes
public improvements, where they are of na-
tional importance ; but local and private en-
terprise are inadeqnate to their prosecution.
Wherever local eystems of popular education
are inadequste, they should be supplemented
by the General Government by devoting to
that puarpose, by ecuitable I ation with
popu'ar safeguards, public lanas, or, if neces-

sary, appropriations from the national treas-

- ury.

In conclusion he said : ** The soldier of the
Uuion has done his work, and has done it
well. The work of the schoolmaster is now
in order. Wherever Lis work shall be well
done in all our border, it will be found that
there also the principles of the Declaration of
Indepeudence will be cherished, a sentiment
of nationality will prevail, the equal rights

amendmeats will be chserfully obeyed, and

there will be the home of freedom and the
refuge of the oppressed of every race and of
every clime.”

GENERAL SHERMAN'S OPINION OF WAR.
General Sherman followed President
Hayes in an appropriate speech. He said it
delighted his soul to see so many of the goed
old boys left. There was many a boy there
to-day who looked on soldiering as all glory ;
‘* but boys,” he said, *“it is all hell. I look
on war with horror; but if it has got to
come I am here,” and the crowd made the
air ring with hurrahs again and again.

In the evening the President attended the
meeting of ex-prisoners of war, but confined
himself to returning thanks for the manner
of his reception.

LASSEN NOTES.

A correspondent writing from Susanville
under date of August 8th furnishes the an-
nexed news :

The trial of C. F. Miers for the murder
of Richard Walsh on the 11th of last April
commenced here last Monday, in the Su-
perior Court, Judge Hendricks presiding.
The trial consumed the entire week, and
was attended by a large councourse of
people, attracted, no doubt, more by the
reputation for legal ability and talent of
counsel employed than interest in the case,
as the deceased and Miers were compara-
tively unknown in this community, living
as they did in Big valley, some 75 miles
from this place. The principal facts that
led to the killing, as developed during the
trial, were that John, Richard and geter
Walsh, along with G. W. Jaekson, owned
a band of sheep. Mr, Miers was also a
sheep-owner. There was a piece of Gov.
ernment land which each claimed as a
range for their sheep, and on which both
had them at that time. Richard Walsh
made threats against Miers’ life if he did
not take his sheep off the range. These
threats, which were communicated to Miers,
led to the shooting of Richard Walsh with
a Winchester rifle. G. W. Jackson was
present at the time, and was the principal
witness for the prosecution. His testimo-
ny and Miers’ conflicted, inasmuch as
Jackson swore that Walsh was standing on
a rock at the time the shot was fired, while
Miers swore that Walsh was approaching
in a threatening manner. The theory of
the defense was that a conspiracy to kill |
Miers had been formed by the Walshes
and Jackson. The prosecution was con-
ducted for the people by District Attorney

After b:ing out
sixteen hours it came into Court for in-
structions, after receiving which it soon
returned a verdict of not guilty. The jury
vas composed of worth and exceptionalin-
telligence, and their verdict is received by
the majority as just. During the argn-
ment of counsel the Court-rocm was
crowded with an interested but quieb
audience, among which were many ladies.
